Plan Commission Meeting Minutes—May 2, 2011

Chairman Arrowood called the Plan Commission meeting to order and roll call attendance was taken and Commissioners Franklin, Butler, Hanson, and Hausser were present.  Supervisor Goodchild sat in for the seat vacated by Guy Ott.  Planner Scherer was present.  Commissioner Kershek was absent.
Planner Scherer read part of her report regarding Storm Fireworks:
ZONING CLASSIFICATION:
M-2 General Industrial District

EXISTING USES:

Goehner Industries, a manufacturer of wood shipping containers and industrial wood products.
REQUESTED USES:

Temporary outdoor retail sale of Class “C” fireworks from a 20’ x 30’ tent
PLANNER ANALYSIS OF THE PROPOSAL:
SITE PLAN:  The petitioner is proposing to erect a 600 square foot tent to the north of the loading dock for Goehner Industries for the temporary sale of fireworks.  The tent location is approximately 22’ from the end of the loading dock and 62’ from the building.  The tent is required to be 50’ from the 100’ established road right of way of S.T.H. 67 and maintain a 10’ offset.  Only consumer rated fireworks (Class C) will be sold for retail use, in accordance with State Statute 167.10.  The local fire official and the Waukesha County Planning and Zoning Division must review and approve the Plan of Operation request.

DAYS/HOURS OF OPERATION:  From June 20, 2011 through July 5, 2011 from 9:00 am to 9:00 pm.

EMPLOYEES:  The operation will employ two (2) full time workers.

PARKING:  There is sufficient parking for the temporary use, but the patrons should be encouraged to park well off of the highway when stopping to make a purchase as STH 67 is a busy thoroughfare through the Ottawa/Dousman area. Any parking is required to maintain a 10’ offset and 10’ setback.

LIGHTING:  No lighting is proposed.

STORAGE:  The fireworks will be stored in a semi trailer located near the dumpster to the rear of the building on the premises.

SANITARY FACILITIES:  The employees and patrons will use the toilet facilities at the gas station to the north of the site in the Village of Dousman, which is also owned by the property owner. The Environmental Health Division must review and approve the Plan of Operation request.  

INSURANCE:  Liability insurance in the amount of $2,000,000 (general aggregate) will be obtained for the proposed operation during the period of sales.

PROPOSED SIGNAGE:    One (1) entrance sign is proposed a minimum of 20’ from the base setback line of STH 67 and 20’ from the north and south lot lines.  The other sign is proposed on the tent itself.  One (1) 3’ x 5’ U.S. flag may also be located on the site.

End of Planner Report
Petitioner Tom Munsie was present and he said everything was the same as in previous years.

Supervisor Goodchild asked if there were any complaints but no one had heard of any.
Commissioner Franklin moved to approve the petitioner’s Site Plan/Plan of Operation with the Town Planner’s conditions.  Commissioner Hausser seconded.  The motion carried.
Planner Scherer said she wasn’t sure if the revised date on the plat for JNJ Cedar Hills, Inc., S35 W25705 CTH D, Dousman, was January 5, 2011, or January 26, 2011, because both dates appeared on the final plat.  She also noted that some of the requested changes from the last time the Plan Commission looked at the plat are included on the final plat.
Commissioner Butler asked who the permit holder is, and Developer John Spheeris replied that it will be in his name initially and then there will be a homeowner’s association.  If there is no homeowner’s association, the liability will be on the individual lot owners.  If the Town has any problems with the subdivision, the Town can put charges on the property tax bills.
Commissioner Butler asked if the Petitioner can use the abandoned existing driveway for access and Planner Scherer responded that the plat hasn’t been recorded yet.  The driveway was removed from the final plat because it wasn’t required to be shown.

Developer Spheeris said all changes to the plat that were previously requested by the Town were made and the County was sent the newest version of the revised plat with those changes.

Commissioner Butler asked how the Developer and Petitioner expected the Plan Commission to approve the plat received by the Town when there is a newer revised plat that was sent to the County.  The County could have asked for a change that the Town doesn’t agree to or the newer revised plat could have other changes the Town hasn’t seen.  He is concerned about the Town and County approving two different things.  Chairman Arrowood agreed and said the Town should have the latest drawings.

Developer Spheeris reiterated that all of the changes on the newer revised plat sent to the County were changes the Town asked the Petitioner to make.

Commissioner Butler made a motion to approve the final revised plat submitted to the Town conditioned on the Petitioner satisfying all of the comments and recommendations in Planner Scherer’s report dated May 2, 2011, adding an additional condition that allows the Petitioner to use the existing driveway until the road is constructed, and that the Petitioner must return to the Town with final drawings and that Chairman Arrowood not sign the final plat until the Plan Commission is satisfied.  Commissioner Hanson seconded, and the motion passed unanimously.

The Plan Commission looked at the list of zoning violations.  After some brief discussion Chairman Arrowood accepted the report as submitted.

There were no announcements.  
There was no public comment.
Commissioner Hausser motioned to approve the minutes from the meeting held on April 4, 2011.  Commissioner Franklin seconded the motion and it carried.
Commissioner Hanson made a motion to adjourn at 8:00 P.M.  Commissioner Hausser seconded and the motion carried.
