Meeting Minutes

April 4, 2011


TOWN OF OTTAWA
Plan Commission Meeting Minutes—April 4, 2011

Chairman Arrowood called the Plan Commission meeting to order and roll call attendance was taken and Commissioners Franklin, Kershek, Butler, Hanson, and Hausser were present.  Supervisor Goodchild sat in for the seat vacated by Guy Ott.  Planner Scherer was present.
Planner Scherer read her memorandum for Vulcan Materials Company’s CU/SPPO Amendment:
On March 7, 2011, the Plan Commission discussed the above referenced request and tabled the item to April 4, 2011 so the Plan Commission members had adequate time to review the material that was submitted to them that evening.

On March 23, 2011, I received an email from Vulcan Materials Company requesting their application be temporarily tabled to July or August at the earliest.  The applicants would like some time to have surveys prepared, obtain updated topography, and meet with adjoining property owners, among other items.  I recommended tabling the item to July initially and if the applicant needed additional time, the item can be tabled to August or later.  Due to the July 4th holiday that would mean the July meeting date would be July 11th at 7:00 p.m.    

It is recommended the Plan Commission table the request to allow the applicant more time to prepare and submit additional materials in advance of their next appearance before the Plan Commission.

End of Planner Report
Planner Scherer said she received both an email and letter requesting an extension.
Commissioner Franklin made a motion to grant an extension to Vulcan Materials Company until the July Plan Commission meeting.  Commissioner Kershek seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

The Plan Commission reviewed the Final CSM and waivers for John and Lynn Leopold, 523 N. 89th St., Milwaukee.  Planner Scherer referenced her list of comments/questions/concerns and said items #3 and #5 are new action items that the Plan Commission needs to discuss.  They are as follows:
3.
Soil tests are not necessary, as there is an existing septic system on the property, and therefore this requirement can be waived.  However, the County EHD must approve the functionality of the existing septic system, which was completed according to their approval letter dated 3-23-11. Approval of this waiver is recommended.
5.
Since the surveyor could not locate a well on the property and the town’s ordinance requires the well to be shown on the CSM, a waiver would be required.

End of planner comments
She recommended approving item #3 with the waiver since the County EHD approved it.

Chairman Arrowood thought that item #5 should not be waived because there is a well located somewhere on the property.  Supervisor Goodchild said he didn’t think the ordinary high water mark was pertinent or that the DNR needed to come out to the property.

Commissioner Butler moved to approve the CSM with the standard conditions, granting the waivers requested in items #3 and #5, waiving the requirement that the location of the well be shown on the CSM, and waiving the requirement that the ordinary high water mark be shown on the CSM.  Commissioner Hanson seconded.  Commissioners Butler, Hanson, Hausser, and Supervisor Goodchild voted in favor and Commissioners Kershek, Franklin, and Chairman Arrowood opposed.  The motion passed 4-3.
The Plan Commission looked at the list of zoning violations.  After some brief discussion, Chairman Arrowood accepted the report as submitted.

There were no announcements.  However, Chairman Arrowood suggested the Plan Commissioners find a night when they can all meet together and visit Vulcan Materials Company.
Under public comment, Town Attorney Macy said he came to the meeting to say hello to the Plan Commissioners and to find out if anyone had any questions.  He suggested that the previous month’s meeting minutes state the reason why the public hearing for Vulcan Materials was closed.  
Commissioner Kershek made a motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on March 7, 2011, subject to the changes suggested regarding Vulcan Materials and Petitioner Schardt.  Commissioner Butler seconded the motion, and it carried unanimously.
Commissioner Hanson made a motion to adjourn at 7:35 P.M.  Commissioner Hausser seconded.  The motion carried.
