TOWN OF OTTAWA ANNUAL MEETING

Meeting minutes – April 12, 2011

The Town of Ottawa’s Annual Meeting was called to order by Chairman Arrowood.  Those in attendance were Town Supervisors Rupp, Goodchild, Jones and Maule, Norm Hausser, Carl Borgstrom, Victor Herbert, Harvey Ganske, the Town’s Accountant, Howard Jeanson, and Town Clerk Melissa Klein.
Chairman Arrowood explained that the Annual Meeting is not a Town Board meeting.  Those present can make motions and vote on items, with the exception of the Chairman who is not allowed to make motions.

Town Supervisor Gary Goodchild gave an update on the Ottawa Park.  He began by thanking members of the Park Board; Carl Borgstrom, Tom Chicantek, Mike Kilsdonk and Colin Butler.  Supervisor Goodchild is the Chairman of the Park Board.  Mike Kilsdonk oversees Park maintenance.  He reported the following activities took place at the Park:
KMRA softball and baseball – ages 9 thru 14        26 games

KMRA T-ball games – ages 5 thru 8                      14 games

KM United spring and fall recreational                  112 games

soccer games – ages 5 thru14

KM United spring and fall select                              72 games

soccer games – ages 11 thru 14

KMRA flag football – ages 5 thru 12                        20 games

KMRA volleyball games – ages 11 thru 18               30 (3 games sets)

The Park had reservations for 8 different groups

The Park generated fees totaling $3,982 from KMRA for field usage:  baseball, softball, volleyball at $10.00 per game and the KM United Soccer Club select field usage at $25.00 per game.
Additionally, KM Lacrosse donated $200.00 for perennials.  The KM Junior Lasers donated sixteen bags of chalk, 6 bags of diamond dry, 2 US flags and 1 new gas grill for the Park.  Mike Doering from Bark River Tree and Landscaping donated 10 yards of mulch for the oak tree and 10 yards of mulch for around the pavilion.

Gary thanked Mike Doering and Mark Lurvey for their continued help and support.

Cheryl Rupp presented information regarding the garbage/recycling program that the Town sponsors.  She reviewed the tonnage of garbage and recyclables that the Town had processed during 2010.  She said that the Town collected 1455.6 tons of recyclables in 2010, as compared to 1452.86 tons in 2009, and 1407.55 tons in 2008.  She added that the Town met the DNR’s quote for recycling.  They require that we collect 107 lbs. per capita, and we are at 136 lbs. just with curbside collection alone.  
In 2008, we started to streamline the process.  2009 was our first full year with the streamline process.  It is very successful and widely received by the residents.  In 2010, we continued with this process.  It is very efficient.

Chairman Arrowood gave an update on Town roads.  He informed those in attendance that the spring road tour has been done for this year, and the Board had determined where crack-filling is needed.  He has been working with USA Asphalt to get some pot holes filled.  He said that he recently met with representatives from two companies regarding slurry and chip seal methods of road maintenance.  The Board had recently decided to try a slurry seal on Meadow Trail and Hawks Hollow.  They will try a chip seal on Laak Lane.  These are both small jobs, so having the Town Engineer get involved in the process is not necessary.  He estimated that both jobs could be done for approximately $23,000.00.

Chairman Arrowood also said that the Board has decided to try contracting with Watertown Evergreen Services, LLC for roadside mowing this year.  He said that the proposal calls for three cuts, which is what the Board would like to do.  Chairman Arrowood said that the Board authorized the first cut, and would decide on the rest, depending on how the work was done.  A representative from Watertown Evergreen Services, LLC said that they could provide equipment and a man for $50 - $52 an hour.  
Chairman Arrowood said that he and Mike Doering from Bark River Tree and Landscape just checked out some trees along Moraine Hills Dr., in response to a resident’s complaint.  The resident said that the trees were diseased, and wanted the Town to remove them.  On arrival, Chairman Arrowood and Mr. Doering found a row of trees with cherry black knot disease.  Mr. Doering will start the process of cutting down the diseased trees.
Chairman Arrowood said that the Board had recently decided to contract with Ted Krauss to replace the roof on the recycle center with a new metal roof for $8,900.00.  

He also said that since the Town Board changed snowplow contractors, they have save a lot of money for the Town.

Carl Borgstrom reported that there were 7 funerals at the Ottawa Cemetery in 2010, two of which were cremations.  The Town took in $4,000.00 in Cemetery lot sales last year.  Lot sales and interment fees were increased from $500.00 each to $800.00 each as of January 1, 2011. Carl added that Norm Hausser is now doing most of the work at the Cemetery for the Town.
Chairman Arrowood explained how the formula works that is used to determine what percentage of the Dousman Fire District tax levy is paid by each of the three municipalities of the Town of Ottawa and the Villages of Dousman and Summit.  Currently, Jud Schultz, the Assessor for the Town of Ottawa and the Village of Dousman, along with the Assessor for the Village of Summit are working on determining how much exempt property each municipality contains.  This element could be used in the distribution formula in the future.
Scott Maule made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous year’s Annual Meeting held on April 13, 2010, as presented.  Norm Hausser seconded the motion, and it carried unanimously.
Chairman Arrowood reminded those in attendance that at last year’s Annual Meeting the Town Board was given permission to sell off equipment that was no longer needed.  Carrol Brothers has been in communication with him, as they are interested in buying a compactor from the Town.  We have two, and may end up selling one.
The next Annual Meeting will be held on Tuesday, April 10, 2012, at 7:00.  The meeting will again be held at the Ottawa Town Hall.

Cheryl Rupp congratulated Chairman Arrowood on his recent reelection.

Victor Herbert made a motion to adjourn.  Harvey Ganske seconded the motion, and it carried unanimously.
