OTTAWA TOWN BOARD
Meeting Minutes – February 14, 2011

Chairman Arrowood called the meeting of the Ottawa Town Board to order.  Roll call attendance was taken, and Town Supervisors Goodchild, Rupp, and Jones were present.  Supervisor Maule was absent.

Chairman Arrowood explained that the Town’s Accountant was working on the 2010 audit, and said that approximately $250,000.00 will be added to the Town’s surplus as of 12/31/2010.  
After review and discussion, the Treasurer’s monthly activity report was approved as presented by Chairman Arrowood.

After review, Chairman Arrowood accepted the Town Engineer’s report as submitted.

There were no Waukesha County Sheriff’s Department Deputies present for questions and answers.

The Town Board discussed a Revised Farmland Preservation Plan Summary.  In 2009 Wisconsin Act 28 made changes to the Farmland Preservation Program, also known as the Working Land Initiative.   The Farmland Preservation Plan will be an appendix to the County’s Comprehensive Development Plan, and the two plans must be consistent.  If ag land is proposed to be rezoned out of a farmland preservation district after 1/1/10, a conversion fee must be paid to Waukesha County in accordance with a set schedule determined by the Department of Revenue ($873/acre in 2011 for Ottawa) unless it is converted as part of the update to the 2011 Farmland Preservation Plan or a subsequent update.  The monies are forwarded to the State on March 1 of each year which are then placed in a working lands trust fund.

Supervisor Goodchild explained that in the Waukesha County area, the Farmland Preservation Plan hasn’t accomplished what they thought it would.  The State has incorporated new criteria to receive credits.  Chairman Arrowood thanked Supervisor Goodchild for his update.
There were no announcements.

Bill Schultheis, a Town resident, was present with information that he had received regarding the State’s Department of Transportation’s Proposal to spend $18 million dollars to repair Hwy. 67 from Eagle to Dousman.   He asked that if the Town Board has the opportunity to weigh in on the project, they should not encourage it.
Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on January 10, 2011 as corrected.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.
Supervisor Rupp made a motion to pay the bills as listed, in addition to payments to Cardmember Services, Jean Lyons (payroll and associated withholding checks), Kettle Moraine, Mukwonago, Palmyra-Eagle and Oconomowoc School Districts, State of Wisconsin, Waukesha County, WCTC, and the School Section Lake Management District, for the taxes that were collected during the month of January, 2011.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried. 

Supervisor Jones made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by  Supervisor Goodchild and carried.
