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TOWN OF OTTAWA ANNUAL MEETING
Meeting Minutes – April 10, 2012

Chairman Arrowood called the Town of Ottawa Annual Meeting to order.  Those also in attendance were Howard Jeanson, the Town’s accountant, representing Rotroff Jeanson and Company SC, Tom Chicantek, Town Supervisors Scott Maule and Cheryl Rupp, and Town Clerk Melissa Klein.

Supervisor Maule made a motion to approve as presented the minutes from the Annual Meeting held on April 12, 2011.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

Chairman Arrowood congratulated Cheryl Rupp and Michael Jones, on their recent re-election to two year terms as Town Supervisors.
 The Town’s Accountant, Howard Jeanson was present, and reviewed the 2011 financial statement.  Howard answered a few questions, and Chairman Arrowood thanked him for his time and expertise

Town Supervisor Gary Goodchild was not able to attend the meeting.  He asked Tom Chicantek, another member of the Park Board, to attend, and present the report that Mike Kilsdonk, the Park Superintendent had prepared, detailing park use in 2011.  When he was finished, he thanked the other members of the Park Board for their time, and reported that Colin Butler and Carl Borgstrom had recently resigned from the Park Board.  Chairman Arrowood thanked Tom for coming to the meeting and sharing the information.

Town Supervisor Cheryl Rupp reported that we need to collect 110 lbs. of recyclables per person per year.  We currently process approximately 180 lbs. of recyclables per person per year. She has not heard any complaints about garbage and recyclable collection, so everything must be working well.

Chairman Arrowood informed those in attendance that earlier in the day, four culverts were installed under Mill Pond Road, in preparation for the 2012 Road Program.  Three of the culverts are replacements and one is new.  He explained that the Town of Ottawa and the Village of Dousman will share the costs involved with paving Mill Pond Road this summer.  Each municipality owns a portion of the road.  The bids will be opened on April 26, 2012.  Additionally, Chairman Arrowood said that he would contact Struck and Irwin about an overlay on the Town Hall parking lot, similar to what they did on Meadow Trail last year.
Scott Maule reported that everything is going good at Pretty Lake.  He said that they will be pumping water into the lake from the deep well again this year.

School Section Lake Management District is nearing the end of their dredge loan.

Town Supervisor Scott Maule reported that in 2011 at the Ottawa Cemetery, there were:
2 – Cremations

3 – Burials

8 – Lots sold

He added that Carl Borgstrom recently resigned as the Cemetery Superintendent.  Norm Hausser is the new Cemetery Superintendent.  The Cemetery Board has developed new rules and regulations.  Also, the Town is working with new Cemetery software that was purchased from Ruekert and Mielke.
Discussion followed regarding the re-structuring of the Dousman Fire District.  The Summit Fire Department is disbanding.  A portion of the Village of Summit and the Village of Oconomowoc Lake shared fire and EMS services.  They will part ways, and the entire Village of Summit will be a part of the Dousman Fire District.  The Village of Summit was currently having their equipment appraised.  They may have to sell some of it to pay the Village of Oconomowoc Lake for their part in the ownership of the Summit Fire Department.  
Chairman Arrowood made a motion for the Town Board to support activities such as the Oconomowoc Area Senior Center, and donations to charitable entities up to $5,000.00.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

The Town of Ottawa purchased 1,600 ton of salt in 2009 through Waukesha County.  Chairman Arrowood reported that at the end of the 2011-2012 snow season, approximately 360 ton of salt remained.  He placed an order through Waukesha County again for an additional 250 ton of salt.
Supervisor Rupp made a motion to adjourn.  Supervisor Maule seconded the motion and it carried.

Chairman Arrowood made a motion to conduct the 2013 Annual Meeting on April 9, 2013.  The meeting will begin at 7:00 P.M. at the Ottawa Town Hall.  Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion and it carried.
