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Chairman Arrowood called the meeting of the Ottawa Town Board to order.  Roll call attendance was taken at the Board of Review meeting that was called to order and adjourned immediately preceding the Town Board meeting.  It was determined that all Board members were present.
After review, Chairman Arrowood accepted the Treasurer’s monthly activity report as presented.

After review, Chairman Arrowood accepted the Building Inspector’s report as presented.

The Town Engineer’s report was reviewed.  Chairman Arrowood said that he had attended a Shared Services Committee meeting to discuss proposed development at the Scott property, located at the northwest corner of CTH D and Mill Pond Road.  This property was annexed to the Village of Dousman several years ago.  The new owner wants to have horses on the property, but the Village has no zoning classification for horses.  The property owners will make the decision to apply for a re-zone or a conditional use permit to allow them to keep horses on the property.  Ottawa is in favor of either of the two.  The Shared Services Committee will have to meet after the fact to discuss the cell tower that was erected on Mark Moldenhauer’s property, as it is located in the border agreement area that the Town of Ottawa and the Village of Dousman share. 
Chairman Arrowood also mentioned that members of the Ottawa Town Board met with the Dousman Village Board members and approved the contracts for the paving of Mill Pond Road.   
Chairman Arrowood said that some Mill Pond Road residents are upset as their driveway approaches will have to be disturbed when the road is repaved.  Those residents constructed their driveways with pavers and concrete all the way to the edge of the road, encroaching on the Town’s road easement.

Mark and Anne Bretl were present to request a portable slalom course and ski jump on Pretty Lake this summer.  Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve the request for a portable slalom course and ski jump on Pretty Lake with the same conditions that were imposed the previous years as follows:
1.  The hours are limited to 11:00 A.M. to 6:00 P.M.

2.  The four buoys must be removed every night.

3.  The course cannot be in operation on the weekends and/or holidays.

4.  The course is restricted to the west side of the lake.

5.  The ski jump must be removed every night.

Supervisor Jones seconded the motion, and it carried unanimously.

Jeff Herrmann, the Planner for the Towns of Genesee and Oconomowoc, sent an email dated April 3, 2012.  In it, he said that on behalf of the Town of Genesee, he was requesting support of the following changes to the Waukesha County Zoning Code and the Waukesha County Shoreland and Floodland Protection Ordinance as follows:

1. The offset provision for accessory buildings in the P-1 Public and Institutional District is    being modified from 50 to 30 feet.
2. The height provision for accessory buildings in the P-1 Public and Institutional District is being modified from 15 to 20 feet,

3. In the County /zoning Code only, we are adding B-2 Local Business District to the permitted districts allowed in the Multi-Family Conditional Use /section.

Mr. Herrmann explained that in order to erect an accessory building for the storage of equipment and trucks, the Town of Genesee felt that 50 feet from a property line is excessive.  In addition, the height limitation of 15 feet is not adequate for storing public work trucks and equipment, which requires a minimum 12 foot overhead door.  The change regarding multi-family is to make it consistent with the Shoreland Ordinance and it is consistent with Genesee’s Comprehensive Plan for Mixed Use.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to support the changes to the Waukesha County Zoning Code and the Waukesha County Shoreland and Floodland Protection Ordinance as suggested by the Town of Genesee.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried unanimously.

Jim Siepmann was present, acting as an agent for PBS Ottawa LLC (Pat Seegers).  They would like to re-zone approximately 65.7 acres on School Section Lake Road – the old Lauer farm.   The property is located in part of the NE ¼ of Section 17 and part of the SE ¼ of Section 8.  The property is zoned A-P Agricultural Preservation (35+ acre lot size), C-1 Conservancy and EC Environmental Corridor.  Any development on a partially zoned EC property must be located outside of the EC zoned area. 

The developer is requesting a change to RRD-5 zoning category as the five acre density zoning district best fits his plans and he is still maintaining an overall ten acre density to conform to the Town’s Comprehensive Development Plan requirement.  None of the lots will be less than five acres in size.

The property is proposed to be rezoned to RRD-5 (5 acre density, one acre minimum lot size) and the proposed development would conform to these zoning requirements if approved.  Due to recent updates to environmental features on the map, some A-P land will be rezoned to C-1 as well.  
Mr. Siepmann said that the property consists of 18.5 acres on the north side of School Section Lake Road, and 45 acres on the south side of School Section Lake Road.  They will create a maximum of six lots.
On May 7, 2012, the Ottawa Plan Commission recommended approval of this request to the Ottawa Town Board and Waukesha County.  Supervisor Maule made a motion to okay the rezone request for the property listed above.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried unanimously.
Dousman Fire District’s Chief Steve Totzke was present, and announced that the District won a call of the year award.  The story can be found in Aurora’s spotlight on the Dousman Fire District.  The Department members are planning on an evacuation drill on May 16, 2012, at Dousman Elementary and Dousman Middle School.  
Chief Totzke also talked about the recent changes made to the Inter-municipal Agreement for the Creation of the Dousman Fire District.  

Chairman Arrowood said that he took part in a conference call with Town Attorney John Macy, and Village of Summit Police Chief Race, to discuss the proposal to have the Summit Police enforce the speed limit on Utica Road.  Supervisor Maule made a motion to give the Summit Police Department authority to enforce a 25 MPH speed limit on Utica Road.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried unanimously.

The Town Clerk recently received a telephone call from Wayne VanAsten, a representative of Holtger Brothers, Inc.  They have done work in the Town for CenturyTel in the past.  He asked to have their Letter of Credit that was issued to the Town of Ottawa in 2007, and expired in 2008, be returned to them.  He also said that they would like to have cash deposit in the amount of $10,000 with the Town, so that they would be ready to go if CenturyTel were to give them a job.  The cash deposit would be used in lieu of a Letter of Credit, per the Town’s ordinance. 
Supervisor Jones made a motion to release the Letter of Credit from Holtger Brothers, Inc. that expired in 2008.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried unanimously.
The next item on the agenda was the request to use a cash deposit in lieu of a Letter of Credit for Holtger Brothers Inc.  Supervisor Goodchild said that if CenturyTel pulled the permits for the work Holtger Brothers is to perform, a Letter of Credit or cash deposit would not be required.  He said that there is a law that prevents utility companies from having to produce a Letter of Credit of cash deposit to complete work in the Town’s road right-of-ways. Supervisor Goodchild said that he would look into the specifics before the next meeting.
Supervisor Jones made a motion to table this item, and place it on the June 2012 agenda again.    His motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild.  The motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to discontinue publishing agendas in the Kettle Moraine Index for the Town of Ottawa Plan Commission and Town Board meetings, on a trial basis.  This decision will be re-evaluated with complaints.  The decision will become permanent with no complaints.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Maule, and carried unanimously.
The Town Clerk asked the Town Board to consider discontinuing the Town Assessor’s telephone line.  The Assessor no longer has office hours at the Town Hall so his telephone is never used.  It will come with a cost savings of $54.95 per month.  Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to discontinue the Assessor’s telephone line at the Ottawa Town Hall.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried unanimously.

Under announcements, Supervisor Rupp reported that there will be a large trash collection on Saturday, June 9, 2012, and that the Town received a recycling grant from the State of Wisconsin in the amount of $2,941.

Under public comment, Gary Stephan was present to ask if the Town would consider asking the Waukesha County Sheriff’s Department to enforce the 25 MPH speed limit on Ottawa Ave. more closely.  Mr. Stephan lives near the area where the speed limit on Ottawa Ave. increases from 25 MPH to 55 MPH, and traffic flies past his house.  He said that he worries for his grandkids when they are at his home.

Supervisor Maule made a motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on April 9, 2012, as amended.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.

A motion was made by Supervisor Rupp and seconded by Supervisor Goodchild to approve the minutes from the meeting held on April 30, 2012.  The motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to pay bills as listed in addition to checks for Jean Lyons’ payroll and associated checks, poll workers at the June 5, 2012 election, and the credit card.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Maule and carried.
Supervisor Jones made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Maule and carried.
