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OTTAWA TOWN BOARD
Meeting Minutes – June 11, 2012
Chairman Arrowood called the meeting of the Ottawa Town Board to order.  Roll call attendance was taken and Town Supervisors Goodchild, Maule, Rupp and Jones were all present.

Dousman Fire District’s Chief Steve Totzke was present and reported that the mass-casualty drill on May 16, 2012 went well.  The District’s Annual Meeting was held on May 16th with representatives present from the three municipalities (Town of Ottawa and Villages of Dousman and Summit) that comprise the Dousman Fire District.  They are continuing to move forward with the consolidation project. 
Chief Totzke said that the Village of Summit’s equipment has been valued.  He will know more about that in the weeks to come.  He also said that the Village of Dousman’s ordinance, which would allow them to charge back fees to tax exempt entities is ready to go.
After review, Chairman Arrowood accepted the Treasurer’s monthly status report as submitted.

After review, Chairman Arrowood accepted the Building Inspector’s report as submitted.

When reviewing the Town Engineer’s report, Supervisor Jones asked why there were so many items listed on the report when nothing new had been added in quite some time.  The Board revised the report and reduced the number of items contained in it by about one half.  Chairman Arrowood said that he would talk to the Town Engineer about the changes that were made.

There were no representatives from the Waukesha County Sheriff’s Department present for questions and answers.

Again the topic of Holtger Brother’s inquiry as to whether they could use a cash deposit in lieu of   Letter of Credit was discussed.  This matter had been tabled at the previous month’s meeting, so that Supervisor Goodchild could look into the matter.  The Town Attorney John Macy said that whoever does the work has to apply for the permit.  Supervisor Goodchild who works for We energies disagreed.   He brought in information prepared by the Public Service Commission of Wisconsin, which cited ss. 196.02(3) and 227/11(2), relating to municipal regulation of municipal rights-of-way.  PSC  130.06  Bonds and Insurance states- A municipal regulation may impose reasonable bonding and insurance requirements on a utility seeking a permit to use a municipal right-of-way, provided the municipality has reasonable grounds to question the financial responsibility or compliance ability of the utility.
Chairman Arrowood said that the Board was trying to ascertain if what Attorney Macy is saying is the law, and whether or not the Town needs to collect bond money from sub-contractors.
Supervisor Goodchild said that typically, in his business, the utility pulls the permit for work they do in road rights-of-way.  But, if Holtger Brothers is doing work for CenturyTel, and taking the responsibility for the work, they would pull their own permits. 
Supervisor Jones made a motion to accept $10,000 in lieu of a Letter of Credit from Holtger Brothers and put it on deposit.  Supervisor Maule seconded the motion.  Supervisor Goodchild abstained from the vote.  The motion carried.

Supervisor Goodchild explained that several of the 8” X 8” posts in the Ottawa Park pavilion are made of un-treated wood.  They sit directly on the concrete floor and are rotting.  Two contractors looked at the job.  Supervisor Goodchild said that it will cost approximately $100.00 per post, plus labor to have them replaced.  Replacement posts would be made of treated lumber with stainless steel caps.  A stainless steel spacer might also be used so that the posts do not make direct contact with the pavilion floor.  Supervisor Goodchild suggested that money be taken out of the Park Fund investment account to pay for the improvements.  Chairman Arrowood informed the Board members that the Town Ordinance regulating how the money can be spent said that Park Funds can only be spent on capital projects.  Supervisor Goodchild will have to take money out of his maintenance account.
Supervisor Jones made a motion to table this item so that Supervisor Goodchild can look into this some more, and possibly take care of fascia boards and missing shingles at the same time that the posts are replaced.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

Mike Cook was present, representing the Homeowner’s Association for the Preserve at Hunter’s Lake, to discuss roadside restoration and maintenance.  He explained that his group would still like to restore certain areas in their subdivision, where the road shoulders are deteriorating.  They would like to do some re-seeding this fall.  They are going to try to make annual re-seeding of these areas a part of their contract with their maintenance company. They would like the Town to help them by cleaning up the areas where the road shoulders have broken down by removing the asphalt, and helping the Association with the cost of the top soil.  They would like to restore and maintain the roadsides with the assistance of the Town.
Supervisor Jones informed Mr. Cook that our typical style to repair broken road shoulders is to patch them with asphalt.  He suggested that Mr. Cook give the Town a proposal for the work   to be done.  The Homeowners Association will have to take responsibility for the work done in their subdivision.
Supervisor Jones suggested that the maintenance company that works with the Homeowners Association could put down the topsoil.  This would save the Town labor costs.  Mr. Cook said that he would find out whether or not the maintenance company could remove the broken asphalt too.
Chairman Arrowood recommended that we start with a map that reflects what needs to be done and where.  The Town could talk to Doug Theine about the project, and the Homeowners Association could talk to their landscaper, to see how we can get the best deal.  Supervisor Goodchild said that he was in favor of working with the Homeowners Association as they are willing to take responsibility for the job.
Linda Weber was present, representing the Pretty Lake Advancement Association’s request for a permit for a fireworks display on the lake on July 4, 2012.  The rain date is July 5, 2012.  Linda said that as soon as possible, the Town would receive a Certificate of Insurance from Spectrum Pyrotechnics, Inc.  The Clerk reminded her that the Town of Ottawa should be shown as an additional insured.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to authorize a fireworks permit for the Pretty Lake Advancement Association on July 4, 2012 (rain date July 5, 2012), with the conditions that the Town receive a copy of a Certificate of Insurance from Spectrum Pyrotechnics, Inc., naming the Town of Ottawa as an additional insured.  Someone from the Association will contact the Dousman Fire District Chief Steve Totzke to let him know what is going on.  Supervisor Maule said that he would let the Fire Chief know.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to approve the issuance of a Class B combination beer and liquor license to Victoria Spaulding, Rick Callies agent, for the Kettle Moraine Golf Club, Inc., located at W365S4299 State Road 67, Dousman, WI.  Supervisor Goodchild seconded the motion and it carried.
Supervisor Jones made a motion to approve Operator’s Licenses applicants, pending the Town Clerk receiving notification from the Waukesha County Sheriff’s Department that all background checks have been done, and all applicants check out okay.  The license applicants are:  Rick Callies, Susan Callies, Brittany Deinlein, Jennifer L. Martin, Terry O’Neill, Terri Riener, Tiffany Reiner, Steve Severson, Daniel M. Warner, and Victoria Spaulding.  Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion and it carried. Also, the Waukesha County Sheriff’s Department charged the Town $5.00 per background check for the first time.  These fees will be charged back to the Golf Club.
Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve the Waukesha County – Tax Billing Contract for 2012 and 2013.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.
Chairman Arrowood announced that the Wisconsin Department of Transportation has backed down a bit regarding their new street sign requirements.  Many changes will not have to be implemented until 2015.  Chairman Arrowood added that Norm Hausser has been mapping signs and their locations throughout the Town, and replacing stop signs.

Chairman Arrowood explained to the Board members that Watertown Evergreen Services, LLC, had two roadside mowers parked at the Town Hall for several weeks, but the mowing has not been done yet.  He got in touch with the owner, and found out that the Town’s roadsides would be mowed in the near future.

Victor and Marilyn Herbert were present.  Marilyn said that the large trash pick-up the previous Saturday was a mess!  She said that it is usually very well organized, and wondered what happened.  Chairman Arrowood explained that there were just a lot of people and a lot of material; enough to fill up three garbage trucks.
Supervisor Rupp made a motion to accept the minutes from the Board of Review meeting that was called to order and immediately adjourned on May 14, 2012.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Maule and carried.
Supervisor Maule made a motion to approve the minutes from the Town Board meeting held on May 14, 2012, as presented.  Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion and it carried.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on May 21, 2012, as presented.  Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion and it carried.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to approve the payment of bills as listed on the check register, in addition to checks for Jean Lyons’ payroll and associated withholding checks and a payment to Cardmember Services when the bill arrives.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Maule and carried.
