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OTTAWA PLAN COMMISSION

JOINT PUBLIC HEARING
July 2, 2012
Chairman Arrowood called the joint public hearing to order.  Planner Scherer was present as a representative from Waukesha County Parks and Land Use.  She read the legal notice for the public hearing for the rezoning request (SCZ-1739) of Ken Park, S22 W35402 Parry Road, Oconomowoc, WI, 53066, and said that it was published in the Kettle Moraine Index on June 14th and June 21st, 2012.
James Hammes was present and stated he is Petitioner Park’s attorney.  He explained that in 1993 the property was zoned A-2 Rural Home District which required three acre lots.  In 1996 the zoning changed to RRD-5 (Rural Residential Density District 5), requiring five acre lots and Petitioner Park was unaware of this change until recently.  The Petitioner would like the zoning for his property to be changed back to A-2 and be able to develop lots 3 and 4 on his CSM, both of which are three acres in size.  Lot 3 would have access off of Parry Road.
Planner Scherer said she is concerned with lot 3 having access off of Parry Road due to the configuration of Parry Road.  She added that the zoning map will have refined/updated EC (Environmental Corridor) areas and the best spot to access Parry Road will need to be found. 
Attorney Hammes said his client was told before a building permit will be issued for lot 4, he has to construct a driveway to Town standards.  This is not a reasonable requirement for one lot.  If the property to the north is developed, it would be reasonable to construct a town road.
Chairman Arrowood said the requirement was from 1993 when the CSMs were signed.  Outlot 1 is to become a public town road at a later date.  The Town needs to look through all of the documents from then.

Planner Scherer said lot 4 needs to have an access for emergency vehicles and must be properly constructed with a culvert to Town standards.

Commissioner Kershek asked why the Petitioner’s property wasn’t kept at three acres when it was rezoned.  Planner Scherer said it was put in a new zoning district and has class I and II soils.  She wasn’t the Town Planner at the time.

Doug Wonoski, W359 S2032 State Road 67, the neighbor to the north of the Petitioner, said he is concerned about being responsible for putting in an access road for Petitioner Park’s lot 4.  He is unsure whether he owns outlot 1.
Chairman Arrowood said his opinion is a proper driveway is needed for access.  Once it becomes a town road, the Town would maintain it.  Town Attorney John Macy needs time to look at the files from 1993.  The Chairman recommended the Plan Commission table this matter until the August meeting

Commissioner Kershek made a motion to keep the public hearing open until the August 6, 2012 meeting at 6:30 P.M.  Commissioner Franklin seconded and it passed unanimously.

Chairman Arrowood called the Plan Commission meeting to order.  Commissioners Hausser, Franklin, Kershek, Weber, and Mundschau were present. Commissioner Hanson called Town Hall and said he would be absent. Planner Scherer was present.

Commissioner Kershek moved to table the rezone request of Ken Park until the August 6, 2012 meeting.  Commissioner Franklin seconded and it carried.
Mia Erspamer, S49 W34011 Moraine Hills Drive, Dousman, was present for her hobby kennel permit request.  She has had two yellow labs for six years and has recently acquired a black lab puppy to practice the sport of agility.  She also occasionally fosters dogs for lab rescue so she would like permission to keep four dogs.  All of her dogs stay inside the house and go everywhere with her and her husband.
Since there were no objections, Commissioner Kershek moved to approve the hobby kennel permit request subject to Planner Scherer’s conditions.  Commissioner Weber seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

Greg and Birgit Watkins, 10408 N. Indian Wells Drive, Fountain Hills, AZ, 85266, were present for a conceptual CSM for their property located on Highway C.  Commissioner Kershek recused himself from the matter and sat in the audience, stating he was involved in litigation in the original sale of the property.

Planner Scherer said the Petitioners and Dan Gaugert are proposing to transfer lands to each other.  Petitioner Watkins will receive 14 acres of lot 1 which is currently owned by Dan and Gayle Gaugert and in return they will give the Gaugerts 16 acres of lot 2 (currently owned by Watkins).  Both parcels have very unique physical characteristics and the land owners are transferring land due to each owner’s preference for the high groundwater conditions or steep slopes.
Planner Scherer continued, saying there are a lot of concerns with wetlands, slopes, hydric soils, two ponds, a critical species habitat site, etc.  Some areas have poor soil which could lead to a flooded basement.  Soil tests must be done.  A note would need to be placed on the CSM regarding further land division.  The land is limited on the number of lots that can be developed since there are a restricted number of access points along Highway C.  The Petitioner wants to divide all of the property north and south of Highway C into four lots and all will be accessed from this highway.
Planner Scherer submitted a conceptual report for the Town file.
Commissioner Weber said she would not want to see any more lots than what is proposed on this Conceptual CSM.  Too many access points along Highway C would create a safety issue.

Commissioner Franklin stated he likes the configuration the Petitioners are proposing.
Commissioner Kershek returned to his seat.
The zoning violations list was reviewed and there was some discussion regarding the Gapp property being cleaned up.  Chairman Arrowood accepted the report as submitted.

There was no correspondence.

Under public comment, Commissioner Kershek said he thought the Town had agreed that weed removal would take place at the abandoned property on Meadow Trail.  Chairman Arrowood said the taxes were paid by Fannie May and the condition of the property keeps getting worse.  Commissioner Weber suggested the Town cut the weeds and put the cost on the tax bill.  Chairman Arrowood said he would place the matter on the July 9, 2012 Town Board agenda for action.
Commissioner Franklin moved to approve the minutes from the June 4, 2012 Public Hearing and Plan Commission meeting.  Commissioner Kershek seconded and the motion passed.

Commissioner Kershek made a motion to adjourn at 7:40 P.M. and it was seconded by Commissioner Hausser.  The motion carried.
