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OTTAWA TOWN BOARD
Meeting Minutes – July 9, 2012
Chairman Arrowood called the meeting of the Ottawa Town Board to order.  Roll call attendance was taken, and Town Supervisors Goodchild, Maule, Rupp and Jones were all present.

The Board members reviewed the Treasurer’s monthly activity report.  Supervisor Jones had seen that the Town received income for the sale of recyclables, and wondered what was sold.  Chairman Arrowood told him that the plastic grinder was sold for $350.00.  Chairman Arrowood accepted the Treasurer’s report as presented.

After review, the Building Inspector’s report was accepted as presented by Chairman Arrowood.
The Board members examined the Town Engineer’s monthly report.  Chairman Arrowood accepted the report as presented.

Steve Totzke, Chief of the Dousman Fire District was present to report on recent department activities.  He said that he has been working with Three Pillars and the District’s billing company.  They are trying to figure out the difference between what gets charged out, and what they receive for ambulance calls.
He said that Three Pillars has been reducing the number of calls to the Dousman Fire District.  They are training their employees how to lift patients which is something that was not allowed in the past, and have been calling private ambulance companies for help with patient lifting, etc.  He also said there was talk of a $30,000 PILOT Program with the Masonic Home and the Village of Dousman.

Chief Totzke said that they are working toward inter-facility transports.  These are non-emergency transports.  The Dousman Fire District would respond to those calls, but they will not get counted as calls for the Village of Dousman.  He said that they would get reimbursed by Medicare to cover the cost of the runs.
Chief Totzke said that he found out that all of the apparatus belonging to the Summit Fire Department was valued at $664,480.00.  They owe the Village of Oconomowoc Lake 25% of that amount. 

Chief Totzke reported that they have applied for a grant to purchase grass fighting gear and radios.  A FEMA grant was submitted.  If chosen, they would spend the proceeds on paramedic equipment and supplies.  He said that they hope to hear the results of the grant distribution in October or November of this year.

Chief Totzke informed the Board that there are licensing fees associated with the new dispatch system.  He guessed that the fees may be as high as $1,000.00 a year.  This is a last minute change.  We have never had to pay for it in the past.  It is a county run program, and they should absorb the licensing fees.  He added that the Waukesha County Chiefs are pretty upset about it.
Chairman Arrowood explained that there was an item further down on the agenda, regarding amendments to the Town’s burning ordinance.  He would like to add language giving the Fire Chief authority to issue a burning ban when necessary.  If the Dousman Fire District restricted burning, it would affect the state park.  The Board members thought that would curtail campfires.  Chief Totzke said that some other municipalities have language that specifies that improved campfire pits are still okay.
Before leaving, Chairman Arrowood told Chief Totzke that they really like that he takes the time to keep the Town Board in the loop.

There were no Waukesha County Sheriff’s Department deputies present for questions and answers.

Supervisor Goodchild said that he had a proposal to replace missing shingles and rotting fascia boards at the Ottawa Park pavilion for $400.00.  He will continue to look into replacing the rotting posts at the pavilion also.  Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve a proposal for $400.00 to replace missing shingles, and rotting fascia boards at the pavilion at Ottawa Park.

The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to approve the re-appointment of Linda Weber to a three-year term (6-1-2012 to 5-31-2015) on the Ottawa Plan Commission. Supervisor Goodchild seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

Supervisor Maule made a motion to approve the re-appointment of Joe Kershek to a three-year term on (6-1-2012 to 5-31-2015)  the Ottawa Plan Commission.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones.  The motion carried.

The next item on the agenda was a proposal to change Chapter 5 of the Town Code dealing with fire protection.  Chairman Arrowood said that Attorney Macy advised him to also take a look at the fines imposed for unlawful burning.  He would like to be able to give the Fire Chief authority to call a burning ban when necessary.  Our current ordinance does not contain that language.  Chairman Arrowood suggested that he and the Town Clerk create a draft form of the ordinance incorporating changes, and send it to Chief Totzke for his opinion.  Subsequently, it would be presented to the Town Board for approval.
Attorney Macy prepared a draft model ordinance regarding the red flags rule and the related state law personal information practices requirements, that he entitled “Identity Theft Prevention Program”.  Supervisor Jones made a motion to have Attorney Macy prepare a final draft of this ordinance for the Board’s approval.  The Town of Ottawa will pay 1/5th of Macy’s charges for the preparation of this ordinance, as Attorney Macy prepared it for the Towns of Ottawa, Vernon, Genesee, Mukwonago and Delafield. The motion was seconded by Supervisor Maule, and carried.

Chairman Arrowood received proposals from Struck & Irwin Paving, Inc., for the application of slurry seal, and options for micro-surfacing the following locations:
1.  Laak Lane, from Hwy 67 at pavement change to end of cul-de-sac

2. Town Hall parking lot – from the front parking lot east of fence/gates at Town Hall 

3. Town Hall parking lot – rear lot west of fence/gates at Town Hall

The Town of Ottawa contracted with Scott Construction, Inc. in 2011 to apply asphaltic chip seal surfacing for pavement maintenance and preservation at Laak Lane.  Chairman Arrowood said that he recently received a telephone call from Wayne Schwister, a resident that lives on Laak Lane.  He said that he and his neighbors still do not like the road work that was done last year.  They said that it’s noisy, and you get black dust on the bottom of your shoes when you walk on the road.  Chairman Arrowood thinks that if Struck & Irwin Paving applied their micro-surfacing product on Laak Lane, it would take care of the complaints and improve the road.  

Discussion followed.  Supervisor Goodchild said that the Town has funds for such a project, and they should just get it done.  Supervisor Jones suggested that at a cost of $4530.00 to micro-surface the rear parking lot west of the fence, the project could be done at a later time.  Supervisor Maule said that as long as Stuck & Irwin Paving is here doing the work, have them do it all.  Supervisor Rupp agreed.  
Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to have Stuck & Irwin Paving apply micro-surfacing to the following locations:

1. Laak Lane, from Hwy 67 at pavement change to end of cul-de-sac = $14,028.00

2. Town Hall parking lot – from the front parking lot east of fence/gates at 

Town Hall - $11,370.00 

3. Town Hall parking lot – rear lot west of fence/gates at Town Hall = $4,530.00

The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.  Supervisor Maule suggested that the work be done on a Tuesday, so there is time for the material to cure before garbage collection on Saturday morning.

Chairman Arrowood said that at a recent meeting, Plan Commissioner Joe Kershek brought up the fact that the old Sullivan house on Meadow Trail still looks awful.  Waukesha County had informed that bank that owns the house that they had until March of 2012 to clean it up.  Nothing happened.  Mr. Kershek would still like the property cleaned up.  Chairman Arrowood and Norm Hausser looked at the property.  Norm thought that he could get the yard cleaned up and all of the noxious weeds knocked down for approximately $300.00.  That charge could in turn be placed on the tax bill.
Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to have Norm Hausser clean up the property located at S33W35666 Meadow Trail, at a cost not to exceed $500.00.  If the invoice for the clean-up is not paid by the property owner Federal National Mortgage Association, it will be placed on their tax bill at the end of this year.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp, and carried.  
Both Supervisor Goodchild and Town Park Superintendent Mike Kilsdonk were sent emails from Lance Krause while they were on vacation recently.  Mr. Krause was questioning why the park was being irrigated.  There was a power outage, and the timer for the sprinkler system was mixed up.  Mr. Krause saw the sprinklers on during the day and questioned it.  It would cost approximately $40,000.00 to reseed all of the grass in the park, so irrigation is vital.
Someone announced that 130 acres of Lurvey property was sold to the State of Wisconsin, as a part of the Paradise Valley Addition project.

Chairman Arrowood said that he had spoken to the Town Assessor Jud Schultz, about the current and future work that assessor’s have to take on in this state.
There was no public comment.

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on May 16, 2012.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Maule and carried.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to accept the minutes as typed from the Town Board meeting held on June 11, 2012.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp, and carried.

Roadside mowing has been completed, for the contract price.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to approve the payment of bills, as listed, in addition to checks for Jean Lyons’ payroll and associated withholding checks, and payment of the credit card bill when it arrives.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.
