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Chairman Arrowood called the joint public hearing to order.  Planner Scherer was present as a representative from Waukesha County Parks and Land Use.  She read the legal notice for the public hearing for the rezoning request (SCZ-1739) of Ken Park, S22 W35402 Parry Road, Oconomowoc, WI, 53066, to rezone property currently zoned RRD-5 Rural Residential Density District 5 to A-2 Rural Home District.
James Hammes was present and is Petitioner Park’s attorney.  He has two concerns:  His client has a buyer for Lot 4 if the property gets rezoned back to three acre zoning and the driveway issue needs to be resolved.  Petitioner Park will abandon his driveway access on Parry Road and use Outlot 1.
Chairman Arrowood said Outlot 1 is not a dedicated road right-of-way and is owned by Doug Wonoski.  Lot 3 has issues with access because of the configuration of Parry Road.  Driveways are important and it is possible Lot 3 may not have a driveway off of Parry Road if the Town determines it to be unsafe.  Lots 1 and 2 are acceptable but non-conforming.  He doesn’t understand why Lot 5 is part of this rezone request and is not in favor of rezoning this parcel back to three acres.
Attorney Hammes said Lot 5 is consistent with the master plan.  His client will apply for a driveway access off of Lot 3.  Right now they are just looking for the parcels to be rezoned back to three acres.  The offer to purchase Lot 4 has already been delayed a month so the Town Attorney could review the proposal.  Any more delays could potentially result in a lost sale.
Tom and Denise Schneider, the interested buyers of Lot 4, said there were concerns with access to the property last month.  He is a retired firefighter and will guarantee there will be ample emergency access to his home.  They understand Outlot 1 would be their access and that it is owned by the property owner to the north.  They are waiting to sell their home and can’t get financing to purchase this property until the zoning issue is settled.
Planner Scherer said the access needs to be resolved now, not when building permits are issued.  Attorney Hammes said his client will provide the Town with a title insurance policy showing the right to use the easement.  He has no objection to the Town’s requirement of a standard road and will make it the correct width.
Planner Scherer reminded Attorney Hammes that Mr. Wonoski has a right to use Outlot 1 also to access his property to the north.
Commissioner Hanson motioned to close the public hearing and it was seconded by Commissioner Hausser.  The motion passed.

Chairman Arrowood called the Plan Commission meeting to order.  Commissioners Hausser, Hanson, and Mundschau were present. Commissioners Kershek, Weber, and Franklin were absent. Planner Scherer was present.

Planner Scherer read the changes in her report for Petitioner Park’s rezoning request.  Petitioner Park was the original owner of Outlot 1 but it was transferred to Mr. Wonoski as part of CSM 7247, created in 1993.  She stated that Mr. Wonoski would need to have a shared access agreement with the owner of Lot 4.
Attorney Hammes said the owners of Lot 4 and Lot 5 would be responsible for maintaining Outlot 1.  

Chairman Arrowood said he is in favor of rezoning Lots 3 and 4 but Lot 5 should be left alone.

Commissioner Hanson moved to rezone Lots 3 and 4 from RRD-5 to A-2 Rural Home District subject to Planner Scherer’s recommendations and amendments.  Lot 5 would not be rezoned.  Commissioner Mundschau seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

Planner Scherer went over the changes in her report for the Preliminary CSM for PBS Ottawa, LLC, for the property it now owns on the northeast corner of North School Section Lake Road and School Section Lake Road.  She said the rezoning was approved by the County Board and that utility easements should be shown on the CSM unless there is a specific reason for not doing so.

Commissioner Hanson made a motion to approve the Preliminary CSM with three lots north of School Section Lake Road subject to all of Planner Scherer’s conditions.  Commissioner Mundschau seconded and it passed unanimously.

Planner Scherer went over the changes in her report for the Preliminary CSM for PBS Ottawa, LLC, for the property it now owns south of School Section Lake Road at S31 W38449 School Section Lake Road.  This rezoning was also approved by the County Board.  All lots have direct access to School Section Lake Road and fill may be required around house sites due to ground water issues.

After discussion on some of the conditions in both Planner Scherer’s and the Town Engineer’s reports, Commissioner Hausser moved to recommend approval to the Town Board of this Preliminary CSM, waiving items #1, #2, and #5 on Planner Scherer’s report and items #1 - 4 on the Engineer’s report, and subject to Planner Scherer’s and the Town Engineer’s comments and the seven Town of Ottawa Standard CSM Conditions.  Commissioner Hanson seconded and the motion carried.
Dave Klein, Plant Manager for Vulcan Materials Company’s Dousman Sand and Gravel located at W340 S1523 CTH C, Oconomowoc, was present for review of their annual report.  He said 2.08 acres was mined in 2011 and he expects approximately the same to be mined in 2012.  The habitat area will never be mined.  The plant has moved its equipment off of the neighbor’s property and will re-establish the land.
Planner Scherer reminded Mr. Klein that any land-altering activities in the habitat area must go through the County because permits may be needed.
Chairman Arrowood thanked Mr. Klein for a great report.

Steve Gapp, S30 W36550 CTH D, Dousman, was present for Plan Commission decision regarding termination of his Conditional Use (CU).
Planner Scherer distributed pictures that were taken of the property on July 18, 2012, showing the property was restored to compliance with the CU conditions.  She mentioned that everything was cleaned up at the inspection but there was a question of whether or not Mr. Gapp lives there, which is one of the conditions of the CU.
Mr. Gapp replied that the property is his father’s and he lives there with his father and that it is his primary residence.  Occasionally he is out of town but his driver’s license shows that address and all of his mail goes there.

Chairman Arrowood said Mr. Gapp is pushing his luck with his MudTech banners on Lee Bleeker’s property.  He has a good deal being allowed to park his trucks there but the banners are not allowed and need to be removed.

Mr. Gapp said he is a customer of Mr. Bleeker’s and has permission to park his vehicles and hang his banners.  Mr. Bleeker told Mr. Gapp that he would do a modification of his own CU.

Planner Scherer said she is going to send Mr. Bleeker a letter to remind him of what is allowed and what is not allowed per his CU.

Chairman Arrowood said the Gapp property should be inspected every July.

Commissioner Hanson moved to extend the Conditional Use for one year but subject to review earlier upon any complaints received and subject to annual review.  Commissioner Hausser seconded and the motion carried.
The zoning violations list was reviewed and there was some discussion regarding some violations being closed.  Chairman Arrowood accepted the report as submitted.

There was no correspondence or public comment.

Commissioner Hausser moved to approve the minutes from the July 2, 2012, Public Hearing and Plan Commission meeting.  Commissioner Hanson seconded and the motion passed.

Commissioner Hausser made a motion to adjourn at 8:30 P.M. and it was seconded by Commissioner Hanson.  The motion carried.
