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Chairman Arrowood called the meeting of the Ottawa Town Board to order.  Roll call attendance was taken, and Town Supervisors Goodchild, Maule, Rupp and Jones were all present.
The Treasurer’s monthly activity report was reviewed.  Someone asked a question about the paving project on Mill Pond Road.  Chairman Arrowood explained that the Town of Ottawa is the principal on the project. We will receive all of the bills relating to the project, and we will charge the Village of Dousman for their portion.  

Chairman Arrowood said that the plans for the road project called for a French drain in the Town’s road right-of-way in front of Mark Moldenhauer’s house.  Mark rejected that idea, and has since leveled his yard to the roadside, by filling the area with dirt and seeding it.  Chairman Arrowood said that there has to be a swale there, to help alleviate water on the road.
After review, Chairman Arrowood accepted the Treasurer’s report as presented.

The Building Inspector’s monthly activity report was reviewed.  Chairman Arrowood accepted the report as submitted.

The Town Engineer’s monthly report was reviewed.  Chairman Arrowood accepted the report as submitted.

The Dousman Fire District’s Chief Steve Totzke was present with his monthly report of department activities.  He mentioned that the calls for ambulances from the Masonic Home have really dropped.  They have taken steps to reduce call volume if they have to pay for it.

Chief Totzke went over what they have been doing during the last month.  They have had joint meetings with the Village of Summit, getting ready for the January 1, 2013 integration.  

Chief Totzke said that they have applied for a FEMA staffing grant, which would fully pay for one full time firefighter/EMT for two years.
Chief Totzke informed the Board that he would begin paramedic training classes in August.

The next item on the agenda was a rezone request for Kenneth Park.  He requested that his lots 3 and 4, CSM No. 7247, and lot 5, CSM 7246, be rezoned.  As stated in the Town Planner’s report, dated August 6, 2012, the properties are currently zoned RRD-5 Rural Residential Density District 5 (5 acre density, one acre minimum lot size), and lot 3 is also zoned EC Environmental Corridor, and lot 5 is also zoned C-1 Conservancy.  The properties are proposed to be rezoned to A-2 Rural Home District (3 acre minimum lot size) outside of the EC and C-1 zoned areas, and due to recent updates to environmental features (wetland and corridors), some refinements will be make to the EC and C-1 districts to comply with the mapping updates which are required by Ordinance and which are more restrictive than either the RRD-5 or A-2 zoning district.  The properties are partially within the Shoreland jurisdictional area.
Chairman Arrowood stated that the original request was to rezone lots 3, 4, 5 and outlot 1, as Mr. Park wanted to go back to 3 acre zoning for his properties.  His lots are currently legal non-conforming parcels.  Chairman Arrowood added that Mr. Park’s lot 5 is 12 acres in size, and it is already improved.  The zoning on that parcel will not be changed.  He said that outlot 1 is a 66 foot strip to access Doug Wonoski’s property to the north of Mr. Park’s property.

At their August 6, 2012 meeting, the Town of Ottawa Plan Commission recommended approval of the above referenced rezoning request (see attached staff report dated August 6, 2012), to the Town Board and the Waukesha County Park and Planning Commission, with the exception of rezoning Lot 5 to A-2, subject to two conditions.  The Plan Commission clarified the condition noted in the staff recommendation portion of the report regarding the access driveway, to state that an access driveway shall be provided to Lot 4 prior to any permits being issued for development on Lot 4 that is constructed to sufficiently accommodate emergency vehicles and equipment and that is constructed to town road standards (refer to the Town of Ottawa Development Requirements for Roadways, Culverts, Curb and Gutter and Sidewalk) to the satisfaction of the Town Engineer and the Town Building Inspector and surveyed (a stakeout survey prior to construction and an as-built survey upon completion of the driveway to ensure it is constructed within the 66’ easement).  The second condition added by the Plan Commission is that a Driveway Access and Maintenance Agreement between the owners of Lot 4 and the owners of Outlot 1, approved by the Town of Ottawa, be recorded in the Waukesha County Register of Deeds Office to expire at such time as the Outlot is dedicated to the Town of Ottawa as a public road.

It is recommended the Town Board similarly recommend approval of the same to the Waukesha County Park and Planning Commission rezoning Lots 3 and 4 of CSM No. 7247 from the RRD-5 Rural Residential Density District 5 to the A-2 Rural Home District, as well as make some minor refinements to the EC Environmental Corridor and C-1 Conservancy Districts as applicable on all three lots (Lots 3, 4, and 5) to comply with mapping updates required by Ordinance.

Chairman Arrowood said that Planner Scherer’s report suggested that the access driveway to lot 4 should be built to Town road standards.  He disagreed and said that Doug Wonoski could work something out with the owner of lot 4 if his property to the north was ever developed.  As lot 3 is located on a double curve, the Town Building Inspector and Engineer would have to take a look and approve an access point.
Lots 1 and 2 remain legal non-conforming parcels.  Mr. Park also owns lot 5.  Supervisor Goodchild suggested that the Board rezone lots 1 and 2 also.  Discussion followed.  

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to rezone the Park properties lots 3and 4, CSM 7247, and outlot 1, CSM 7246, from RRD-5 Rural Residential Density District 5 to A-2 Rural Home District.  Improving outlot 1 to road standards is not necessary until lot 5 or the unplatted lands to the north are developed.  Additionally, the Town Engineer must approve the access for lot 3 off of Parry Road.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.
Chairman Arrowood introduced a request for approval of a Preliminary CSM from PBS Ottawa LLC.  It is a three-lot land division, on the north side of School Section Lake Rd.  He said that the Town Attorney still does not like using property on both sides of the road (such as in this instance) to meet density requirements.  He added that the Ottawa Plan Commission had no objections to the land division.
In a memorandum from Planner Scherer, dated August 13, 2012, she said that on August 6, 2012, the Town of Ottawa Plan Commission recommended approval of the Preliminary CSM (north side) for PBS Ottawa, LLC to the Town Board subject to the items/conditions listed under the Planner Analysis of the Planner Report dated August 6, 2012), the Town Engineer’s comments dated July 30, 2012, and the Town’s additional standard CSM conditions.  
It is recommended that the Town Board similarly approve the Preliminary CMS (north side).  
Supervisor Jones made a motion to approve the 3 lot CSM, north side, with all of the conditions as outlined by Sandy Scherer.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

A second Preliminary CSM, south side, and waivers for PBS Ottawa LLC was considered.  

In a memorandum from Planner Scherer, dated August 13, 2012, she said that on August 6, 2012, the Town of Ottawa Plan Commission recommended approval of the Preliminary CSM (south side) for PBS Ottawa, LLC to the Town Board subject to the items/conditions listed under the Planner Analysis of the Planner Report dated August 6, 2012, the Town Engineer’s comments dated July 30, 2012, and the Town’s additional standard CSM conditions.  However, the Plan Commission waived items 1, 2 and 5 of the Planner’s Report, and items 1, 2, 3, and 4 of the Town Engineer’s Report

It is recommended that the Town Board similarly approve the Preliminary CMS (south side) and waivers.
Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve lots 1, 2, and 3 on the south side of School Section Lake Road, in accordance with the Plan Commission recommendations and waivers. Supervisor Jones seconded the motion, and it carried.

Chairman Arrowood talked about information he received and disseminated to Board members regarding pavement preservation.  He thought that the Town Hall parking lot would be re-surfaced in a few days.
The Waukesha County Dispatch Center keeps a call list, so that they know who to contact in case of an emergency.  Chairman Arrowood is listed as the #1 contact, and Melissa Klein is listed as the #2 contact.  Supervisor Rupp agreed to be listed as the #2 contact, and the Town Clerk could be bumped to the #3 contact spot.

The Board reviewed the 2011-2012 Snow and Ice Control costs spreadsheet as prepared by the Town Clerk.

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve Ordinance #8-12 – An Ordinance Creating Section 1.40 Of The Town Of Ottawa Code Entitled “Identity Theft Prevention Program”.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.
Under announcements, Chairman Arrowood said that the Town Engineer thinks that Mill Pond Road should be posted with weight restrictions.  Supervisor Goodchild was in agreement if the Village of Dousman wants to do it.

There was no public comment.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on July 9, 2012. The motion was seconded by Supervisor Maule and carried.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to approve the payment of bills as listed, in addition to checks that will be written for Jean Lyons’ payroll and associated tax withholdings, the Town’s credit card, and poll workers.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.
