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OTTAWA TOWN BOARD
Meeting Minutes – September 10, 2012

Chairman Arrowood called the meeting of the Ottawa Town Board to order.   Roll call attendance was taken, and Town Supervisors Goodchild, Maule, Rupp and Jones were all present.

Tim Meyer was present in place of Dousman Fire Chief Steve Totzke.  He announced that they had applied for a FEMA Staffing Grant, which would fully pay for one full time firefighter/EMT for two years.

He added that currently, regarding the merger with the Village of Summit Fire Department, the Village of Summit will buy out the Village of Oconomowoc Lake with reserve funds.  The equipment that the Village of Summit owns will go to the Dousman Fire District.  If there are duplicates, the Village of Summit will retain the equipment.

Officer Meyer added that they are having regular joint officers meetings to review SOG’s, policies and an organizational chart.  He also said that Chief Totzke and Village of Dousman President Jack Nissen met with representatives of the Masonic Home.  Inter-facility and 911 calls will all go back to the Dousman Fire District beginning on January 1, 2013.  
If a PILOT program proposal with the Masonic Home is satisfactory to the Village of Dousman, a fire service fee will not be necessary, nor will the “phase-in” period for future tax levies.
Tim reminded the Town Board that the Dousman Fire Board will conduct their Annual Budget Meeting on Tuesday, October 9, 2012.  The meeting will be held at the Dousman Firehouse, and is scheduled to begin at 7:00PM.

The next item on the agenda was a clarification/reconsideration of action taken regarding a re-zoning request made by Ken Park.  Sandy Scherer, the Town Planner was present for the discussion.  
The Town Clerk sent Sandy Scherer, the Town Planner, a letter dated August 14, 2012, detailing the action that was taken by the Ottawa Plan Commission and Town Board at their meetings on August 6, 2012 August 13, 2012, regarding Ken Park’s re-zone request.  Planner Scherer requested that this matter be cleaned up before she takes it to the Waukesha County Park and Planning Commission for their consideration.  Planner Scherer sent the Town Clerk a letter dated August 28, 2012, citing her concerns.  The Town Board’s action on August 13, 2012 included the re-zoning of Outlot 1.  However, Outlot 1 was not part of the request.  Additionally, the Town Board did not think that an access driveway built to Town Standards was necessary until Lot 5 or certain unplatted lands were developed.  Lot 5 is already developed.  
Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve the request made by Ken Park to rezone Lot 3 and Lot 4 of CSM 7247 from RRD-5 Rural Residential Density District 5 to A-2 Rural Home District, with the conditions that:

1. An access driveway shall be provided to Lot 4, prior to the issuance of any permits being issued for development on Lot 4, that is constructed to sufficiently accommodate emergency vehicles and equipment, and that it shall be constructed to Town Driveway Standards. 
2. A Driveway Access and Maintenance Agreement between the owners of Lot 4 and Lot 5 the owners of Outlot 1 be reviewed and approved by Town of Ottawa and be recorded in the Waukesha County Register of Deeds Office.

3. The Town Engineer and Building Inspector shall site a driveway location off of Parry Road for Lot 3.

Supervisor Jones seconded the motion.  Supervisor Goodchild asked about re-zoning Lot 1 and Lot 2.  Planner Scherer said that those two lots were already developed, and if the owners wanted their property re-zoned, they would have to make the request.  The motion carried.

An application for a Temporary Class “B”/Class “B” Retailers License was made by the Berkeley Running Club Running Tigers for the North Face Endurance Challenge that will be held on September 15 and 16, 2012, in the Southern Unit of the Kettle Moraine State  Forest.  

Specifically, beer will be served at the Ottawa Lake State Forest Recreation Area, located at S59W36500 CTH ZZ.  A copy of the letter from the DNR stating that the North Face Endurance Challenge event has permission to serve alcohol as part of the event was received by the Town Clerk.

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve the application for a Temporary Class “B”/Class “B” Retailers License as made by the Berkeley Running Club Running Tigers for the North Face Endurance Challenge, for their event on September 15 and 16, 2012 to be held at Ottawa Lake.  Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion and it carried.

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve the issuance of a license to serve fermented malt beverages and intoxicating liquors to Joseph Laatsch.  Mr. Laatsch will be serving beer at the North Face Endurance Challenge as described above.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.

The Treasurer’s monthly activity report was reviewed.  Chairman Arrowood accepted the report as submitted.

The Building Inspector’s report was reviewed.  Chairman Arrowood accepted the report as submitted.
The Town Engineer’s report was reviewed.  Chairman Arrowood approved the report as submitted.

The next item on the agenda was amendments to a Conditional Use Permit for Vulcan Materials Company-Dousman Sand and Gravel quarry, located at W340S1523 CTH C, Oconomowoc, WI.  Supervisor Jones made a motion to table this item to October 8, 2012.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.
Supervisor Maule made a motion to table the Preliminary CSM and necessary waivers for Greg and Birget Watkins (Koller) to the October Town Board meeting, for their property located on CTH C.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.

The repair and maintenance of road shoulders in the Preserve at Hunters Lake was the next agenda item.  Supervisor Jones and Michael Cook, the President of the Homeowners Association (HOA) had been corresponding via email.  Supervisor Jones informed Mr. Cook that the Town Attorney advised the Town Chairman that the Town cannot turn over monies for a project the HOA would put together.  Additionally, if the HOA intends to make repairs, they will need to get a permit to work in the Town’s road right-of-way.  Mr. Cook responded by telling Supervisor Jones that he would like to go on record that they think some road repair is warranted, but they prefer that the Town do something more esthetically pleasing than the historical dropping of asphalt patches.  If the Town would remove the crumbled asphalt patches, the HOA would get the necessary permit to replace with topsoil and reseed at their expense.
There were no announcements.

There was no public comment.

Supervisor Maule made a motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on August 13, 2012 as presented.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to approve the payment of bills as listed in addition to checks for Jean Lyons’ payroll and associated checks, Cardmember Services, and John’s Disposal.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Maule and carried.

A motion was made by Supervisor Jones to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by 

Supervisor Maule and carried.
