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The meeting of the Ottawa Town Board was called to order by Chairman Arrowood.  Roll call attendance was taken.  Town Supervisors Maule and Rupp were present.  Town Supervisors Goodchild and Jones were absent.

In Chief Totzke’s absence, Deputy Chief Tim Meyer was present to update the Board members on the activities of the Dousman Fire District.  He reported that they were going with a $600,000.00 tax levy in the 2013 budget.  One part time person will be added to their staff.  They have been conducting regular joint officer meetings, etc. and trying to figure out how to use two stations efficiently.  He said that blending members from the Dousman Fire District and the Summit Fire Department should be easy, because the Summit Fire Department had Standard Operating Guidelines (SOG’s) very similar to the Dousman Fire District.

Deputy Chief Meyer said that they received the Flight for Life Call of the Year Award.  The presentation ceremony will take place prior to the budget meeting on October 9th.
Deputy Chief Meyer informed the Board that they have been working with the Kettle Moraine Middle School on a practice evacuation drill.  Chairman Arrowood thanked Tim for his time.

Chairman Arrowood accepted the Treasurer’s monthly activity report as submitted.

Chairman Arrowood accepted the Building Inspector’s monthly activity report as submitted.

Chairman Arrowood accepted the Town Engineer’s monthly activity report as submitted.

Al Baker and Jill Bedford were present, representing the Hunters Lake Association.  They would like to apply for an Invasive Species Grant.  It is a $1,500.00 matching grant, offered by the State of Wisconsin.  The Hunters Lake Association would be responsible for the matching $1,500.00, not the Town of Ottawa.  In 1995, S.E.W.R.P.C. did a study of the lake.  The study needs to be updated, to determine where they are, and to form a plan of action as necessary.  Jill Bedford said that the request for the matching grant has to come through the Town.  She said that she would give the Town Clerk a letter to copy.  Supervisor Maule made a motion to support the Hunters Lake Association in their grant application process.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.
Supervisor Rupp made a motion to set the time and date for Trick-or-Treating in Ottawa – October 31, 2012, from 4:00PM to 7:00PM.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Maule and carried.
Chairman Arrowood reported that when Mill Pond Road was paved, Mark Moldenhauer did not want a French drain located in front of his house as the plans called for.  He was told that if the French drain was eliminated from the plan he could have ponding problems in his yard.  Mr. Moldenhauer filled the roadside ditch with dirt and seeded it, and then constructed a rock wall along the road frontage. Chairman Arrowood told Mr. Moldenhauer that he was to prepare an as-built sketch of what he had done, as it needed approval from the Town Engineer.  The Town Engineer said that the sketch verified their previous thinking, and the areas of concern are:
1.  There is very limited water and snow storage capacity off the road, between the two driveways, the edge of pavement, and the rock wall.

2. The edge of pavement to the rock wall is too narrow.

3. Additional information is needed on the drawing to verify the water can drain away, without ponding in this area.
4. Trapped water in this area will migrate into the gravel road base course, under the asphalt.  The road in this area will deteriorate, just as it had previously done.

5. The drawing and actual grading must be done to have a lot more storage capacity and assure the water will drain away from this area without migrating into the road gravel base.

The Town Engineer said that he thought the wall should be removed or moved south 8 to 10 feet and the roadside ditch be drawn and constructed to assure adequate ditch water and snow capacity and that water will drain away from this area to keep the water out of the road base.

Mr. Moldenhauer responded to the Engineer’s concerns in an email dated October 8, 2012.  He said that he had made two attempts at designing and building solutions that he felt would resolve the issues along his frontage on Mill Pond Road.  He spent his time and money on this project.  He received a letter from Ruekert and Mielke stating that “this situation is not acceptable and needs to be changed”.  In his opinion, the road was poorly reconstructed and issues were not dealt with prior to road construction and there are still road issues that are not being dealt with.  He agreed to remove the stone wall, and would like to remove himself from any further dealings regarding this issue.  He added that the Town could feel free to put in their French drain system if they felt it would solve the problem.  He asked that the Town not damage or compromise the root system of the mature Burr Oak located in his front yard. 

Chairman Arrowood suggested that the members of the Town Board go take a look at it.  The wall is substantial, and the road has deteriorated in that same area in the past.  No action was required or taken.

The Preserve at Hunters Lake Homeowners Association did not want to wait for this meeting, and decided to go ahead and start their roadside reconstruction project.  They paid to have the crumbled asphalt removed.  They have applied topsoil and grass seed to the areas they were concerned with.  The Homeowners Association president, Mike Cook, said in an email to Supervisor Jones that they would pick up the cost this year and he will coordinate better with the Town next year.
The Board received a memo from the Town Planner, Sandy Scherer, dated October 8, 2012, regarding the Vulcan Materials Company CU/SPPO amendment – extension.  It said that on September 10, 2012, the Plan Commission and Town Board tabled the above cited request until the October set of town meetings.  We have subsequently mutually decided to extend the matter until the November 2012 set of town meetings and therefore, it is recommended the Town Board table their portion of the matter until their November 12, 2012 meeting.

Supervisor Maul made a motion to table Vulcan Materials Company CU/SPPO amendment – extension request to November 12, 2012.  Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion and it carried.

The next item on the agenda was a request for consideration of a Preliminary CSM and necessary waivers for their property located on CTH C, from Greg and Birget Watkins (Koller), 1408 N. Indian Wells Drive, Fountain Hills, AZ.  

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to approve the Preliminary CSM and waivers, and read the memo that the Town Planner Sandy Scherer provided the Town Board members with regarding the proposal as follows:

On September 10, 2012, the Town of Ottawa Plan Commission recommended approval of the Preliminary CSM for Greg and Birgit Watkins-Koller to the Town Board subject to the items/conditions listed under the Planners Analysis of the Planner Report dated September 10, 2012, the Town Engineer’s review letter dated August 27, 2012, and the Town’s additional standard CSM conditions, and to include the comments of the Waukesha County Department of Public Works regarding driveway accesses onto CTH C in No. 1 of the Planner’s Analysis and to revise No. 15 of the Planner’s Analysis where the petitioner shall establish a 20 foot wide strip of land as an easement that will cross Lots 2, 3 and 4 on the south side of CTH C for future use as a pedestrian and bicycle trail.  Where necessary, the actual trail may need to be located partially “on road” due to the presence of wetlands, etc. on the lots which may not be suitable for the trail to be located entirely on the lots. The Town Planner recommended that the Town Board similarly approve the Preliminary CSM and waivers.

In addition the Town Board waived items 1, 3, 4 6, and 7 (unless utility easements are included in this section of the ordinance, and then the waiver shall not apply) and No. 10 of the Town Engineer’s review letter dated August 27, 2012.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Maule and carried.
The 2013 Budget Workshop will be conducted at the Ottawa Town Hall on Tuesday, October 16, 2012, at 6:00 PM.

There was no public comment.

Supervisor Maule made a motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on September 10, 2012, as amended.  Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion and it carried.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to pay bills as listed in addition to checks that will be issued to Jean Lyons for payroll and associated withholding payments, Cardmember Services, and poll workers.  Additionally, payment authorization was given for Struck and Irwin.  They will be paid after corrections have been made to the Town Hall parking lot surface with the understanding that the check will be held until the corrections are made.  Supervisor Maule seconded the motion and it carried.

Supervisor Maule made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.
