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Chairman Arrowood called the meeting of the Ottawa Town Board to order.  Roll call attendance was taken, and Town Supervisors Goodchild, Maule, Rupp and Jones were all present.

After review, the Treasurer’s monthly activity report was accepted as presented by Chairman Arrowood.

Chairman Arrowood accepted the Building Inspector’s monthly activity report as presented.

The Town Engineer’s monthly activity report was accepted as presented by Chairman Arrowood.

Dousman Fire District’s Deputy Chief Tim Meyer was present, and informed the Board that they have responded to 681 calls as of October 31st.  He said that although the consolidation is supposed to take full effect on January 1, 2013, Waukesha County Dispatch will not be able to switch everything over on a holiday.  He said that they have had to make provisions for time constraints, and will instead be functionally consolidated the week of December 10, 2012. They are still working on response plans, MABAS card updates and EMS crew structure.  He said that they are also still working on equipment lists with the Village of Summit.
Deputy Chief Meyer explained that they are planning on hiring two new people, who will each work two 9 hour shifts per week. Various department members will rotate Friday’s hours.  Keeping the positions part-time will avoid paying out benefits.
Deputy Chief Meyer mentioned that they had received the Flight for Life Call of the Year Award in October.  He added that their open house was a success.

Chairman Arrowood gave an update of the Mill Pond Road paving project.  More work will have to be done at Mark Moldenhauer’s property, specifically on the road frontage between his driveways, and property to the south. 
Town Planner Sandy Scherer prepared a Memorandum for the Board, regarding Vulcan Materials Company request for an amendment to their Conditional Use permit, and Site Plan/Plan of Operation (CU/SPPO).  It said that on November 5, 2012, the Town Plan Commission recommended unanimous approval of the above cited request to the Town Board and the Waukesha County Park and Planning Commission subject to the Planner’s Report and Recommendations dated November 5, 2012, and subject to modifications, specifically to condition 4, 8 and 22E as follows:

On November 5, 2012, the Town Plan Commission recommended unanimous approval of the above cited request to the Town Board and the Waukesha County Park and Planning Commission subject to the attached Planner’s Report and Recommendation, and subject to the following modifications, specifically to conditions 4, 8 and 22E:

4.         Except as described further in Condition No. 4 below, this Conditional Use Permit granted to the Applicant shall not be transferred or assigned without the Town Plan Commission, Town Board, and Waukesha County Park and Planning Commission approvals of a revised Conditional Use Permit in accordance with the conditional use provisions of the Waukesha County Zoning Code.  The Applicant may transfer or assign this Conditional Use Permit to any present or future, direct or indirect, parent entity, subsidiary or successor of the Applicant or any other partnership, limited liability company, corporation, trust or other entity which is controlled by, controls or is under common control with the Applicant, provided the Town and County approve of the transfer through a Site Plan and Plan of Operation without the necessity for a public hearing.  Upon transfer or assignment of this Conditional Use Permit, any successor to the Applicant shall fully comply with all provisions of this Conditional Use Permit, and said assignment and transfer shall not relieve the Applicant of any obligations hereunder.

A deadline to install the monitoring wells on the Vulcan property needed to be established by the 
Town.  That portion of Condition No. 8 shall read as follows:  The wells shall be installed six (6) months prior to the commencement of any mining below the water table. 

22E.         Any change, addition, modification, alteration and/or amendment of any aspect of this conditional use, including but not limited to an addition, modification, alteration, and/or amendment to the use, premises (including but not limited to any change to the boundary limits of the subject property), structures, lands or owners, other than as specifically authorized herein, shall require a new permit and all procedures in place at the time must be followed.  In the case of a question as to whether or not a change modifies the Conditional Use Permit, the question shall be submitted to the Town Plan Commission, Town Board, and the Waukesha County Park and Planning Commission for determination.

It is recommended the Town Board similarly recommend approval to modify the 1990 Restoration Agreement (the Agreement) with the Town of Ottawa and Waukesha County regarding the mining depth restriction in Condition #11 (pages 6 and 7) to the Waukesha County Park and Planning Commission. The Agreement currently requires all mining to remain five (5) feet above the water table and the request is to mine a maximum depth of eighty (80) feet below the water table, and is an integral part of the Conditional Use Permit.  The process used to mine below the water table will be wet bank mining via a drag line or dredging and no dewatering will take place.  The petitioner must show that mining below the water table is not likely to significantly deter future development.  The requested modification is consistent with the subsequent submittal of the required NR-135 Reclamation Plan which was approved in 2004.  
Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve the CU/SPPO amendment request for Vulcan Materials Company in accordance with recommendations made by Town Planner Sandy Scherer and the Ottawa Plan Commission.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp, and carried unanimously.

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve a three-year contract with the Humane Animal Welfare Society of Waukesha County for Animal Care and Control Services.  The contract will cost the Town $1,964.00 per year.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Maule, and carried unanimously.
Supervisor Rupp made a motion to approve the Snow and Ice Control contract with the Village of North Prairie for the period from November 1, 2012 to October 31, 2013.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried unanimously.
A representative from the Badger Kart Club indicated that their organization has made donations to the Village of Dousman in the past, and wondered whether or not there was something that they could do for the Town.  After some discussion, Supervisor Goodchild suggested that they could help the Town pay to have the entrance signs to the Park and the Town Hall re-painted.  Chairman Arrowood said that he would mention it to the BKC.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to approve the engagement letter from Rotroff Jeanson & Company, SC, in preparation of the 2012 audit.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Maule and carried unanimously.
Chairman Arrowood notified the Board that Lee Bleecker was recently notified by the Waukesha County Department of Parks and Land Use that he is in violation of his Conditional Uses and Site Plan and Plan of Operations, for his property located at W359S1614 State Road 67.

Planner Scherer had provided Chairman Arrowood with a Field Guide to Asphalt Pavement Maintenance.  Copies of the document were prepared for the Board members.  Chairman Arrowood suggested that the Board members take a look at it.

Supervisor Maule said that he will be working out arrangements for a meeting with representatives from Ruekert and Mielke to further discuss the Cemetery software application that the Town purchased from them.

Supervisor Maule made a motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on October 8, 2012.  Chairman Arrowood said that Attorney Macy was concerned with the action taken in October by the Board, when representatives from the Hunter’s Lake Association asked for assistance with their application for a matching grant.  Attorney Macy would like the Town to get something in writing from the Association, stating that they will be responsible for the $1,500.00 matching grant.  Supervisor Jones seconded the motion, and it carried unanimously.
Supervisor Rupp made a motion to approve the payment of bills as listed, in addition to checks that will be written for Jean Lyons’ payroll, poll workers, and the credit card.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Maule, and carried unanimously.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Maule and carried unanimously.
