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Chairman Arrowood called the meeting of the Ottawa Town Board to order.  Roll call attendance was taken, and Town Supervisors Goodchild, Maule, Rupp and Jones were present.
Deputy Chief Tim Meyer was present to bring the Board members up to speed with what has been going on with the Dousman Fire District.  He reported that their long-time friend and fellow firefighter-EMT Richard Stephan died.  He said that all of the pagers had been re-programmed.  Waukesha County Communications was going to make the switch later in the week.  They will all be called out as Dousman Fire District for now, and they will all respond to calls after January 1, 2013.  

They are still training jointly, and still going over SOGs and policies.  They are getting ready for the consolidation to take place.  The fire board has approved the building lease of the Oconomowoc Fire Station.

Deputy Chief Meyer said that they got everything that they wanted off of Summit’s equipment list.  They will make sure that it is all in working order before Dousman inherits it at the end of the month.

The Dousman Fire District has received 16 applications for two part-time positions.

Chairman Arrowood asked Deputy Chief Meyer if they had looked at the site for a driveway to access one of Ken Park’s lots on Parry Road.  He also asked if there were specifications that the Department uses for driveway turnarounds in order to accommodate emergency equipment. Deputy Chief Meyer said that they did not have specifications, but in his opinion all driveways that are 1000 feet or longer should have turnarounds.
Chairman Arrowood read the closed session disclaimer:  The Town Chairman will announce to all those present the fact that the Board intends to convene themselves in closed session at the end of the meeting, for the purpose of considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility, requiring a closed session under Section 19.85 (1) (c), Wisconsin Statutes.  The Town Board will review the Town Clerk/Treasurer’s wage and benefit structure.
Chairman Arrowood accepted the Treasurer’s monthly activity report as presented.

Chairman Arrowood accepted the Building Inspector’s monthly activity report as presented.

The Board reviewed the Town Engineer’s report for November.  Chairman Arrowood passed around information from Ruekert and Mielke, regarding the French drain that will be installed between Mark Moldenhauer’s driveways on Mill Pond Road, as originally planned and designed.

The cell tower equipment was delivered to Mark Moldenhauer’s property.  AT&T said that they would pay for damage to the road at the job site if any occurred.
Chairman Arrowood accepted the Town Engineer’s report as presented.

Town Planner Sandy Scherer prepared a memorandum for the Town Board regarding PBS Ottawa LLC’s request for consideration of the Final CSM, for their property on the north side of School Section Lake Road.  It said that on December 3, 2012, the Town of Ottawa Plan Commission recommended approval of the Final CSM (north side) for OBS Ottawa, LLC to the Town Board subject to the items/conditions listed under the Planners Analysis of the Planner Report and Recommendation dated December 3, 2012, all previous waivers, and the Town’s additional standard CSM conditions.  Planner Scherer recommended that the Town Board similarly approve the Final CSM (north side).
Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve the Final CSM for PBS LLC’s development of 18.5 acres on the north side of School Section Lake Road in accordance with the Planner and Plan Commission requirements.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried unanimously.
Town Planner Sandy Scherer also prepared a memorandum for the Town Board regarding PBS Ottawa LLC’s request for consideration of the Final CSM, for their property on the south side of School Section Lake Road.  It said that on December 3, 2012, the Town of Ottawa Plan Commission recommend the Town Board table the Final CSM (south side) for PBS Ottawa LLC, based on the Planner’s Report and Recommendation dated December 3, 2012.  Planner Scherer recommended the Town Board similarly table the Final CSM (south side).  Since the Board will not meet prior to the expiration of the 60-day approval period, an extension has been requested from the owner.
Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to table the Final CSM (south side) for PBS Ottawa LLC in accordance with the Town Planner and Ottawa Plan Commission’s recommendation.  Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.  The Town Clerk had received an extension from the owner earlier in the day.

The next item on the agenda was a request for consideration of a Final CSM and necessary waivers for the property located on CTH C, owned by Greg and Birget Watkins (Koller).

Planner Sandy Scherer prepared a memorandum for the Town Board regarding this proposal.  It said that on December 3, 2012, the Town of Ottawa Plan Commission recommended the Town Board table the Final CSM for Greg and Birgit Watkins-Koller, based on the Planner’s Report and Recommendation dated December 3, 2012.  The Plan Commission did waive Item #3 of the Planner Report and Item #2 of the Town Engineer’s review letter dated November 19, 2012.  Planner Scherer recommended that the town Board similarly table the Final CSM and waive Item #3 of the Planner’s Report and Item #2 of the Town Engineer’s review letter.  Since the Board will not meet prior to the expiration of the 60-day approval period, an extension has been requested from the owner.
Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to table the Final CSM for Greg and Birgit Watkins-Koller based on the Town Planner and Ottawa Plan Commission’s recommendation.  If an extension is not received by December 20, 2012, Final CSM approval will be denied.  Supervisor Jones seconded the motion, and it carried unanimously.
Supervisor Goodchild asked to amend his motion, and Supervisor Jones agreed to the amendment.  Supervisor Goodchild restated his earlier motion to table approval for the Final CSM for Greg and Birgit Watkins-Koller, in accordance with the Ottawa Plan Commission and Town Planner’s recommendation, and added approval to waive Item #3 of the Planner’s Report and Recommendation and Item #2 of the Town Engineer’s review letter as follows, respectively:
3.  The slopes 12% or greater are shaded or otherwise identified on the CSM.  However, the shading on sheet 4 shall reference the note on sheet 8, and the note on sheet 8 shall reference the shading on sheet 4.  The building envelope for Lot 4 is shown to encroach into the 12% steep slopes and therefore a waiver is required from the Town to approve this building envelope.  The first general note on sheet 8 should be expended if the waiver is approved to state the building envelope on Lot 4 received a waiver from the Town of Ottawa in December 2012.
2.  Section (2.06) (B):  Each lot shall have at least fifty (50) percent of its required lot area above an elevation at least two (2) feet above the elevation of the 100-year recurrence interval flood.  Although no FEMA floodplain exists on the property, land around the ponds will likely be submerged during a 100-year recurrence interval flood.  Area calculation should be submitted to verify if Lot 1 meets the requirement.  No area calculations or a response letter were submitted to our office regarding this item.
Supervisor Goodchild reiterated that if an extension was not received from the developer by the Town of Ottawa a by December20, 2012, approval of the Final CSM is denied.  Supervisor Jones seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to accept the 2013 Planning Services Contract, for our Town Planner Sandy Scherer, as presented.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried unanimously.
Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve Resolution #11-12 – A Resolution for Adjustment for Previous Year’s Unused Tax Levy.  The Board attempted to adopt this Resolution at the budget meeting on November 26, 2012, but did not have the necessary 2/3 majority present for its approval.  Supervisor Jones seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
Chairman Arrowood announced that the Waukesha County Mental Health Association has offered for us to join them.

There was no public comment.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on November 12, 2012 as presented.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried unanimously.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to approve the payment of  bills as presented, in addition to the issuance of checks to the credit card company and Jean Lyons payroll and associated withholding checks.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Maule, and carried unanimously.
Upon motion pursuant to Sec. 19.85 (1)(c), Wis. Stats, duly made and seconded and acted upon by roll call vote of the majority of the members present, an Executive Session will take place, which will be attended by the Town Board, to review the Town Clerk/Treasurer wage and benefit structure.  At the conclusion of the Executive Session, the Town Board will reconvene in Open Session to take action on the matters that were discussed in closed session, regarding the Town Clerk/Treasurer’s benefit structure.  See attached closed session minutes.

When the Board reconvened in open session, Supervisor Jones made a motion to increase the Town Clerk’s salary from $50,278.00 in 2012 to $51,300.00 in 2013, to cover the increase in medical insurance premiums and retirement benefit costs.  Supervisor Goodchild seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. Supervisor Jones made a motion to adjourn.  Supervisor Maule seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
