OTTAWA TOWN BOARD
Meeting Minutes – January 14, 2013

The meeting of the Ottawa Town Board was called to order by Chairman Arrowood.  Roll call attendance was taken, and Town Supervisors Goodchild, Maule, and Rupp were present.  Supervisor Jones was absent.

Dousman Fire District’s Chief Steve Totzke was present to update the Town Board on the Department’s recent activities.  He reported that they had responded to 821 calls in 2012.  That is an average of 2.25 calls per day.  
The recent consolidation took effect on January 1, 2013.  They have hired two people for part-time positions.  All of their radios have been reprogrammed, they have been very busy and everything is going well.
Chief Totzke explained how they intend to attempt to sell an engine and a van through the State auction, with the proceeds going to the Village of Summit.

Chairman Arrowood reported that the Dousman Fire District’s Fire Board member Bill Riemenschneider approached him recently.  He has been spending a lot of time in Alabama with his wife who is ill.  He gave Chairman Arrowood a list of names of people who might be willing to fill in for him temporarily on the Fire Board if the Town Board wanted to go that route.

Chairman Arrowood accepted the Town Treasurer’s monthly activity report as submitted.

There were three new home permits issued in 2013.  After brief discussion, Chairman Arrowood accepted the Building Inspector’s monthly activity report as presented.  

In reviewing the Town Engineer’s report, Chairman Arrowood talked about the French drain that was installed in front of Mark Moldenhauer’s property, as a part of the Mill Pond paving project.  After the drain was installed, Mr. Moldenhauer contacted the Town Chairman to complain that the contractors had dug up a portion of his irrigation system.  Chairman Arrowood reminded Mr. Moldenhauer that his irrigation system was located within the road right-of-way, and that the Town was not interested in paying for the damages.  Chairman Arrowood said that the Town Engineer had informed him that the contractor had repaired the irrigation system.  
Chairman Arrowood received information from the Mental Health Association in Waukesha County, Inc., regarding their programs and asking the Town of Ottawa to partner up with them. They said that they operate the 24/7/365 crisis intervention, human resource referral 211/First Call For Help.  The annual fee for the Town of Ottawa would be $300.00, based on the organizational budget.
Supervisor Maule made a motion to not become a partner with Mental Health Association in Waukesha County, Inc. at this time.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp, and carried.

Neal J. Kedzie wrote a letter to the Waukesha County Municipalities in the 11th Senate District, to say that he no longer represents us, due to legislative redistricting.  He thanked everyone for their service to the community, and provided contact information for our new representative in the Wisconsin State Senate, Senator Paul Farrow.
Chairman Arrowood announced that he met with Attorney John Macy and Town residents Greg Borchard and Mark Neumann regarding the charge back of professional fees.  Mr. Borchard and Mr. Neumann recently constructed a wildlife scrape, and questioned Attorney Macy’s billing charges relating to their project.

There was no public comment.

Supervisor Maule made a motion to approve the minutes from the Board meeting held on December 10, 2012.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild, and carried.  

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to approve the minutes from the Executive Session held on December 10, 2012.  Supervisor Goodchild seconded the motion, and it carried.

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve the bills for payment as listed, in addition to payroll and withholding checks for the new Deputy Clerk, Lori Geyman, and the credit card company when the bill arrives.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried.  

Supervisor Goodchild said that he would be unable to attend the March 2013 Town Board meeting as his son is getting married.
