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Chairman Arrowood called the meeting of the Ottawa Town Board to order.  Roll call attendance was taken, and Town Supervisors Goodchild, Maule, Rupp and Jones were present.

Assistant Chief Bob Leonard was present at the meeting to give the Board an update on the activities of the Dousman Fire District.  He reported that they now have 74 members working out of two stations.  He said that the two new part-time employees are working out very well.
Assistant Chief Leonard said that he was the second one on scene, and saw flames through the roof at Theine Grading’s shop on Dousman Road recently.  He informed the Board that both #3262 and the old van are currently listed on the State auction site for sale.

While reviewing the Treasurer’s monthly activity report, Chairman Arrowood asked if the money set aside in the road fund could be shown on the report.  He also informed the Board members that the furnace in the ceiling of the Building Inspector’s office would be replaced the following day.  Chairman Arrowood accepted the Treasurer’s report as presented.

Chairman Arrowood accepted the Building Inspector’s monthly activity report as presented.  

The Town Engineer’s report was reviewed.  Chairman Arrowood mentioned that the final payment for the work done on Mill Pond Road would be made after the checks were signed at the end of the meeting.

The next agenda item was the consideration of the Revised Final CSM and necessary waivers for the Watkins/Koller property located on CTH C.  Town Planner Sandy Scherer prepared a memorandum for the Board.  It said that on February 4, 2013, the Ottawa Plan Commission recommended approval of the Revised Final CSM for Greg and Birgit Watkins-Koller to the Town Board subject to the items/conditions listed under the Planner Comments of the Planner Report dated February 4, 2013, and the Town of Ottawa’s Standard CSM Conditions.  In addition, the Plan Commission waived items 5 and 6 of the Planner’s Report.  Planner Scherer recommended the Town Board similarly approve the Revised Final CSM and waivers.  
Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve the Revised Final CSM and waivers for the Watkins/Koller property in accordance with the Plan Commission recommendations and waivers, and the Town Planner’s recommendations and waivers.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

Lawn maintenance contracts were received from Paula Hosch-Books.  Supervisor Goodchild explained that Bark River Tree and Landscaping originally started cutting the grass at the park many years ago.  Paula Hosch-Books’ first contract was for one year.  The Park Board asked her to extend her maintenance proposal to three years, and she has been doing it ever since.  Paula also submitted one year proposals for lawn maintenance at the Ottawa Cemetery and Town Hall grounds.  

Supervisor Maule made a motion to accept a three-year contract from Paula Hosch-Books for lawn maintenance at the Ottawa Park, and one-year contracts for lawn maintenance at the Ottawa Cemetery and Town Hall.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp, and carried.  Supervisor Maule asked to amend his motion.  Supervisor Rupp agreed to it.  Supervisor Maule made a motion to sign a three-year lawn maintenance agreement for Ottawa Park with Paula Hosch-Books.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.  
Supervisor Jones made a motion to table the maintenance contract for lawn maintenance at the Ottawa Cemetery and Town Hall, in hopes of entering into a three-year contract with Paula Hosch-Books.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Maule and carried.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to approve a contract for snow and ice control with the Town of Eagle for the 2012-2013 season.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried.

In the past, the term of elected Town officers began on the 2nd Tuesday in April.  The change in law (Wis. Act 115) results in a week long “gap” between the end of the current terms of office and the start of the new terms of office.  Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve Ordinance # 2-13, an Ordinance to extend town officer terms in response to election law changes.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones, and carried.
Under announcements, Supervisor Maule said that a Town resident complained to him about the heavy traffic along State Road 67 during garbage and recyclable collection hours on Saturday mornings.  Chairman Arrowood said that we have been fighting that battle for a long time.

Supervisor Rupp remarked that the Theine’s have been doing a great job on the roads this winter.

There was no public comment.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to approve the minutes as presented from the meeting held on January 14, 2013.  Supervisor Goodchild seconded the motion and it carried.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to approve the bills for payment as listed in addition to checks for Lori Geyman’s payroll and associated withholding checks, Cardmember Services, payment for the furnace installation and poll workers.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Maule and carried.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to adjourn.  Supervisor Maule seconded the motion and it carried.
