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Chairman Arrowood called the meeting of the Ottawa Town Board to order.  Roll call attendance was taken and Town Supervisors Maule, Rupp and Jones were present.  Supervisor Goodchild was out of Town, and unable to attend the meeting.
The Treasurer’s monthly activity report was reviewed.  As the Accountant is done with the 2012 audit, the Board was able to see the amount of money that was carried forward from 2012 to 2013 - $285,640.  Chairman Arrowood suggested that the Board members take a look at Laak Lane to see how the road work that was done there the last two years has held up.  He thought that the same processes would be a possibility for resurfacing the roads in the Preserve at Hunters Lake Subdivision.  The Board will have to decide which other roads in Town could benefit the most from resurfacing this year.  Chairman Arrowood accepted the Treasurer’s report as presented.
Assistant Chief Tim Meyer was present for an update on the Dousman Fire District’s activities.  He said that they currently have 74 members.  When asked, he said that 70 – 80 members are optimal.  

Assistant Chief Meyer reported that the 1994 Spartan truck was sold at the State auction site for just under $37,000, with the proceeds going to the Village of Summit.  The District’s van was taken out of service on 1/1/2013.  It will be repaired and listed on the State surplus site.
Assistant Chief Meyer said that at their last meeting, the Dousman Fire Board discussed a letter they had received from the Village of North Prairie Fire Department, inquiring if they were interested in talking about the possibility of a merger.  Chief Totzke responded and said that they would agree to talk.

After reviewing the Building Inspector’s monthly activity report, Chairman Arrowood accepted the report as presented.

Chairman Arrowood accepted the Town Engineer’s report for February as presented.

The Town Planner provided the Town Board with a memorandum, dated March 11, 2013 that contained the following information:  On March 4, 2013, the Ottawa Plan Commission recommended that the Town Board approve the Revised Final CSM and waivers (south side) for PBS Ottawa, LLC based on the Planner’s Report and Recommendations dated March 4, 2013.  The three waivers that were approved are as follows:
3.  Utility easements, as required by the Town of Ottawa Land Division and Development Ordinance and the Town Engineer, shall be shown on the CSM, unless a waiver is granted.  A waiver has been requested.

6.  The following item shall be completed or shown on the CSM:  Existing access drive(s) unless a waiver is granted.

13.  The lots on this CSM may require waivers as it does not appear that 50% of the lots are in the zoning district the building sites are in.  The surveyor should calculate this and request a waiver, if necessary.  Waivers have been requested for all three lots.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to approve a Revised Final (south side) CSM and three waivers for PBS Ottawa, LLC, as recommended and conditioned by the Plan Commission and Town Planner.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Maule and carried.

Town Planner Sandy Scherer prepared a memorandum for the Town Board dated March 11, 2013, as follows:  On December 10, 2012, the Ottawa Town Board approved the Final CSM (north side) for PBS Ottawa, LLC subject to the items/conditions listed under the Planners Analysis of the Planner Report dated December 3, 2012, all previous waivers, and the Town’s additional standard CSM conditions. One of the conditions was that, “Utility easements, as required by the Town of Ottawa Land Division and Development Ordinance and the Town Engineer, shall be shown on the CSM, unless a waiver is granted”.  Since the developer has determined that utility easements will not be needed relative to this CSM, the developer is requesting a waiver from that Ordinance requirement.  On March 4, 2013, the Town Plan Commission recommended approval of a waiver of said requirement to the Town Board.    

Therefore, it is recommended the Town Board similarly waive the Ordinance requirement to show utility easements on the Final CSM.  Upon approval of this waiver the Town may sign the PBS Ottawa LLC Final CSM (north side). 
Supervisor Jones made a motion to approve an additional waiver for PBS Ottawa, LLC (north side) with the waiver of utility easements as described above.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.
Supervisor Rupp made a motion to approve two three-year contracts with Paula Hosch-Books to maintain the lawn at the Ottawa Town Hall and the Ottawa Cemetery.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Maule and carried.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to approve the 2012 budget amendments as prepared by Howard Jeanson, Accountant for the Town.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Maule and carried.

Chairman Arrowood announced that he had received a request from the Pretty Lake Protection and Rehabilitation District to be placed on the agenda to discuss the possibility of allowing ATV’s to ride on Pretty Lake Road.  They originally wanted to be on this agenda, but decided to regroup and meet with the Town Board in April instead.  

Chairman Arrowood copied information regarding a wind turbine bill for the Board members.

Under public comment, Mark Handlos and his son Thomas were present, and introduced themselves.  Thomas is working on a Boy Scout merit badge that required attendance at a municipal Board meeting.

Supervisor Maule made a motion to approve the minutes from the Town Board meeting held on February 11, 2013.  Supervisor Jones seconded the motion, and it carried.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to approve the payment of bills as listed, in addition to payments for Lori Geyman’s payroll and associated checks, payment of the credit card bill when it arrives, and payroll for the poll workers at the April 2nd election.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.
