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OTTAWA TOWN BOARD
Meeting Minutes – April 8, 2012

Chairman Arrowood called the meeting of the Ottawa Town Board to order.  Supervisors Maule and Rupp were present.  Supervisors Goodchild and Jones were absent.  
The Treasurer’s monthly activity report which now shows the current fund balance was reviewed.  Chairman Arrowood accepted the Treasurer’s report as presented.

Assistant Chief Tim Meyer was present with a monthly update on the activities of the Dousman Fire District.  He reported that they have 73 members and responded to 89 calls in March.  He said that things are going well.

Mark and Anne Bretl were present, requesting permission to operate a slalom course with a ski jump on Pretty Lake this summer.  Mark said that they have been doing this for the last twelve years.  The Town has heard no complaints about the Bretl’s operation.  Supervisor Rupp made a motion to approve the request with the same conditions as listed in previous years, as shown below:

1.  The hours are limited to 11:00 A.M. to 6:00 P.M.

2.  The four buoys must be removed every night.

3.  The course cannot be in operation on the weekends and/or holidays.

4.  The course is restricted to the west side of the lake.

5.  The ski jump must be removed every night.

Supervisor Maule seconded the motion, and it carried.

The Building Inspector’s monthly activity report reflected the issuance of a new home permit.  After the report was reviewed, Chairman Arrowood accepted it as presented.

Chairman Arrowood accepted the Town Engineer’s report as submitted.

On February 11, 2013, action was taken to approve Ordinance # 2-13, an Ordinance to extend town officer terms in response to election law changes.  Subsequently, the Town Clerk sent the Ordinance to the Town Attorney, requesting that he integrate it into the Town’s Code Book and prepare new code pages.  The Town Attorney notified the Town Chairman, in a letter dated March 12, 2013, that the Ordinance was not in a form for submission into the Code book.  He also said that he found some problems with Section 1.02. Attorney Macy submitted a copy of Section 1.01 and 1.02 of the current Code book as well as a proposed ordinance not on only inserting the new ordinance into the Code book but also addressing the issues in Section 1.02.  The Board reviewed the proposed ordinance.  Section 1.01(2) states that the Town Chairman and Town Clerk and Treasurer shall be elected for two year terms in odd-numbered years.  However, the Clerk and Treasurer positions were combined and went from an elected term to an appointed position several years ago.  Therefore, the language in that section should be amended for accuracy.
Supervisor Maule made a motion to approve Ordinance #4-13, An Ordinance To Repeal And Recreate Section 1.01 Entitled “Elections and Elected Officials” And Section 1.02 Entitled “Appointed Officials” Of The Town Of Ottawa Code, as amended.  Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion, and it carried.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to re-appoint Melissa M. Klein to a two-year term as the Clerk/ Treasurer for the Town of Ottawa.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Maule and carried.

Chairman Arrowood announced that he thought it would be a good idea to request bids to repave Manor House Road in the Preserve at Hunters Lake Subdivision, and alternate bids for the other roads in that subdivision and the entire Holland Farms Subdivision.

The Waukesha County Department of Public Works submitted a listing of their 2013 road striping costs.

Supervisor Rupp thanked Supervisor Maule for his years of service, as this was his last meeting on the Town Board.

There was no public comment.

Supervisor Maule made a motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on March 11, 2013 as presented.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.
Supervisor Rupp made a motion to pay bills as listed, in addition to payroll and withholding checks for Lori Geyman and Thomas Casper, and the credit card bill when it arrives.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Maule and carried.
Supervisor Maule made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.
