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The meeting of the Ottawa Town Board was called to order by Chairman Arrowood.  Roll call attendance was taken, and Town Supervisors Goodchild, Rupp and Jones were in attendance.  Supervisor Casper had a prior commitment and was absent.

Dousman Fire District Chief Steve Totzke and Assistant Chief Bob Leonard were present with an update on the department’s activities.  They have been very busy responding to calls.  
Chief Totzke reported that the old van is for sale on the State auction site for $1,800.00.  It is the last piece of equipment they have to sell.
Chairman Arrowood said that the Town of Genesee is going to continue to contract with the Village of North Prairie for fire protection and EMS through 2014.  The Town of Ottawa’s contract with the Village of North Prairie for fire protection and EMS in the southeast corner of Town will expire on 12/21/2013.  The terms of the contract state that it shall be automatically extended for each additional year upon like terms unless either party shall, at least 90 days before the expiration of the contract, give notice to negotiate conditions or to terminate.  This most recent contract has been in effect since 1/1/2010, at a cost of $14,877.00 per year.  
At this time, it is not possible for Chief Totzke to be able to say, with any certainty, how much additional cost would be involved if the Town of Ottawa discontinued to contract with the Village of North Prairie for fire protection and EMS, and instead had the Dousman Fire District offer protection for the entire Town.  It is too early in the year for property values to be finalized.  That information is needed as a part of the new formula used to determine what each municipality will pay for fire protection and EMS.  Chief Totzke guessed that it could cost as much as an additional $18,000.00 plus the $14,877.00 that the Town paid to the Village of North Prairie.

Chief Totzke said that he thought that the response times were about the same when both the Dousman Fire District and the Village of North Prairie Fire Department responded to the same call.
Supervisor Goodchild suggested that if the cost was the same, the Town of Ottawa would go all in with the Dousman Fire District.  He said that better service is probably worth it, as Dousman has EMT’s and Paramedics on staff.
Chief Totzke said that he would talk to Waukesha County Dispatch to make changes if the Town of Ottawa were to go solely with the Dousman Fire District.  He thought that was all that would have to be done.  

Chairman Arrowood said that if a change were going to be made, it would be a clean break on 1/1/2014.  Regarding the 90 day notice, it is something to bring to the table and decide on.

Chief Totzke said that if they covered the entire Town of Ottawa, they would get paid for events that took place in the State Forest, and they would get paid for responding to accidents that occur on State Road 67.

Supervisor Jones said that they do not have enough information at this point in time to make a decision.  He felt very strongly that the Town of Ottawa should first find out how discontinuing to contract with the Village of North Prairie would impact them.

Supervisor Goodchild suggested that the Town Board ask both Dousman and North Prairie to write down how their services would benefit the Town.

Supervisor Jones said that the residents that are serviced by the North Prairie Fire Department should be informed.  He would like them to receive formal notice before any changes occur.  He did not think that placing the item on an agenda was sufficient.  He said that he knows he is in the minority, but he will go along with the majority.

Chairman Arrowood said that he would speak to the Village of North Prairie President to find out where they are at.
Supervisor Rupp made a motion to table this item until the July Town Board meeting.  Supervisor Jones seconded the motion and it carried.  Supervisor Jones made a motion to publish the July Town Board agenda in the Kettle Moraine Index, showing the future service of North Prairie vs. Dousman Fire District, as an agenda item.  Supervisor Goodchild seconded the motion and it carried.  Supervisor Jones’ motion is contingent upon the outcome of the conversation between the North Prairie Village President and Chairman Arrowood, as North Prairie might want to get rid of the Town of Ottawa.  In that case, the July agenda will not be published.

After review, Chairman Arrowood accepted the Treasurer’s monthly activity report as presented.

Chairman Arrowood accepted the Building Inspector’s monthly activity report as presented.  

 Chairman Arrowood accepted the Town Engineer’s monthly activity report as presented. Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to table to the July Town Board meeting, Resolution 6-13, a resolution to refund taxes due to palpable error regarding property owned by Perkins Wildlife Area, Inc.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.
Supervisor Rupp made a motion to approve the issuance of a Class B combined fermented malt beverage and intoxicating liquor license to Victoria Spaulding, Rick Callies, Agent, at the Kettle Moraine Golf Club.  Supervisor Goodchild seconded the motion and it carried.  This license will be valid from July 1, 2013 to June 30, 2014.
Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve the issuance of Operator’s Licenses to the following, upon receipt of the results of background checks by the Waukesha County Sheriff’s Department:  Rick Callies, Brittany Callies, Susan Callies, Caitlin Guiliani, Jennifer Martin, Kent Ohlis, Teri Riener, Tiffany Rizzio, Carlie Schultz, Steven Severson, and Daniel Warner.  Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion and it carried.

The Board reviewed the 2013-2014 Road Program numbers from bids for chip seal and micro- surfacing that were received.  The bid was split into three sections, Contracts A, B and C.  That way, the Board could decide to do some of the work this year, and some next year without having to re-bid the project. Chairman Arrowood suggested that all three contracts get done this year.   He said that the Town would save $14,000.00 by doing all the work this year.
Supervisor Jones made a motion to approve the award of all three contracts, A, B and C, to Struck and Irwin Paving, Inc., totaling $260,880.60, to apply chip seal and micro-surfacing on the following roads, per specifications:

Contract A – The Preserve at Hunter’s Lake Subdivision; Manor House Road, Stillmeadow Court, Tall Grass Court, Springhouse Court, High Prairie Court, Old Stonewall Court, Manor House Court and Woodstream Court.
Contract B – Scuppernong Heights and Countryside Estates Subdivisions; Countryside Lane. Country Meadow Court, Beverly Lane, Scuppernong Circle, Lisa Lane, Hay Court, Hay Drive, Scuppernong Drive, Countryside Court.

Contract C – Holland Farms Subdivision; Holland Court.

Supervisor Goodchild seconded the motion and it carried.

Supervisor Goodchild explained that the signs at the entrance to Ottawa Park and the Town Hall are in need of maintenance.  The Park entrance sign is made of wood.  The colored artwork on it has already been touched up once.  The Town Hall sign is constructed out of man-made material, and needs to be cleaned up.  Mike Kilsdonk who takes care of park maintenance contacted Artiste de Sign for a proposal to refurbish the two signs.  He received information that it would cost between $1,864.00 and $2,104.00 to restore both signs.  The Park Board made a recommendation to the Town Board to have both signs done, at a cost not to exceed $2,104.00.  
Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve repairs to both Town Hall and Ottawa Park signs, at a cost not to exceed $2,104.00.  The work will be completed by Artiste de Sign in Wales, Wisconsin.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.
Supervisor Goodchild explained that when the Park pavilion was constructed, there were no spacers used on the bottoms of 14 posts.  Subsequently, they are rotting.  Supervisor Goodchild spoke to Paul LeTendre, a local carpenter, who said it would involve too much labor to retro- fit spacers on the existing posts.  It would be more cost efficient to replace the posts.  He recommended replacing the rotting posts with 8 X 8 X 10 cedar posts, at a cost of $393.00 per post.  The labor cost would be $150.00 per post. 

Supervisor Jones made a motion to follow Supervisor Goodchild’s recommendation to replace 14 posts in the Park pavilion with cedar posts, at a cost not to exceed $5,530.00.  Paul LeTendre will do the work.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

Supervisor Goodchild announced that he had attended a Kettle Moraine School District focus group, where maintenance plans for the future were discussed.  We will hear more about it.

Supervisor Rupp reported that she received a call from a Town resident, inquiring about the use of a credit card to pay tax bills.  The Town cannot accommodate the request.   The Town Clerk informed the Board that the Waukesha County Treasurer collects property taxes for several municipalities, and they can accept credit card payments.  She will get information from the County Treasurer regarding their services.
There was no public comment.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on May 13, 2013 as presented.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to approve the bills for payment as listed, in addition to payments to Guthrie and Frey, Cardmember Services, John’s Disposal, when the invoices arrive, and Lori Geyman’s payroll and associated withholdings.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to adjourn.  Supervisor Goodchild seconded the motion and it carried.
