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Chairman Arrowood called the meeting of the Ottawa Town Board to order at 6:45 P.M.  Roll call attendance was taken, and Town Supervisors Rupp, Goodchild and Jones were present.  Supervisor Casper arrived at 6:55 P.M. 

Chairman Arrowood began discussion on the Pretty Lake Advancement Association request for a fireworks display on July 4, 2013.  He stated that approval consideration may be based on the same conditions that were in place in 2012.  The town has a certificate of Liability Insurance as well as a copy of the bill from the fireworks company in the amount of $5,000.

Supervisor Jones made a conditional motion to approve Pretty Lake Association’s request for a fireworks display as long as it is in the same manner as last year and the same insurance as last year that we approve.  Supervisor Goodchild seconded the motion.

Supervisor Jones asked who submitted the request for the fireworks display.  Chairman Arrowood said that Tom Casper tried calling and may have dropped off the insurance certificate.  No request was actually made.  Supervisor Rupp thought Dwight Simon dropped off the insurance certificate.  Supervisor Jones asked to amend his conditional motion and add a request be made in writing for documentation.  Supervisor Goodchild asked what day the request was for.  Chairman Arrowood stated the request is for July 4, 2013.  Supervisor Jones asked if the insurance certificate stated any certain days on it.  Since we have no request, we can’t assume the date.

Supervisor Rupp asked what would happen if the request is not approved.  Chairman Arrowood said that the Pretty Lake fireworks would likely happen regardless,  and they should have followed protocol.  Supervisor Rupp suggested the possibility of getting a Conditional Use Permit that they could use every year.  Supervisor Goodchild responded that this was not a zoning issue.

Supervisor Casper arrived.  He verbally set forth the request for Pretty Lake Advancement Association’s request for a fireworks display on July 4, 2013 and set a rain date of July 6, 2013, with the display time beginning at dusk.  Supervisor Casper explained that the Pretty Lake Association’s secretary had been very ill.  A written request should have been made, but was not. 

Supervisor Jones asked to withdraw his previous motion.  Supervisor Goodchild seconded the motion, and it carried.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to approve the request for a fireworks display for the Pretty Lake Advancement Association on July 4, 2013 at dusk, with a rain date of July 6, 2013 along with the insurance certificate.  Supervisor Goodchild seconded the motion and it carried.

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.
