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Chairman Arrowood called the meeting of the Ottawa Town Board to order.  Roll call attendance was taken and Town Supervisors Goodchild, Casper, Rupp and Jones were present.

The Town Planner, Sandy Scherer, had prepared a memorandum for the Town Board regarding the Release of Restrictions on the McDonough property as follows:

The McDonough’s currently own a parcel of land (Lot 2, CSM 8387) that straddles CTH D.  The portion of the land on the south side of the road is encumbered by a CSM, while the land on the north side of the road is listed as “unplatted lands”.  On May 8, 2013, the Waukesha County Board of Adjustment (BOA) approved variances to 
1. Allow accessory buildings (a barn, a barn foundation, two silos, and a milk house) to remain on the property on the south side of CTH D without a principal residence.
2. To amend the previous BOA decision from 1990 to allow the same property, which contains the accessory buildings, to be sold separately from the remainder of the property on the north side of CTH D, which contains the principal residence.  

The 2013 variance contained three conditions of approval as follows:

1.  Prior to the property being sold separately from the lot on the northeast side of CTH D, the restriction on the existing CSM and Affidavit shall be formally released.  A CSM has been determined not to be required.

2. Prior to the property being sold separately from the lot on the northeast side of CTH D, a detailed cost estimate for the removal of the accessory structures shall be prepared by a contractor or other qualified professional and submitted to the Waukesha County Planning and Zoning staff.  This condition has been satisfied.
3. Within 30 days of the sale of the property, a Financial Assurance (Letter of Credit or check) for the cost of removal of the accessory structures plus 15% shall be submitted to the Waukesha County Planning and Zoning Division staff.  If a residence is not constructed on the property within 5 years, and the accessory structures are not removed, the  County may draw on the funds to have the structures removed.  A check in the amount of $5492 is on hold with the County until all decisions have been made and will then be cashed, and a list of terms relative to the cashing of the check will accompany the receipt that is returned to the applicant/buyer.

Planner Scherer recommended the Town Board similarly approve the Release of Restrictions relative to these aforementioned CSM’s and the Affidavit filed in 2003, with the following conditions, which are in addition to the BOA conditions listed above:

1.  Only a maximum of four existing accessory buildings and the old barn foundation may remain on the parcel on the south side of CTHD in accordance with the Town Plan Commission’s approval of more than two accessory buildings on the property at their meeting of July 1, 2013.  None of the accessory buildings shall be utilized for commercial storage or business operations of any kind now or in the future unless all required permits are first obtained.  The existing barn shall be used for personal recreational and hobby shop purposes only unless all required permits are first obtained.
2. After obtaining all of the required signatures on the Release of restrictions document, the document must be recorded with the Waukesha County Register of Deeds (ROD) office.  A copy of the recorded document must be provided to the Town Planner subsequent to filing the document in the ROD office.

3. The Town Plan Commission recommended that the period of time given in #3 of the BOA decision cited above be reduced to two years, with the opportunity for the applicant/buyer to seek an extension from the Town Plan Commission prior to the expiration of the two year time limit if the two year deadline becomes burdensome upon just cause.

4. A signed, formal written document shall be submitted by the applicant/buyer to the Waukesha County Planning and Zoning Division stating that Waukesha County can draw on the funds ($5492) after a period of two years, instead of the five years stated in the BOA’s decision, based on the Town of Ottawa’s decision relative to this matter.
Chairman Arrowood said that Planner Scherer recommended approval to the Town Board.  
Supervisor Goodchild explained that Lot 2 is tied to the original parcel, and could only be sold if the buildings were removed.  The proposed buyer wants to rebuild the structures on the property rather than demolish them.  The BOA, Ottawa Plan Commission and Town Board all need to say okay.  The BOA agreed to remove the restrictions, so a timeline and escrow account were set up in case the owner cannot complete the job within the timeframe.  The proposed buyer was present and said that he thinks he can build a house in two years.  If not, the County can use his financial assurance to demo the buildings on the property.
Supervisor Goodchild said that he was satisfied with the Town Planner and Plan Commission’s recommendation, and the two-year limit that was imposed.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to approve the Release of Restrictions with the BOA conditions and the additional conditions as submitted by the Town Planner in her memorandum dated July 8, 2013.  Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
Fire Chief Totzke and Assistant Fire Chief Leonard were present from the Dousman Fire District to update the Board on their recent activities.  Chief Totzke reported that they pulled an all-nighter in June when they were asked to assist with a call in Oconomowoc that was followed by a call to assist in the Wern Valley fire.  Three days later they had three EMS calls in 20 minutes, and handled them all.  Chief Totzke said it was a testament to their dedication.  They were in a few parades during the July 4th holiday, and have completed all fire inspections.
Assistant Chief Leonard said that a bike-ride event will take place on July 13th, and a portion of the ride will be through the Town of Ottawa.  He said that there was going to be a motorcycle ride passing through in the future.

Chairman Arrowood reported that he had spoken to Deb Hall, the President of the Village of North Prairie. Our contract with them for fire protection and EMS will expire at the end of this year.  Our current contract with them says that “either party shall, at least ninety days before the expiration of the contract, give notice to negotiate the terms and conditions hereof or to terminate”.  Chairman Arrowood was trying to ascertain whether it would be more beneficial for the Town to continue to have the North Prairie Fire Department cover the southeast corner of the Town or to have the entire Town serviced by the Dousman Fire District.
Fire Chief Totzke said that the North Prairie Fire Department has responded to 13 calls so far this year in the area that they respond to in the Town of Ottawa.  The DFD is looking to become a department that offers paramedic service in 2014.  North Prairie has one ambulance and can respond to one call at a time.  They do not provide paramedic services.  The DFD has three ambulances and paramedic responders in the near future.  Additionally, the DFD would like to take advantage of getting paid for standing by at events that take place in the State Forest.
After review, Chairman Arrowood accepted the Treasurer’s report as presented.

After review, Chairman Arrowood accepted the Town Building Inspector’s report as presented.

After review, Chairman Arrowood accepted the Town Engineer’s report as presented.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to adopt Resolution # 7-13, a resolution to refund taxes due to palpable error regarding property owned by Perkins Wildlife Area, Inc.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild, and carried unanimously. Taxes in the amount of $398.14 were paid in error by Dean Kincaid, Inc., and will be refunded to him.
Town Attorney John Macy prepared a sample ordinance as one possible mechanism to address some Board of Review issues.  There is nothing in our current Code Book regarding Board of Review issues.  Supervisor Casper made a motion to accept Ordinance 7-13 as proposed, and suggested that Attorney Macy start a new section “B’ in the Town’s Code Book.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried unanimously.
Recently, a resident asked Supervisor Rupp if he could pay his property taxes with his credit card.  The Town does not offer that service.  The Town Clerk got information from the Waukesha County Treasurer, as they do offer that service.  The County’s collection agreement included a pricing schedule.  Although pricing has not yet been determined for the 2013-2014 tax collection cycle, last year’s price for doing the first installment collection was $2.25 per parcel.  Had the Town used their services, it would have cost $4,194.00.  Nothing has been budgeted for this year.  Supervisor Jones made a motion to take no action.  Supervisor Casper seconded the motion and it carried.
Chairman Arrowood said that he had a call from someone wanting to know if the Town of Ottawa would be interested in selling the Mill Pond Dam to him.  He currently owns the 25 acre parcel located to the far north in the Nature’s Retreat Subdivision.  Chairman Arrowood suggested that Mr. Stollenwork would first need DNR approval, and Chairman Arrowood did not think that they would approve the sale to a private owner.  The Town would need to have a public hearing in order to dispose of property, and it could get messy.  
Supervisor Jones said that if Mr. Stollenwork has a plan, and got DNR approval, the Board should entertain the proposal.  Supervisor Casper suggested that it might not be a good idea to have a private citizen take over the dam.  He didn’t’ think that the Board should be interested in privatizing.

Chairman Arrowood suggested that we would have to get DNR support and put money in the budget if we were interested in selling the dam.

Supervisor Casper made a motion not to sell the Mill Pond Dam to a private citizen, saying that it is publicly owned, and selling it to a private citizen would be the cause of many fights for years to come.  The Town Board would not be acting like good stewards by selling the dam.  Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion.
Supervisor Casper asked to amend his motion, to which Supervisor Rupp agreed.  Supervisor Casper made a motion to say that at this time, the Town Board is not interested in selling the Mill Pond Dam.  Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Under announcements, Chairman Arrowood called attention to a letter contained in the Board packets, detailing the 2014 GIS Web Data Storage, Hosting and Maintenance Services Agreement with Ruekert and Mileke.

Supervisor Jones agreed to work with Ruekert and Mielke and Town Hall staff to figure out how to make the new Cemetery software work well for the Town.

There was no public comment.  

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to accept the minutes from the meeting held on July 1, 2013, as presented.  Supervisor Jones seconded the motion and it carried.
Supervisor Rupp made a motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on June 10, 2013, as presented.  Supervisor Goodchild seconded the motion and it carried.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to pay the bills as listed, in addition to checks for Lori Geyman and associated payroll checks, we energies and John’s Disposal and Cardmember Services.  Supervisor Goodchild asked her to include a check for Paul Letendre Carpentry in the amount of $3430.  He would like to pay Paul for the cost of the posts he will have to purchase to make repairs in the Ottawa Park pavilion.  He will be paid for the posts after the posts are installed.  Supervisor Jones seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to adjourn.  Supervisor Casper seconded the motion and it carried.
