JOINT PUBLIC HEARING 
OTTAWA PLAN COMMISSION AND TOWN BOARD

SEPTEMBER 9, 2013

Chairman Arrowood called a Joint Public Hearing with the Ottawa Plan Commission and the Town of Ottawa Board of Supervisors to order.  In attendance, representing the Ottawa Plan Commission were Commissioners Hausser, Franklin, Mundschau and Kershek.  Town Board Supervisors Goodchild, Casper, and Jones were also present.  
Chairman Arrowood turned the hearing over to Sandy Scherer, the Town Planner.

Planner Scherer read through the Notice of Public Hearing that she had prepared, a summary of which follows: 

The public hearing will be conducted to consider updates and amendments to Town of Ottawa Comprehensive Development Plan (CDP) adopted in 2009.  The Town of Ottawa proposed the updates and amendments to the Town’s CDP map as follows:

 Update the Plan map to expand the Paradise Valley Addition to the Southern Unit of the              Kettle Moraine State Forest created in 2009 which is part of the Adopted WDNR Project              Boundary in the Town of Ottawa to include an area recently acquired by the WDNR              located in portions of Sections 5-8 in the Town of Ottawa containing approximately              1,344 acres (including the acreage in Jefferson County).

 Amend the CDP Plan map in regard to the Farmland Preservation category              (Approximately 4.6 acres) and the Other Open Lands to be Preserved category              (approximately 818 acres), purchased by the WDNR from Kincaid in 2013, to the              proposed Recreational category in an area located in portions of Sections 5-8 in the              Town of Ottawa.  The Primary Environmental Corridor category will not be amended.

             Amend the CDP Plan map in regard to the Agricultural 10 Acre Density category              (approximately 47.5 acres) and the Other Open Lands to be Preserved category              (approximately 25.5 acres), purchased by the WDNR from MenLan in 2013, to the              proposed Recreational category in an area located in portions of Sections 16, 20, and 21              in the Town of Ottawa.  The Primary Environmental Corridor category will not be              amended.
             Amend the CDP Plan map in regard to the Rural Density and Other Agricultural Land              category (approximately 43 acres) purchased by the WDNR from Schardt in 2011, to the              proposed Recreational category in an area located in portions of Sections 21, 22, and 28              in the Town of Ottawa.  The Primary Environmental Corridor category will not be              amended.

Planner Scherer said that she had met with a WDNR representative, and made them aware of the fact that they will need land use amendments for their three new acquisitions after their lands were moved from agricultural to recreational use.  She said that the Plan Commission makes recommendations to the Ottawa Town Board and Waukesha County, and the Town Board will take action, by ordinance, in October.
There were no questions from the public.

Commissioner Kershek asked Planner Scherer if the State was notified of the LUP amendments/category changes, in case they were not happy with them.  Planner Scherer responded that the State Statutes did not require such notification.  

Supervisor Goodchild asked if the WDNR had in fact closed on the properties?   Planner Scherer said that she knew only that the three most recent acquisitions had been approved the WDNR Board.  She will find out the answer to his question before the Town Board takes action in October.

Commissioner Kershek made a motion to close the joint public hearing on behalf of the Plan Commission.  Commissioner Franklin seconded the motion and it carried. Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to adjourn the joint public hearing on behalf of the Town Board.  Supervisor Casper seconded the motion and it carried.
