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Chairman Arrowood called the meeting of the Ottawa Plan Commission to order.  Roll call attendance was taken and Commissioners Hausser, Franklin, Mundschau and Kershek were present.

A request was made to amend the Adopted WDNR Project Boundary that is part of the Town of Ottawa’s Comprehensive Development Plan map by expanding it to include the acquisition of the Kincaid lands which are outside of and approximately ½ mile from the current project boundary of the Paradise Valley Wildlife Area in the Southern Unit of the Kettle Moraine State Forest.  Planner Scherer read through the Report and Recommendations that she prepared for this proposal.
Planner Scherer recommended that the request to amend the Town of Ottawa’s Comprehensive Development Plan map be approved.  Based on her report, approval of the request would preserve and conserve additional open space, wildlife habitat, natural resource base, and the rural landscape in this area of the Town of Ottawa, and prevent residential development on environmentally sensitive lands.  This recommendation will be forwarded to the County for consideration in their 2014 amendment cycle.

A request was made to amend the Town of Ottawa’s Comprehensive Development Plan map from the Farmland Preservation category (approximately 4.6 acres) and the Other Open Lands to be Preserved category (approximately 818 acres) to the Recreational category, since the subject area has been recently acquired from Dean Kincaid Inc. by the WDNR and added to the Paradise Valley Wildlife Area of the Southern Unit of the Kettle Moraine State Forest.  The total acquisition was 1,344 acres, of which 1,028 acres lie in the Town of Ottawa.
Planner Scherer recommended that the request to amend the Town of Ottawa’s Comprehensive Development Plan map be approved.  Based on her report, approval of the request would preserve and conserve the open space, wildlife habitat, natural resource base, and rural landscape in this area of the Town of Ottawa, and prevent residential development on environmentally sensitive lands.  This recommendation will be forwarded to the County for consideration in their 2014 amendment cycle.  The Primary Environmental Corridor land use designation on the remainder of the newly acquired lands in this area would not change.  Planner Scherer said that Waukesha County will follow up with Farmland Preservation Plan zoning amendments.

A request was made to amend the Town of Ottawa’s Comprehensive Development Plan map from the Agricultural 10 Acre Density category (approximately 38 acres) and the Other Open Lands to be Preserved category (approximately 26 acres) to the Recreational category, since the subject area has been recently acquired from MenLan, Inc. by the WDNR and added to the Paradise Valley Wildlife Area of the Southern Unit of the Kettle Moraine State Forest.  The total acquisition was approximately 299 acres.  The Primary Environmental Corridor land use designation on the remainder of the newly acquired lands in this area would not change.  

Planner Scherer recommended that the request to amend the Town of Ottawa’s Comprehensive Development Plan map be approved.  Based on her report, approval of the request would preserve and conserve the open space, wildlife habitat, natural resource base, and rural landscape in this area of the Town of Ottawa, and prevent residential development on environmentally sensitive lands.  This recommendation will be forwarded to the County for consideration in their 2014 amendment cycle.  The Primary Environmental Corridor land use designation on the remainder of the newly acquired lands in this area would not change.  Planner Scherer wrote that Waukesha County has plans to update their zoning codes and maps, and the zoning of these lands will be updated as necessary.

A request was made to amend the Town of Ottawa’s Comprehensive Development Plan map from the Rural Density and Other Agricultural Land category (approximately 47 acres) to the Recreational category since the subject area (formerly Schardt property) was recently acquired by the WDNR and added to the Paradise Valley Wildlife Area of the Southern Unit of the Kettle Moraine Forest.  The Primary Environmental corridor land use designation on the remainder of the newly acquired lands in this area would not change. 

Planner Scherer recommended that the request to amend the Town of Ottawa’s Comprehensive Development Plan map be approved.  Based on her report, approval of the request would preserve and conserve the open space, wildlife habitat, natural resource base, and rural landscape in this area of the Town of Ottawa, and prevent residential development on environmentally sensitive lands.  This recommendation will be forwarded to the County for consideration in their 2014 amendment cycle.

Commissioner Kershek asked the Town Planner if hunting was allowed on the properties in the Recreational category, and she said it was.

Supervisor Goodchild said that he bought his property in 1980.  It is adjacent to State owned property, and improves his quality of life.  He said that Paradise Valley is good for all of us, and visitors too.

Commissioner Hausser made a motion to approve the updates and amendments to the Town of Ottawa’s Comprehensive Development Plan map by Resolution as follows:

a.  Update WDNR Project Boundary to expand the Paradise Valley Wildlife Area to include the land recently acquired from Kincaid
b. Amend Dean Kincaid Inc. lands from Farmland Preservation and Other Open Lands to be Preserved to the Recreational category

c. Amend MenLan, Inc. lands from the Agricultural 10 Acre Density and Other Open Lands to be Preserved to the Recreational category

d. Amend former Schardt lands from Rural Density and Other Agricultural Land to the Recreational category

Commissioner Franklin seconded the motion and it carried.

The next item on the agenda was a request to transfer Vulcan Lands, Inc. quarry operation to Payne and Dolan, Inc. including all existing and pending Conditional Uses and Site Plan/Plans of Operation and the Restoration Agreement.  Planner Scherer reviewed her Planner Report and Recommendations that she had prepared.
Supervisor Goodchild requested Payne and Dolan use the full town address on their new sign.

Commissioner Kershek asked about a pending Conditional Use to mine up to eighty feet below the water table in certain areas.  He thought that Vulcan had requested permission to do that type of mining in the past.  Planner Scherer said that she could not issue the permits because Vulcan had not  complied with all of the conditions of approval.

Commissioner Mundschau made a motion to recommend approval of the request to transfer the existing and pending Conditional Uses and Site Plan/Plans of Operation and the Restoration Agreement from Vulcan Lands, Inc. to Payne and Dolan, Inc. to the Ottawa Town Board and the Waukesha County Park and Planning Commission as conditioned by the Town Planner.  Commissioner Franklin seconded the motion and it carried.
Dave and Maggie Eichstaedt were present to request permission to have more than two accessory buildings on their property located at S23W35305 Parry Road.  Mrs. Eichstaedt said that they had torn down a dilapidated barn on the property, and they would like to build a three car garage in its place.  This would be the fourth accessory building on the property.  Commissioner Kershek made a motion to approve the request for the Eichstaedt’s to build a three car garage on their property on Parry Road, which will exceed the limit of two outbuildings.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hausser and carried.

Charles Henricks was present with a request to have more than two accessory buildings on his property located at S30W37308 School Section Lake Road.  He would like to construct a 24  x 46 accessory building to store his trailer and RV under cover.  The meeting packet contained a picture of the carport Mr. Henricks would like to construct.  One of the Commissioners stated that it looked like a Quonset hut.  Mr. Henricks said the structure would be enclosed on three sides, and the open side would face north, and the structure would be located 277 feet from the road.
Supervisor Goodchild said that he was having a hard time visualizing the structure.  He wondered what it would look like and what color it would be.  He wanted to see renderings similar to the previous petitioners, the Eichstaedts.  

Commissioner Kershek made a motion to adjourn this item to the next meeting which will be held on October 7, 2013.  That would give the petitioner more time to prepare and submit more information about the structure he would like to construct.  Pictures and reference to a color would be helpful.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried.

Mr. Henricks then asked if the structure was attached to his existing barn would it still be a problem.  He did not want to wait another month for permission, and then have to find a contractor to construct the building.  Planner Scherer asked if any trees would have to be removed to which Mr. Henricks answered no.  She added that if he were to attach the new structure to his existing barn, he would not be in excess of two accessory buildings.  He would still need a zoning and building permit however.  As Mr. Henricks was leaving the building, Planner Scherer asked him to let us know if he planned on doing something else.
June Curry, a resident who lives at W375 S5060 E. Pretty Lake Road had written a letter to the Plan Commission, dated June 22, 2013, requesting permission for a hobby kennel permit to allow her to keep four dogs at their home.  Two neighbors who were mailed notices regarding Mrs. Curry’s proposal voiced concerns.  Anita Oray had called the Town Clerk, as she was unable to attend the meeting, and said that she thought there were too many dogs around the lake.  David Vanucci called the Town Clerk and was also in attendance at the meeting.  He thought that the dogs would be kenneled outside, and did not want a barking dog situation next to his house.  

Supervisor Goodchild spoke up and said that the petitioner was not present, and there were concerns.  Commissioner Kershek said that he had questions for the petitioner also.  Supervisor Franklin made a motion to table this item until the October 7, 2013 meeting.  Commissioner Kershek seconded the motion, and it carried.

The list of zoning violations pending with Waukesha County was reviewed.  Commissioner Kershek asked Planner Scherer why Corporation Counsel was not working on the Igl case as the violations have been going on for years.

There was no correspondence or public comment.

Commissioner Kershek made a motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on July 1, 2013, as amended  by  the Town Planner.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Mundschau and carried.

Commissioner Hausser made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Franklin and carried.
