PUBLIC HEARING – PROPOSED 2014 BUDGET
November 18, 2013
Chairman Arrowood called the public hearing to discuss the proposed 2014 budget to order.  In attendance were Town Supervisors Goodchild, Casper Rupp and Jones.  Victor and Marilyn Herbert were also present.

Chairman Arrowood explained that the town’s tax rate stayed the same as the previous year at $1.60 per thousand dollars of assessed value.  He added that the Kettle Moraine School District’s tax levy increased by 6%.

Marilyn Herbert asked a question about the working on an agenda item.  The Town Clerk answered that the Board needs authorization to spend in excess of $190,000.00 on Town roads.  The State Statutes allow Towns to spend $5,000.00 per mile on roads.  The Town of Ottawa has 38 miles of Town roads.  The Board intends to spend more than the prescribed amount of $190,000.00.

Marilyn thought that some items could still be trimmed from the budget.  

Chairman Arrowood explained that the budget has a line item to put $10,000.00 away for a future revaluation.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to close the public hearing.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Casper and carried.

SPECIAL MEETING OF THE TOWN ELECTORS
Chairman Arrowood called a special meeting of the electors of the Town of Ottawa to order.  
Marilyn Herbert made a motion to approve 2014 highway expenditures in excess of $190,000.00.  Victor Herbert seconded the motion and it carried.

Melissa Klein made a motion to adopt the 2013 tax levy paid in 2014, in the amount of $873,884.00.  The motion was seconded by Michael Jones and carried.

Cheryl Rupp made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Thomas Casper and carried.

TOWN BOARD MEETING
Chairman Arrowood called the meeting of the Ottawa Town Board to order.  Roll call attendance was taken, and Town Supervisors Goodchild, Jones, Rupp and Casper were present.  

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to adopt the 2013 budget as proposed pursuant to Sec. 60.40(4), Wis. Stats.  Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion and it carried.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Casper and carried.
