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JOINT PUBLIC HEARING 
OTTAWA PLAN COMMISSION 

OCTOBER 7, 2013

Chairman Arrowood called a Joint Public Hearing with the Ottawa Plan Commission to order at 6:30 p.m.  In attendance were Commissioners Hausser, Franklin, Hanson, Kershek, Mundschau and Weber.    
Chairman Arrowood turned the hearing over to Sandy Scherer, the Town Planner.

Planner Scherer read through the Notice of Public Hearing that she had prepared, a summary of which follows: 

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that a Joint Public Hearing will be conducted by the Town of Ottawa Plan Commission and a staff representative of the Waukesha County Department of Parks and Land Use – Planning and Zoning Division on Monday, October 7, 2013, at 6:30 p.m., at the Ottawa Town Hall, located at W360 S3337 S.T.H. 67, Dousman, WI, 53118, to consider the Conditional Use request of Dousman Limited Partnership/Dousman, LLC, 3239 S. 58th Street, Unit 113, Milwaukee, WI, 53219, d/b/a the Badger Kart Club (BKC), Shirley Howard/Alvin Emmons, Jr., agents, 1661 Rivers Bend, #104, Wauwatosa, WI, 53226 and 6943 S. North Cape Rd, Franklin, WI, 53136 respectively, to consider a request to amend the existing Conditional Use to construct two storage structures on the BKC property (SCU-10C) to be rented and used to store individual club members equipment and, therefore, each building will be divided into 14 separate units.

The property is part of the NW ¼ of Section 4 and the NE ¼ of Section 5, T6N, R17E, Town of Ottawa, and more specifically is located at W377 S1851 Gramling Lane, Dousman, WI, 53118.

All interested parties will be heard.  Legal Notice was published in the Kettle Moraine Index on

Thursday, September 19, 2013 and Thursday, September 26, 2013.

Planner Scherer stated that it was the request of the Badger Kart Club to adjourn the Joint Public Hearing due to a change in the location of the buildings.  Until revised information is submitted, we don’t have a proposal.  Badger Kart Club will prepare detailed information for the November meeting.
Chairman Arrowood asked if there was anyone who wanted to be heard, even though this hearing will be adjourned until Planner Scherer can prepare a report.  The Town would record any public comments.  Planner Scherer added that although we can hear public comments, we cannot answer any questions at this time because we have no detailed information.  There was no public comment.
Commissioner Kershek made a motion to adjourn the Joint Public Hearing regarding Badger Kart Club until the November 4, 2013 meeting at 6:30 p.m.  Commissioner Franklin seconded the motion and it carried.
