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OTTAWA TOWN BOARD
Meeting Minutes – November 11, 2013

Chairman Arrowood called the meeting of the Ottawa Town Board to order.  Roll call attendance was taken, and Town Supervisors Goodchild, Rupp and Jones were present.  Supervisor Casper was out of town and unable to attend.

Deputy Hollinsworth from the Waukesha County Sheriff’s Department was present, asking if there were any local concerns.  There were not.

The Dousman Fire District’s Chief Steve Totzke was present with his monthly activity report.  He said that they had responded to 89 calls in the month of October.  They anticipate that they will hit 1100 calls by the end of the year.  

Chief Totzke said that they are working on a draft contract with the Village of Sullivan, and the Towns of Sullivan and Concord for EMS.  He explained that the Villages of Summit and Dousman, and the Town of Ottawa will have to approve of the contract before it goes back to the Dousman Fire Board for approval.

Chief Totzke informed the Board that the feasibility study for a paramedic program for the District has been forwarded to the State of Wisconsin for approval.  Now they need to do more paperwork.  They are still shooting for July 2014 as their target date to implement paramedic services.  He added that all of the EMT’s have been re-certified, so they are good until June of 2016.

Pat Seegers was present to request extensions to record two CSMs that were approved earlier.  On December 10, 2012, the Ottawa Town Board granted final approval of a CSM and waivers for PBS Ottawa LLC (north CSM).  The CSM was never recorded so he requested an extension to record the CSM as the required 90 days has expired.  Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to grant an extension until December 31, 2013 to record the CSM per the Town Planner’s recommendation.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.

The Town Board granted final approval of a revised CSM and waivers for PBS Ottawa LLC (south CSM) on March 11, 2013.  The petitioner, Pat Seegers, has yet to record the CSM due to a number of circumstances and is therefore requesting an extension to record the CSM as the required 90 days has expired.  Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve an extension until May 31, 2014, for the petitioner to record the CSM per the Town Planner’s recommendation.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

After review, Chairman Arrowood accepted the Treasurer’s monthly activity report as presented.  
After review and brief discussion, Chairman Arrowood accepted the Building Inspector’s monthly activity report as submitted.

Chairman Arrowood discussed a letter written by the Town Engineer to Joe Wessley of Struck & Irwin Paving, Inc., in response to letters written by Mr. Wessley to the Town Chairman and the Town Engineer in October, regarding the quality of work that was done on Town roads.  Chairman Arrowood said that no patch will fix the “surface imperfections”.  

In September 2013, the Ottawa Town Board took action to take $124,580.82 from the dedicated Road Fund to pay Struck and Irwin Paving, Inc. for work that was completed in regards to the 2013 Road Program.  After the 2014 budget was approved, the Board saw a robust fund balance.  Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to put $124,580.82 back into the dedicated Road Fund, and show the expense for the road work that was done in the road budget.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.

In July of 2013, Town Attorney John Macy prepared a sample ordinance as one possible mechanism to address some Board of Review issues.  The Ottawa Town Board adopted the ordinance.  The Town Clerk requested him to finalize the ordinance and prepare the new code pages.  Attorney Macy noted that it was a model ordinance and not therefore in a form for submission into the Code book.  In re-checking the Code book, he found no Board of Review Ordinance.  He submitted another proposed ordinance creating Section 1.18 entitled Board of Review, not only inserting the new ordinance into the Code book but also addressing other issues.  

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to rescind Ordinance 7-13, adopted in July of 2013, and approve Ordinance 11-13, an Ordinance to Create Section 1.18 entitled Board of Review of the Town of Ottawa Municipal Code related to the Board of Review.  Supervisor Jones seconded the motion and it carried.  

Melissa Klein, the Town Clerk, explained that the Town has an ordinance, Section 3.13 (1) and (2), that states:  By this ordinance the Town Board of the Town of Ottawa does hereby obligate the Town of Ottawa to pay to the County Treasurer for Waukesha County all taxes of any kind required by law to be paid to the County Treasurer in the event that the Treasurer for the Town should fail to make such payment.  Pursuant to Section 70.67 (2) of the Wisconsin Statutes and Section 3.13 (1) of the Town Code, the Treasurer for the Town shall not be required to execute or deliver the bond provided for under Section 70.67 (1) of the Wisconsin Statutes.  This means that the Town is self-insured.  Clerk Klein suggested that the Town Board rescind Section 3.13 (1) of the Town’s General Code, and purchase a short-term tax collection bond instead.  

Supervisor Jones made a motion to move ahead with the tax collection bond purchase now, but revisit Section 3.13 (1) of the Town’s General Code to ascertain why it was created in the first place.  Supervisor Goodchild seconded the motion and it carried.

The Village of North Prairie submitted a contract for snow and ice control for the 2013-2014 season.  Chairman Arrowood explained that Theine Grading plows Waterville Road south of the five corners to CTH ZZ.  North Prairie plows the west side of Waterville Road from CTH ZZ to Piper Road, and Piper Road west of STH 59 to Waterville Road.  The Town of Eagle plows the north side of Piper Road and two cul-de-sacs off of Piper Road.  He said that he wondered if it would be cheaper to have the Theine’s plow the entire Town, and suggested that the Board take a good look at that possibility in the future.

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to accept the contract from the Village of North Prairie for snow and ice control for the 2013-2014 season.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve the engagement letter from Rotroff Jeanson and Company, SC, which confirms our understanding of the services they will provide to the Town of Ottawa for the year ending December 31, 2013.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

Within the last year, the WDNR has purchased parcels of land in the Town of Ottawa, to be included in the Paradise Valley addition to the Southern Unit of the Kettle Moraine State Forest.  Subsequently, the Town needed to make updates and amendments to their Comprehensive Development Plan.  

The first request is to amend the Adopted WDNR Project Boundary that is part of the Town of Ottawa’s Comprehensive Development Plan (CDP) by expanding it to include the acquisition of the Kincaid lands which are outside of and approximately ½ mile from the current project boundary of the Paradise Valley Wildlife Area of the Kettle Moraine State Forest – Southern Unit.  The property is located in Sections 5, 6, 7, and 8 T6N R17E, Town of Ottawa, containing approximately 1,028 acres of land.  The total acquisition was 1,344 acres which also includes lands in Jefferson County.  

Planner Scherer recommended that the request to amend the Town of Ottawa’s CDP be approved.  Her report stated that approval of the request would preserve and conserve additional open space, wildlife habitat, natural resource base, and the rural landscape in this area of the Town of Ottawa, and prevent residential development on environmentally sensitive lands.  This recommendation will be forwarded to Waukesha County for consideration in their 2014 amendment cycle.

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to adopt Enrolled Ordinance # 11-13B, An Ordinance To Adopt a Comprehensive Development Plan Map Amendment (Recommended Land Use Plan Map For The Town of Ottawa -2035) Pursuant to Section 66.1001 of the Wisconsin Statutes.  Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion and it carried.

Another request was to amend the Town of Ottawa’s CDP map from the Farmland Preservation category (approx. 4.6 acres) and the Other Open Land to be Preserved category (approx. 818 acres) to the Recreational category as the subject area, Sections 5, 6, 7, and 8 T6N R17E, Town of Ottawa, containing approximately 1,028 acres of land, formerly owned by Dean Kincaid, has been recently acquired by the WDNR and added to the Paradise Valley Wildlife Area of the Kettle Moraine State Forest -Southern Unit.  

Planner Scherer recommended the request to amend the Town of Ottawa’s CDP map be approved.  Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to adopt Enrolled Ordinance # 11-13C, An Ordinance To Adopt a Comprehensive Development Plan Map Amendment (Recommended Land Use Plan Map For The Town of Ottawa -2035) Pursuant to Section 66.1001 of the Wisconsin Statutes.  Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion and it carried.

Another request was to amend the Town of Ottawa’s CDP map from the Agricultural 10 Acre Density category (approx. 38 acres) and the Other Open Lands to be Preserved category (approx. 26 acres) to the Recreational category since the subject area, containing 40-50 acres of farm fields scattered among 250-260 acres of wooded wetlands, shrubland, and marsh, formerly owned by MenLan Inc., has been recently acquired by the WDNR and added to the Paradise Valley Wildlife Area of the Kettle Moraine Stat Forest – Southern Unit.

 Planner Scherer recommended the request to amend the Town of Ottawa’s CDP map be approved.  Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to adopt Enrolled Ordinance # 11-13D, An Ordinance To Adopt a Comprehensive Development Plan Map Amendment (Recommended Land Use Plan Map For The Town of Ottawa -2035) Pursuant to Section 66.1001 of the Wisconsin Statutes.  Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion and it carried.

Another request was to amend the Town of Ottawa’s CDP map from the Rural Density and Other Agricultural Land category (approx. 47 acres) to the Recreational category since the subject area was recently acquired by the WDNR and added to the Paradise Valley Wildlife Area of the Kettle Moraine State Forest – Southern Unit.  The land, formerly owned by Schardt, contains a bog, access to two small lakes, some navigable ditches/streams, wetland, floodplain, PEC, and future County Greenway trail connection possibilities.  

Planner Scherer recommended the request to amend the Town of Ottawa’s CDP map be approved.  Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to adopt Enrolled Ordinance # 11-13E, An Ordinance To Adopt a Comprehensive Development Plan Map Amendment (Recommended Land Use Plan Map For The Town of Ottawa -2035) Pursuant to Section 66.1001 of the Wisconsin Statutes.  Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion and it carried.

On November 4, 2013, the Town Plan Commission recommended approval of the Dodge Final CSM and waivers, subject to the Planner Comments, Town Engineer comments, and the Town’s Standard CSM Conditions.  Planner Scherer recommended that the Town Board similarly approve the Final CSM and six waiver requests as listed below:
1.	A waiver of the Preliminary CSM review as this is simply a combination of two lots.  The Plan Commission granted a waiver of this requirement.

2.	Utility easements, as required by the Town of Ottawa Land Division and Development Ordinance and the Town Engineer, shall be shown on the CSM.  The Plan Commission has previously stated the utility easement information around Pretty Lake is old and can be difficult to locate.  Thus, a waiver was requested, and the Plan Commission granted a waiver of this requirement.

3.	No soil tests are necessary for this land combination and the Town should consider a waiver of this requirement.  The Plan Commission granted a waiver of this requirement.

4.	The Ordinance requires the CSM show an elevation line 2 feet above the 100 year floodplain.  It is recommended this requirement be waived.  In addition, 50% of the lot may not be 2 feet above the 100 year floodplain elevation and therefore a waiver should be granted as this is an existing situation.  The Plan Commission granted waivers of both of these requirements.

5.	The lot may not meet the lot width to depth ratio and therefore would require a waiver.  The Plan Commission granted a waiver of this requirement.

6.	The Ordinance requires non-sewered lots to be no less than 150’ in width and no less than 40,000 square feet in area.  However, this is an existing situation and the zoning only requires 20,000 square foot lots, 120’ in width.  The Plan Commission granted a waiver of this requirement.

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve the Final Dodge CSM, to combine 
two lots, and waivers, as recommended by the Town Planner and Town Plan Commission.
Supervisor Jones seconded the motion and it carried.

Chairman Arrowood announced that he had attended another TRIP funding meeting.  He 
explained that the portion of money that the Town of Ottawa will be entitled to is $17,678.88.  He said that Ottawa and the Town of Eagle applied for funds for a joint venture project to work on Piper Road.  He said that the application also listed a joint venture project with the Village of North Prairie to pave Waterville Road south of CTH ZZ to Piper Road.  If neither of the joint venture projects works out, the TRIP money would be spent on patching Waterville Road south of the five corners.

There was no public comment.

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on October 14, 2013, as amended by Attorney Macy.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

A motion was made by Supervisor Goodchild and seconded by Supervisor Rupp, to approve the minutes from the executive session held on October 14, 2013, as amended.  The motion carried

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve the minutes from a meeting held at the Dousman Firehouse on October 16, 2013 as presented.  Supervisor Jones seconded the motion and it carried.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to pay the bills as listed plus additional checks that will be issued during the month for Lori Geyman and associated payroll withholdings, John’s Disposal, and Cardmember Services.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.

A motion was made by Supervisor Jones, and seconded by Supervisor Goodchild to adjourn.  The motion carried.
