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Chairman Arrowood called a Joint Public Hearing with the Ottawa Plan Commission to order at 6:30 p.m.  In attendance were Commissioners Hanson, Hausser, Kershek, Mundschau and Weber.    
Chairman Arrowood turned the hearing over to Sandy Scherer, the Town Planner.

Planner Scherer stated that this item was visited at the October 7, 2013 meeting, and subsequently was adjourned to the November 4, 2013 meeting due to Badger Kart Club needing to alter their original plans.  
The Public Hearing is to consider the Conditional Use request of Dousman Limited Partnership/Dousman, LLC, d/b/a the Badger Kart Club (BKC), Shirley Howard/Alvin Emmons, Jr., agents, W377 S1851 Gramling Lane, Dousman, WI, to amend the existing Conditional Use to construct two storage structures connected by a roof to be rented and used to store individual club members equipment where each building will be divided into ten separate units.
Chairman Arrowood asked for a motion to open the discussion to the public.  The motion was made by Commissioner Hausser and seconded by Commissioner Weber and the motion carried.
David Cass from the BKC presented the changes made to the building plans.  The plans were altered from two buildings with 14 units to two buildings connected by a roof with a total of 20 units.  The plans also show the building relocation due to a drainage ditch.  The building will be used by Badger Kart Club members to help those that live close by to save on fuel and trailer costs.  Badger Kart Club is member owned, with more than 200 members.  The Club is open six to nine months of the year, and is completely volunteer based.
Commissioner Weber asked if the units were only for use by Club members?  Mr. Cass responded that that was correct, there will be no public use.  Commissioner Kershek inquired as to how they would determine which members would lease the units.  Mr. Cass stated that they would be rented on a first come, first serve basis.  Commissioner Kershek also wanted to know the types of things that would be stored in the units.  Mr. Cass replied that they would hold Go-karts, gasoline, tools, parts, safety equipment and items needed for the karts.  Commissioner Kershek asked if they would be regulating utilities for individual units?  Mr. Cass responded no, not at this point.  The rent would be expected to cover utilities.
Commissioner Hausser asked if the units would be heated?  Mr. Cass answered no.  Commissioner Hausser added that the buildings appear similar in appearance to a self-storage building.

Chairman Arrowood asked if these buildings were located in the back of the property?  Mr. Cass replied that they worked a lot on determining the location as to where the best drainage would be.  The location is in front of the starting grid of the track, as indicated on the map he presented.

Commissioner Kershek inquired about the locations of doors, and if the walls would be dry walled to make them private units?  Mr. Cass answered that yes, the walls would be dry walled.  He pointed out on the drawing that the door in the middle is a pass through and there are two doors on the sides.  The garage doors would not be electric, and he added that there would be no storage in the  pass through area.

Planner Scherer inquired about the playground that was proposed for the site, if it was ever constructed and if it is still there?  Mr. Cass replied yes, and pointed out the playground area on an aerial map that Planner Scherer provided.  Planner Scherer added that they still needed to provide the exact dimensions of one of the buildings on the property as well, that being the registration/first aid building.  Mr. Cass agreed to provide that information.
There were no other comments or questions from the public.  Commissioner Kershek made a motion to adjourn the Joint Public Hearing.  Commissioner Weber seconded the motion and it carried.
