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Chairman Arrowood called the meeting of the Ottawa Town Board to order.  Roll call attendance was taken, and Town Supervisors Goodchild, Rupp and Jones were present.  Supervisor Casper was absent.

Dousman Fire District’s Chief Steve Totzke was present, to update the Board on their recent activities.  He said that they responded to 94 calls in November 2013, and are still on pace for 1100 calls for the year.  He said that the State of Wisconsin approved the District’s paramedic feasibility study.  He gave thanks to the Department of Health Services, and said that they had given him a lot of help.  He said that they are still planning to be able to provide paramedic service beginning on July 1, 2014.

Chief Totzke said that they have applied for a FEMA grant of $270,000.00 to help offset the cost of radio equipment upgrades when Waukesha County goes digital.  He said that the District would have to match 5%; about $13,500.00, if they get grant approval.

Chairman Arrowood thanked Chief Totzke and his crew for all of the work they put in, getting the Sullivan/Concord contract together.

Planner Scherer prepared a memo regarding Final CSM approval and request for waivers for the Pretty Lake Protection and Rehabilitation District (PLPRD), dated December 9, 2013.  It said that on December 2, 2013, the Town Plan Commission recommended approval of a Final CSM for the PLPRD, in accordance with the Planner Report and Recommendation dated November 4, 2013 and the Town Engineer’s Review Letter dated November 5, 2013, including a waiver of Item #3 of the Engineer’s review letter.  She recommended the Town Board approve of the Final CSM for the PLPRD in accordance with the Planner Report and Recommendation dated November 4, 2013 and the Town Engineer’s Review Letter dated November 5, 2013, including the waiver of Item #3 of the Town Engineer’s Review Letter.

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve the Final CSM and waiver for the PLPRD (Dwight Simon) in accordance with the Town Planner’s Report and Recommendation dated November 4, 2013 and to waive item #3 of the Ruekert and Mielke letter, dated November 5, 2013 as follows:  Per Town of Ottawa Land Division and Development Ordinance Chapter 18 Section 6.02 which refers to Section 4.02 (F) – Show the type, width and elevation of existing street pavements immediately adjacent to the boundary.  It is our opinion that under Wisconsin Statute 236.34 which references 236.20 (2)(L), which states that strict adherence to some provisions that may render the CSM difficult to read, that this may be waived or provided on a separate site plan.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.
Supervisor Jones made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report as submitted.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

After review, Chairman Arrowood accepted the Building Inspector’s Monthly Activity Report as submitted.

The Board reviewed the Town Engineer’s report.  The report contained information regarding the 2013 Road Program.  It said that the Town Engineer was asked by Struck and Irwin for a meeting and request approval to use a mediator familiar with this type of work.  He was going to be a part of a conference call scheduled for Monday, December 9, 2013 at 2:30 P.M.  Chairman Arrowood suggested that the Town Engineer remind Struck and Irvin that the project did not meet specifications.  He suggested that he speak to Jack Nissen about the condition of the roads, as he has worked for Waukesha County Department of Public Works for a long time, and is very knowledgeable in road matters.  He also suggested that Engineer Powell speak with Jeff Herrling of Crack Filling Service Corp., as he is very familiar with the process that was used on the Town’s roads.  Chairman Arrowood had asked Jeff to look at the roads that were worked on, and let him know what he thought.  Jeff said that the float at the back of the truck must have been full of debris that dragged gouges on the road surface.  He added that the Board should look at the roads again in the spring after the roads are clear of snow and ice.
   
Chairman Arrowood informed the Board that Struck and Irwin have Attorney Buck Sweeney representing them.  Mr. Sweeney suggested that this matter should go to arbitration.  He said that they have three people who could arbitrate for them.  Supervisor Goodchild said that arbitration is the way to go.  Chairman Arrowood said that the Board should establish a rate of pay for Jack Nissen, should he participate in arbitration for the Town.  

Supervisor Jones made a motion that the Town of Ottawa recommend an arbitrator in the name of Jack Nissen, with his fee to be determined by Chairman Arrowood, to represent us in the road project/the quality of the road project, and to act on our behalf.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried.

Chairman Arrowood accepted the Engineer’s report as presented.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to repeal Section 3.13 (1) (2) of the Town’s General Code, regarding the Town’s obligation to pay the Waukesha County Treasurer all taxes in the event that the Treasurer for the Town should fail to make such payment, and instead require the Town to bond the Treasurer each year for tax collection in order to satisfy State requirements.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

Chairman Arrowood said that prior to Tom Marks becoming the Town’s building inspector, we had worked with Independent Inspections.  Things were not good.  They were paid 90% of all permit fees.  Tom has worked for the Town for a long time.  When he started with us, we paid him 85% of a permit fees, and he has never asked for an increase.  He does a lot of things that are above and beyond the duties of an inspector.  He is very good at what he does and should be rewarded.  Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to increase the compensation for Wisconsin Inspection Agency, Tom’s business, from 85% to 90% of permit fees effective January 1, 2014.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve the following election inspectors for the 2014-2015 term:  Donna Honeyager, Debra Jablonski, Karen Panka, Mary Binkelman, Christopher Keefe, Jane Hausser, Dianne Bretl, Lorna and Jeremiah Marheine, Donna Woboril, Lilliann Chicantek, Dorothy Michalski, Beverly Day and Jane Glaze.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.

The Board received an invitation to become a member of the Rock River Coalition.  Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to not become members of the Coalition.  Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion and it carried.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to approve the Planner Service Contract between Waukesha County and the Town of Ottawa at the 2014 Waukesha County rates.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried.

Supervisor Rupp mentioned that $1,000 was included in the 2013 budget to replace the chairs at the meeting table.  New chairs will be ordered by the end of the year.

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on November 11, 2013, as amended per the Town Planner’s suggested revisions.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held at the Dousman Firehouse on December 3, 2013 as presented.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to pay the bills as presented, in addition to payroll and associated withholding checks for Lori Geyman.  Cardmember Services and John’s Disposal will be paid when the invoices arrive.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried.
