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Chairman Arrowood called the meeting of the Ottawa Town Board to order.  Roll call attendance was taken, and Town Supervisors Goodchild and Rupp were present.  Town Supervisors Casper and Jones were absent.  

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s monthly activity report as submitted.  Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion and it carried.

After review, Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to accept the Building Inspector’s monthly activity report as presented.  Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion and it carried.
The Town Engineer’s report was reviewed.  Chairman Arrowood informed the Board members that he was involved in scheduling a field review to inspect the micro-surfacing that was done by Struck and Irwin last year on several Town roads.  Jack Nissen has been selected for Ottawa’s representative mediator and Fred Schaejbe, an Engineer with the City of West Bend, has been selected for Struck and Irwin’s representative mediator.  They plan to meet at 11:00 AM on May 16, 2014 to view the roads.  Supervisor Rupp made a motion to approve the Engineer’s monthly status report as submitted.  Supervisor Goodchild seconded the motion and it carried.
Mark and Anne Bretl were present, requesting permission to operate a slalom course with a ski jump on Pretty Lake this summer.  Mark said that they have been doing this for the last several years.  The Town has heard no complaints about the Bretl’s operation.  Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve the request with the same conditions as listed in previous years, as shown below:

1.  The hours are limited to 11:00 A.M. to 6:00 P.M.

2.  The four buoys must be removed every night.

3.  The course cannot be in operation on the weekends and/or holidays.

4.  The course is restricted to the west side of the lake.

5.  The ski jump must be removed every night.

Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion, and it carried.

Anne Bretl made a request, on behalf of the Pretty Lake Advancement Association, for a fireworks show over Pretty Lake on July 4, 2014, from approximately 9:30 PM to 10:30 PM.  She explained that as in the past, Spectrum Pyrotechnics, Inc will put on the display.  However, their insurance policy does not renew until late June.  Someone from the Pretty Lake Advancement Association will have to provide a copy of Spectrum Pyrotechnics, Inc’s Certificate of Insurance showing the Town of Ottawa as an additional insured prior to the July 4th festivities.  Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve the request for a fireworks display over Pretty Lake on July 4, 2014, with the condition that the Town Clerk receive a copy of the Insurance Certificate for Spectrum Pyrotechnics, Inc., showing the Town of Ottawa as an additional insured prior to July 4, 2014.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.
Chairman Arrowood said that he approached both Norm Hausser and Norm Hanson, to ascertain if they would be interested in serving another three-year term on the Ottawa Plan Commission. Both of them suggested that they would like to remain on the Plan Commission.  Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to re-appoint Norman Hausser and Norman Hanson to serve on the Ottawa Plan Commission for another three-year term commencing on June 1, 2014, and ending on May 31, 2017.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

The next item on the agenda was the 2013 road program.  Chairman Arrowood said that the matter was going to arbitration as previously discussed.

Chairman Arrowood said that he received information that the Local Road Improvement Project planned for 2015 with the Town of Eagle has been approved.

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve Ordinance 5-14, An Ordinance to Repeal Section 3.13 Entitled “Town Obligation To Pay Taxes To The County Treasurer” Of The Town Of Ottawa Code.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.  
Chairman Arrowood said that he and Warren Mundschau are representing the Town of Ottawa regarding updates to the Farmland Preservation Act.
There was no public comment.

Chairman Arrowood clarified something that he had said at the April Town Board meeting.  After reading the draft version of the minutes regarding the Town’s intent to do some ditch work on School Section Lake Road in the future to alleviate ice build-up on the road during the winter, the Town Planner Sandy Scherer emailed him to inform him that ditching would require County approval if the Town would propose to do any ditching/land altering activities in that area on County owned land.  Chairman Arrowood said that Planner Scherer was referring to the PBS Ottawa LLC owned property on the south side of School Section Lake Road, and he was referring to the PBS Ottawa LLC owned property on the north side of School Section Lake Road.  There is no issue.
Additionally, at the April Town Board meeting, Supervisor Goodchild asked why a structural analysis was required to add/change antennae on the cell tower located near Needlepoint Drive on the Otto property when a structural analysis was also required when the structure was approved and built several years ago.  Planner Scherer answered that question for the Board.  She said that a new Structural Review is required for every co-location proposed on an existing tower.  The tower owner generally requires it as well as the permitting agencies to ensure the tower (which could have been constructed years ago under different standards or it may now be deteriorating) can handle the new equipment.  It is simply a safety issue.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on April 14, 2014 as presented.  Supervisor Goodchild seconded the motion and it carried.
Supervisor Rupp made a motion to pay the bills as listed, in addition to payment to John’s Disposal and Cardmember Services when the bills arrive, and Lori Geyman’s end of month payroll and associated tax withholding checks.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried.
Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.
