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Chairman Arrowood called the meeting of the Ottawa Town Board to order.  Roll call attendance was taken, and Town Supervisors Goodchild, Casper, Rupp and Jones were all present.

Jill Vento, an Ottawa resident, was present.  She has filed nomination papers for the Municipal Judge position with the Lake Country Municipal Court.  Is she were elected, she would have to live in a municipality that participates in the Lake Country Municipal Court.    Mrs. Vento read names of the municipalities that currently participate in the Lake County Municipal Court. She asked the Town Board to petition the court to allow the Town of Ottawa to join.  

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to petition the Lake Country Municipal Court to allow the Town of Ottawa to join.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Casper and carried.

Waukesha County Sheriff’s Deputy Michelle Larsuel stopped in to say that she continues to follow up on the Town’s request to watch for people who drop off garbage at the Town Hall parking lot before collection hours on Saturday mornings.  She said that they have not seen much action.

The Clerk reported that she had a problem with posting receipts, and had no Treasurer’s monthly activity report prepared to present.

The Building Inspector’s monthly activity report showed that 11 new home permits were issued in 2015.  Supervisor Jones made a motion to accept the report as presented.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried.

Chairman Arrowood said that he spoke with the Town Engineer following the December Town Board meeting, to discuss what still needs to be done following the Mill Pond Dam inspection.  

After review, Supervisor Rupp made a motion to accept the Engineer’s monthly activity report as presented.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried.

The Town Planner, Sandy Scherer, had prepared a memorandum for the Town Board, dated January 11, 2016, regarding a Preliminary CSM for Nick Jordan.  It said that on January 4, 2016, the Ottawa Plan Commission reviewed the CSM, and after discussion, recommended approval of it to the Town Board subject to the comments and conditions in the Planner’s report and the Town Engineer’s comments.  Planner Scherer recommended that the Town Board similarly approve the Preliminary CSM.

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve the Preliminary CSM for Nick Jordan in accordance with the Plan Commission and Town Planner recommendations, subject to the comments and conditions in the Planner’s Report and the Town Engineer’s comments.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

Planner Scherer had prepared another memorandum for the Town Board, regarding Marion Igl’s request for waivers in conjunction with a Conceptual CSM.  It said that on January 4, 2016, the Plan Commission reviewed a Conceptual CSM for Marion Igl and two waiver requests.  After discussion, the Plan Commission recommended approval of the following waivers to the Town Board:
1.  No more than 50% of any lot shall have slopes of 10% or greater.  However, the surveyor must still calculate this requirement and provide the results to the Town.
2. Utility easement locations, width, and type shall be shown on the CSM.  Gas service is at the property line and overhead electric and phone lines are along School Section Lake Road, so the Plan Commission felt easements were not necessary to be shown on the CSM in this case.
Planner Scherer recommended that the Town Board also approve the waiver requests.

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve Marion Igl’s request for waivers in regards to her Conceptual CSM submittal.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.

Planner Scherer had prepared a memorandum for the Town Board regarding an extension to file a Final CSM for the Igl Family Farm LLC.  It said that the Town Board approved a Final CSM and waivers for the Igl Family Farm LLC on August 10, 2015.  Although the Town Board was asked to grant a one month extension in December 2015, the required 90 day limit to record the CSM has expired.  The petitioner has been working on a draft of the Driveway Access and Maintenance Agreement.  There are still some outstanding conditions of approval that need to be resolved prior to the Town signing off on the CSM.  Planner Scherer recommended that another extension be granted until April 12, 2016 to record the CSM.  

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to extend the deadline for the Igl Family Farm LLC to record the Final CSM to April 12, 2016.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.

Resolution 1-16B was presented – A resolution to authorize borrowing $271,084.00 for the purchase of equipment for the Dousman Fire District.  The equipment is as follows:
· Communications Equipment - $77,434
· Station One Maintenance - $79,750
a) Garage doors, openers and wiring
b) Exterior lighting
· Administrative Vehicle - $40,000
· Utility Vehicle - $40,000
· Turnout gear - $38,900
· Amount subject to financing:  $271,084

This is a five-year loan, with an interest rate of 3.75%.  The loan will be with Ixonia Bank.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to adopt Resolution #1-16B, for the Dousman Fire District equipment as listed.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

Resolution 1-16A was presented – A resolution to levy a tax for the purchase of equipment for the Dousman Fire District.  

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to adopt Resolution 1-16A.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.

There was no correspondence.

There were no announcements.

There was no public comment.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to approve the minutes from the Town Board meeting held on December 15, 2015, as presented.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried.

Chief Bowen arrived, and reported on Dousman Fire District activities.  He talked about their involvement in a Christmas community outreach program they participated in that was very successful and fulfilling.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to pay bills as listed in addition to payroll checks and associated withholding checks that will be issued later in the month to M Klein and L Geyman, and to pay the invoices from Cardmemeber Services and Wisconsin Electric when they arrive.   The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to adjourn.  His motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried.
