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Chairman Arrowood called the meeting of the Ottawa Town Board to order at 6:00 P.M.  Roll call attendance was taken, and Town Supervisors Goodchild, Casper, Rupp and Jones were all present.

The Treasurer’s monthly activity report was reviewed.  Chairman Arrowood said that since most categories were under budget for 2015, there will be surplus to add to the fund balance.  A motion was made by Supervisor Casper and seconded by Supervisor Rupp to approve the Treasurer’s report as presented.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

A motion was made by Supervisor Rupp and was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild to approve the Building Inspector’s monthly activity report as presented.  The motion carried.

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to accept the Town Engineer’s monthly report as presented.  His motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

On February 1, 2016, the Ottawa Plan Commission reviewed a Final CSM for Nick Jordan.  After discussion, the Plan Commission recommended approval of the Final CSM to the Town Board, subject to the comments and conditions in the Planners and the Town Engineers reports.  Planner Scherer prepared a memorandum for the Town Board, and recommended that they similarly approve the Final CSM.

Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to approve the Final CSM for Nick Jordan, in accordance with the Plan Commission, Town Planner and Engineer’s recommendations.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried

Recently, a resident installed a 30’ culvert in conjunction with new home construction.  The Town Engineer suggested that the Town Board take a look at the ordinance.  Section 8.04 (3)(b) of the Town Code states that no driveway culvert shall be less than 18’ or more than 22’ in length at the outer street edge unless special permission is obtained from the Town Board.  Chairman Arrowood said that he thought the Board should leave the ordinance the way it is.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to approve a three-year contract extension for Paula Hosch-Books to maintain the grounds at the Town Hall and the Ottawa Cemetery.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

Chairman Arrowood said that he had requested a copy of a call log from the Dousman Fire District in order to review calls to residences in excess of 3.  Discussion followed regarding the Town Ordinance that was re-written in 2014, regarding fire service call fees.  The Board had intended that the Town Attorney would amend the ordinance to reflect a call fee for false alarms.  

Supervisor Jones made a motion to have Chairman Arrowood contact Attorney Macy to rewrite the ordinance per the Town Board’s original request.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried.

Chief Bowen from the Dousman Fire District stopped in to update the Board on department activities.

Under public comment, Chuck Wood introduced himself to the Town Board.  He is a candidate for Waukesha County Board Supervisor – District 14.

Chairman Arrowood explained that each spring, he drives Town roads with a representative from Crackfilling Service Corporation.  They look at which roads have been repaired most recently.  The Town of Ottawa contracts with them annually to perform crack filling at a cost not to exceed $25,000.00. This has saved the Town roads tremendously.  Crack filling is done before chip seal and slurry seal are applied.

Chairman Arrowood said that it is getting to be that time of year again.  He would like some input for the Town Board.  All of the Board members have a copy of the most recent PASER rating findings.  He asked them to take a look at the Town roads, and give him some feedback.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on January 11, 2016.   His motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to approve the bills for payment as listed, in addition to payroll and withholding checks for L Geyman, M Klein and poll workers, John’s Disposal and Cardmember Services when the invoices arrive, in addition to paying schools, Waukesha County, the State of Wisconsin and Lake Districts for the taxes collected on their behalf in December.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Casper and carried.

There were no announcements.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.
