November 20, 1998 - The Public Hearing for the proposed 1998 budget was called to order by Chairman Janusonis.   Agenda read.





Chairman Janusonis explained that the projected tax increase will be less than that in 1997, at 3.6%, and the tax rate should be decreased by $.09 per thousand dollars of assessed value.





Mike Jones was in attendance, and congratulated the Board on their work in keeping the budget down.





The proposed road projects for 1998 were briefly discussed.  A motion was made by Jim Fleming, and seconded by Supervisor Janquart, to approve the 1998 road budget at $330,500.00.  The motion carried unanimously, with 13 people voting in the affirmative.





A motion was made by Mike Jones, and seconded by Carl Borgstrom, to adopt the 1997  Town tax levy of $593,311.00 to be paid in  1998.  The motion carried unanimously.





Hearing adjourned.











The meeting of the Ottawa Town Board was called to order by Chairman Janusonis.  Supervisor Arrowood was absent.  A motion was made by Supervisor Stewart, and seconded by Supervisor Janquart, to adopt the 1998 budget.  Carried.  





Terry and Liz Mueller were present in order to raise concerns about the Kettle Moraine Recreation Association.  They do not like the way that teams are selected.  They think that there is a lack of existing procedure to select teams, and that teams are stacked in favor of KMRA Board members kids.  They are looking for a better mix of kids with varying levels of experience.  Mrs. Mueller asked if this was the  place to handle this problem.  





Chairman Janusonis asked why we had not heard any other complaints about this  situation.  If there were several complaints, the Board may be inclined to evaluate  finances.   He and Supervisor Luczka explained that the KMRA Board stands alone, and is not under the jurisdiction of the Town Board.  Changes would have to be made by them internally.





Chairman Janusonis further explained that the Ottawa Town Board cannot mandate that the KMRA  make a list of procedures on how they pick teams, but they could suggest that they do so.  The Town Board does not manage the program for them.


A motion was made by Supervisor Janquart, and seconded by Supervisor Stewart, to adopt the Town tax levy of $593,311.00, to be paid in 1998.  Carried.  





Linda Weber was present to discuss the position of Town Assessor.  She presented a report to implement a Computer Assisted Mass Appraisal system for the Town.  She attended classes at WCTC which allowed her to investigate several different programs.  The cost of hardware and software was discussed.  The last re-valuation was completed in 1981.  Most of the municipalities in Waukesha County  presently 	have their assessment rolls on computer, and she thinks that the Town of Ottawa should do the same.  She would choose a software program called Market Drive, which was written by an assessment/appraisal firm in Menomonee Falls.  





Linda said that she is an Ottawa resident, and would make a long-term commitment.  She has given it a lot of thought, and should be considered for the position of Town Assessor.  She is state licensed and has an associate degree in Real Estate Appraisal and Assessment from WCTC. She could work part-time, and transfer information to the computer in approximately 12 months.





The Board thanked her for her time.





A motion was made by Supervisor Stewart, and seconded by Supervisor Janquart to adjourn.  Carried.
