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Meeting Minutes – April 11, 2016

Chairman Arrowood called the meeting of the Ottawa Town Board to order at 6:00 P.M.  Roll call attendance was taken and Supervisors Goodchild, Casper, Rupp and Jones were all present.  

This meeting was not recorded due to equipment failure.

Chairman Arrowood congratulated Supervisor Jones and Supervisor Rupp as they were recently reelected to two year terms as Ottawa Town Supervisors.

The Treasurer’s monthly activity report was reviewed.  Chairman Arrowood commented that the Town had received payment from the Town of Eagle in the amount of $64,573.53.  That is Ottawa’s share of the grant money for the Piper Road paving project that was done last year.
Supervisor Casper made a motion to accept the report as presented.  His motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

The Building Inspectors monthly activity report was discussed.  Four new home permits have been issued so far this year. Supervisor Jones made a motion to accept the Building Inspector’s report as presented.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Casper and carried.

The Town Engineer’s report was reviewed.  Chairman Arrowood had received an email from Engineer Powell, which included a summary of items that need attention on, around, and near the Mill Pond dam, in accordance with Collins Engineers Inspection report. Chairman Arrowood said that he would talk to the Theine’s about the work needed on the project.  The Town will have to find a source to get the work done that the Theine’s are unable to do.
Supervisor Rupp made a motion to accept the Engineer’s monthly activity report as presented.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Casper and carried.

Howard Jeanson, the Town’s accountant representing Rotroff and Jeanson, was present.  He presented and explained the 2015 audited financial statement to the Board.  

Dousman Fire District’s Chief Brad Bowen was present with his monthly report of department activities.  He discussed the fact that they are not trained for shooter incidents.  He has spoken to representatives from Wales/Genesee, Lake Country, and Oconomowoc departments.  Besides the training needed, they will also require equipment such as vests, helmets, etc.  He thought that they could work with school districts and PTOs in the area for fundraising opportunities.

Chief Bowen also reported that someone in the area would like to donate ½ of the value of his hovercraft to the Dousman Fire District.  The District would have to pay for the other half.  They are currently looking at maintenance costs for this type of equipment.  A short discussion followed regarding wants versus needs

Anne Bretl was present with their annual request for permission for a portable slalom course and ski jump on Pretty Lake this summer.  

Supervisor Goodchild approved the request with the same conditions as listed in the past, and that the condition be listed in the minutes.  Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion and it carried.
1.  The hours are limited to 11:00 A.M. to 6:00 P.M.
2.  The four buoys must be removed every night.
3.  The course cannot be in operation on the weekends and/or holidays.
4.  The course is restricted to the west side of the lake.
5.  The ski jump must be removed every night.

The Clerk advised that she is still trying to get someone to come in to look at the sound system at the Town Hall that is inoperable.  It continues to be a work in progress.

The Board discussed planting a tree in Ottawa Park in memory of Carl Borgstrom.  A few types of trees were discussed.  Supervisor Casper said that he is in favor of a tree that would change color with the seasons.  Supervisor Goodchild said that he would look into it.
Supervisor Jones made a motion to purchase and plant a tree in Ottawa Park in Carl Borgstrom’s memory.  Something unique. The motion was seconded by Supervisor Casper and carried.

Chairman Arrowood had previously asked the Board members to take a look at Town roads, and decide what if any projects they would like to undertake this year.  He reminded them that there is still TRIP funding in the amount of approximately $17,000.00 that can be used for road repairs.  He said that if anyone comes up with something to let him know.

Under correspondence, the Board members received a copy of a letter from the Town Attorney, listing recent legislative updates.

The Town of Ottawa’s Annual Meeting will be held on April 19, 2016, at 6:00 P.M.  The Dousman Fire District’ Annual Meeting will be held on April 20, 2016, at 7:00 P.M.

There was no public comment.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on March 14, 2016, as amended.  Her motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried. 

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to pay bills as listed in addition to payroll and associate withholding checks for L Geyman and M Klein, and payments to Cardmember Services and We Energies then their invoices arrive.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried,

Supervisor Jones made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Casper and carried.
