May 2, 2016
Chairman Arrowood called the meeting of the Ottawa Plan Commission to order at 6:30 p.m.  Present were Commissioners Hanson, Hausser, Weber and Mundschau. 
The first item on the Agenda was for Marion Igl Living Trust, W382 S2728 CTH Z, Dousman, WI – Final CSM and necessary waivers.  Planner Scherer read from her report.  Planner Scherer also read from the Town Building Inspector’s comments as follows:  

Town Building Inspector's final comments in regard to access and driveway on southern parcel of Marion lgl CSM, T/Ottawa

The Town Building Inspector is ok with the access being on the east side of the property and within 105 feet of the east lit line.

The petitioner will likely want the driveway as far to the west within that area as possible and that is ok with him.

Prior to the CSM receiving final approval, the Building Inspector wants the following:
1. The actual driveway location noted on the CSM, i.e., where the access will be along School Section Lake Road.

2. The road easement shown on the CSM.
Then, when the driveway is ready to be constructed, he would like the driveway to follow the pathway going up into and through the PEC in order to avoid the removal of vegetation/disturbance as much as possible.
Jim Siepmann was present on behalf of Igl’s.  He stated the barns will be removed before the Town Board Meeting and that Escrow is not a concern.  He added that he will be meeting with the Building Inspector to stake the driveway and clearly show it on the CSM.
Commissioner Weber made a motion to approve the Final CSM as conditioned in the Planner comments with the edits noted and the note regarding the Building Inspectors comments to be included. Commissioner Hanson seconded the motion and the motion carried.

The list of zoning violations was reviewed.

There was no correspondence.  

There was no public comment.

Commissioner Hanson made a motion to approve the minutes from March 7, 2016, as clarified. Commissioner Hausser seconded the motion and the motion carried.  

Commissioner Mundschau made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Weber and the motion carried.
