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In Chairman Arrowood’s absence, Supervisor Goodchild called the meeting of the Ottawa Town Board to order.  Roll call attendance was taken, and Town Supervisors Casper, Rupp and Jones were all present.

Supervisor Casper made a motion to accept the Treasurer’s monthly financial report as presented.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.

The Building Inspector’s monthly activity report was reviewed.  Tom has issued 5 new home permits so far this year.  Supervisor Rupp made a motion to accept the Building Inspector’s monthly activity report as presented.  Supervisor Jones seconded the motion and it carried.

Town Planner Sandy Scherer had prepared a memorandum for the Town Board, dated May 9, 2016, regarding a third extension to record Igl’s Final CSM.  It said that on August 10, 2015, the Ottawa Town Board granted final approval of a CSM and waivers for the Igl Family Farm, LLC.  In December 2015, and again in January of 2016, the Town Board was asked to grant extensions to record the CSM as the required 90 days to record the CSM had expired.  The petitioner had been working on a draft of the Driveway Access and Maintenance Agreement as part of the CSM approval, and there were some outstanding conditions that needed to be resolved prior to the Town signing the CSM.

These issues have all been resolved, and the CSM is ready to be signed, but the extension has expired.  Planner Scherer recommended that the Town Board grant one final extension until June 14, 2016.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to grant a third extension to June 14, 2016, to record the Final CSM for the Igl Family Farm LLC with the Waukesha County Register of Deeds.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Casper and carried.

Planner Scherer prepared another memorandum for the Town Board, dated May 9, 2016, regarding the Final CSM for the Marion Igl Living Trust.  It said that the Plan Commission met on May 2, 2016, and after discussion, recommended approval of the Final CSM to the Town Board, subject to the comments and conditions in the Town Planner report and the comments of the Town Building Inspector provided and discussed at the meeting.

Supervisor Casper made a motion to approve the Final CSM for the Marion Igl Living Trust, subject to comments and conditions in the Town Planner’s report, and the comments of the Building Inspector.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.

Captain Michelle Larsuel with the Waukesha County Sheriff’s Department was present.  She wanted to know if the Board members had any concerns.  Resident Gene Larson was at the meeting, and had concerns about traffic moving too fast on Waterville Road, particularly motorcycles.  He invited officers from the Sheriff’s Department to park in his driveway anytime.  He lives at the corner of Waterville Road and Robinhood Drive.  Captain Larsuel said that she would look into it.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to accept the Town Engineer’s report as presented.  Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion and it carried.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to re-appoint Warren Mundschau to another three-year term to the Ottawa Plan Commission.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Casper and carried.

Under public comment, Waukesha County Supervisor Chuck Wood stopped in to say that he had been appointed to the County Board’s public works committee.  Supervisor Goodchild explained that the Town partners with Waukesha County for road striping, and roadside mowing.  Supervisor Casper asked whether or not the previous County Supervisor representing the Town of Ottawa, Pamela Meyer, would continue to attend Lake District meetings.  Chuck said that would be up to the County Executive to make that decision.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on April 11, 2016 as read.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Casper and carried.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to pay the bills as listed, in addition to payroll and associated withholding checks for Melissa Klein and Lori Geyman, and payments to We Energies, and Cardmember Services when the invoices arrive.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.

Supervisor Goodchild said that he has spoken to Mark Lurvey about a tree to plant at Ottawa Park in Carl Borgstrom’s memory.  He said that Mark recommended white or red oak.

Chief Bowen from the Dousman Fire District was present to fill the Board in on the department’s recent activities.  He reminded the Board members that there will be a hands on program for elected officials who might like to see what fire fighter and EMS personnel do, on June 4, 2016, from 8:00 A.M. to 1:30 P.M.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to adjourn.  His motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.
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
