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Chairman Arrowood called the meeting of the Ottawa Town Board to order.  Roll call attendance was taken and Town Supervisors Goodchild, Casper, Rupp and Jones were all present.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to accept the Treasurer’s monthly financial report as presented.  Her motion was seconded by Supervisor Casper and it carried. 

The Building Inspector’s report was discussed.  There have been 8 new home permits issued so far this year.  Supervisor Rupp made a motion to accept the report as submitted.  Her motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.

The Town Engineer’s monthly update was reviewed.  Chairman Arrowood said that Bark River did some clean-up work in the area of the Mill Pond Dam, per DNR recommendation following the recent dam inspection.  Supervisor Casper made a motion to accept the Engineer’s report as presented.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Goodchild and carried.

Dousman Fire District’s Chief Brad Bowen was present, and said that they set a new record in June, by responding to 164 calls.  

Chief Bowen said that he and President Morris of the Dousman Fire Board will meet with representatives from the Village of North Prairie at the end of the month, to discuss shared services, at the Village’s request.  Chairman Arrowood said that the District does not need another owner.

The Chief discussed the City of Waukesha Fire Department Special Services Team with the Town Board.  He said that recently, the department encountered an incident that required them to request resources for a special team to assist with mitigating an emergency incident in our District.  The Hazardous Materials team responded.  The service was provided free of charge through Waukesha County.  If the incident was something other than a Haz Mat incident, such as collapse, confined space, trench or high angle rescue the District would have had to request assistance from the City of Waukesha’s Special Services Team (SST).  This is a specialized team trained to mitigate these types of incidents using specialized tools and equipment.  The team is not funded through the County or State which is why the City of Waukesha offers an intergovernmental agreement between municipalities for this service.  The estimated annual cost for the Town of Ottawa is $1,543.00, based on our population.

The Chief went on to explain that if SST services were required in the Town of Ottawa today, we would be charged 5 times the annual flat fee, plus 5 times their costs.  If we were under contract with them, we would only be charged for their costs.  

Chairman Arrowood said that we have never had a problem that would require that sort of assistance.  Is it a good deal, or are we better off being self-insured?  The risk in Ottawa is low.  If we got stuck with a bill from SST, we could probably collect on it.  

Chief Bowen said that the Village of Summit tabled this item at their meeting in early July.  The Village of Dousman approved the contract.  

Supervisor Casper said that the Town of Ottawa is fiscally responsible, which is to our advantage, and we could self-insure.  He then made a motion to not sign the contract for SST services.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.  

Chief Bowen also discussed the new Line of Credit Policy for the Dousman Fire District.  He said that the Fire Board had approved it.  The Town Board members were given a copy of the DFD’s new Policies and Procedures language, which identified requirements to draw fund from the Line of Credit.  Supervisor Jones made a motion to approve the policy.  His motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

The next item on the agenda was Resolution #7-16A, a resolution to authorize $100,000.00 line of credit for the Dousman Fire District.  Supervisor Jones made a motion to table this item as the Board will look at it next month after revisions are made.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Casper and carried.

The Town received information from Waukesha County Emergency Management regarding the adoption of the All Hazard Mitigation Plan.  The County has reviewed and updated their All Hazard Mitigation Plan.  It has been completed and contingently accepted by the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) pending adoption by local municipalities.  The adoption of the resolution does not commit the Town of Ottawa to undertaking a project, but may enable the Town to receive funding for eligible projects.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to adopt Resolution #7-16, a resolution adopting the Waukesha County All Hazard Mitigation Plan.  His motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

Information was received from the WisDOT, regarding the US 18 Access Management Vision.  It said that the purpose of the Vision is to provide WisDOT and the local units of government a unified, long-range access management vision of the corridor.  By signing the document, the Town is agreeing to partner with WisDOT and the other local units of government to implement this Vision whenever possible as future opportunities arise.  Chairman Arrowood said that he had spoken to someone at WisDOT about this.  Although the Town of Ottawa barely touches Hwy. 18, they would still like us to sign the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) that they provided.  Supervisor Goodchild made a motion to sign the MOU as received.  Supervisor Rupp seconded the motion and it carried.

The Town Clerk received 3 proposals to replace the current sound system at the Town Hall.  Supervisor Jones reviewed the proposals, and spoke with representatives from the 3 companies about their submittals.  The prices ranged from approximately $2,500.00 to $8,800.00.  Supervisor Jones made a motion to accept the proposal from Audio Visual of Milwaukee, at a cost not to exceed $3,000.00 or $4,500.00 if the mixer has to be replaced also.  His motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

Supervisor Casper asked that the Board consider amending a portion of the Lakes and Beaches section of the Town’s General Code.  In 1995, Section 20.04 was added to Chapter 20 of the Code, when School Section Lake was beginning their dredge project, as follows:

20.04 - The provisions of this ordinance shall apply to the waters of School Section Lake.
20.04(2)(a) – No boats shall be operated at a speed greater than slow-no-wake, between the hours of sunrise and sunset.
20.04(2)(b) – No motor boats whatsoever shall be allowed to operate between the hours of sunset and sunrise.

Supervisor Casper said that the School Section Lake Management District (SSLMD) would like the ordinance amended to allow people to use a motor boat after sunset.  Supervisor Jones thought that Section 20.04(2)(a) should be modified, and Section 20.04(2)(b) should be removed.  

Section 20.01 of the General Code says that no motor boat shall operate at a speed in excess of slow-no-wake before 11:00 AM and after 6:00 PM.  That is the rule for the other lakes in Town. 

Supervisor Goodchild suggested that Supervisor Casper take the request back to the SSLMD in order to clarify what they would like changed.  Supervisor Jones made a motion to table this item until Supervisor Casper clarifies the intentions of the SSLMD.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Rupp and carried.

A request was made by John’s Disposal, Inc., to collect and dispose of garbage and recyclables in the Town of Ottawa.  Supervisor Rupp noticed an error on their application, and made a motion to table this item until the error is corrected.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.

Correspondence was reviewed.

County Supervisor Chuck Wood was present, and said that he will act as the County representative for both School Section Lake Management and Pretty Lake Protection and Rehabilitation Districts.

Supervisor Rupp made a motion to accept the minutes from the meeting held on June 13, 2016 as presented.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.
