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Chairman Rupp called the meeting of the Ottawa Town Board to order at 6:08 P.M.  Roll call attendance was taken, and Town Supervisors Casper, Wiedenman, and Jones were present.  Supervisor Graham was absent.

The Treasurer’s monthly activity report was reviewed.  Supervisor Casper made a motion to accept the report as presented.  His motion was seconded by Supervisor Wiedenman and carried.

After review, Supervisor Jones made a motion to accept the Building Inspector’s monthly activity report was presented.  His motion was seconded by Supervisor Wiedenman and carried.

The Town Engineer’s status report was reviewed.  Chairman Rupp suggested that the Town Supervisors take a look at the roads, and let her know which of them need repair at the July meeting.  Supervisor Casper said that he had trouble seeing some of the road signs around School Section Lake, as they were occluded by tree branches.  Chairman Rupp said that she would talk to the previous Chairman, Dick Arrowood, to see how this was handled in the past.
Supervisor Casper made a motion to approve the Engineer’s Report as presented.  His motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.

A Deputy from the Waukesha County Sheriff’s Department was present.  Supervisor Casper told him that he had received complaints about speedy drivers on CTH Z.  The Town Clerk informed him that she still receives complaints about traffic, particularly motorcycles, traveling too fast on Waterville Road.

Western Lakes Fire District’s Chief, Brad Bowen, stopped in.  He said that they had a very busy month.  He talked about moving trees from roadways in an emergency.  He said that if they could not handle it, he would call dispatch, and ask them to contact Bark River instead.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to approve Resolution #6-17 to approve a $200,000.00 Line of Credit for WLFD.  His motion was seconded by Supervisor Casper and carried.

Chairman Rupp continued the discussion on the emergency call list update.  During the meeting in May, the Board discussed having the WLFD at the top of the emergency call list with Waukesha County Dispatch.  She spoke to Chief Bowen about it, and he said that it would count against our call numbers.  Supervisor Jones suggested that if everybody else is calling them to move trees out of the roads in emergency situation, the Town of Ottawa could do the same.  Supervisor Jones made a motion to direct residents to call the Sheriff’s non-emergency number with complaints of trees down.  His motion was seconded by Supervisor Wiedenman and carried.  

On behalf of the Pretty Lake Advancement Association, Supervisor Casper requested permission for a fireworks display over Pretty Lake on the 4th of July.  He brought along a Certificate of Insurance from Spectrum Pyrotechnics, Inc., showing the Town of Ottawa as an additional insured.  Supervisor Jones made a motion to grant approval of the Pretty Lake Advancement Association’s request for a fireworks display over Pretty Lake on July 4, 2017.  Supervisor Wiedenman seconded the motion and it carried.

Supervisor Casper made a motion to approve the issuance of a Class B combined fermented malt beverages and intoxicating liquor license for Victoria Spaulding, Rick Callies, Agent, at the Kettle Moraine Golf Club.  Supervisor Jones seconded the motion and it carried.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to approve applications for licenses to serve fermented malt beverage and intoxicating liquor as follows:  Rachel Masek, Rick Callies, Jordyn Koehn, Caitlin Guiliani, Jennifer Martin, Amber Otto, and Susan Callies.  Supervisor Wiedenman seconded the motion and it carried.

The Town Clerk included in the meeting packets, a letter from Waukesha County regarding Amendments to the Waukesha County Park and Open Space Plan.  The County would like the Town’s input.  The letter contained a link to the web address where the draft plan can be reviewed.  No discussion or action took place on this item.

The Town Clerk explained that Section 2.04(2) of the Town of Ottawa’s General Code, states that if the Town Chairman is absent at any meeting, Gary Goodchild would perform the duties of the Town Chairman.  However, Gary Goodchild is no longer a member of the Town Board.  Sections 1.15 and 3.09 also reference section 2.04(2).  After discussion, Supervisor Casper made a motion to have the Chairman and Clerk work on revisions to the three Sections listed above.  The intent is that the ordinances do not name a specific Supervisor.  The revisions will be presented to the Town Attorney for his opinion, and the final form will return to the Town Board for approval.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.

Chairman Rupp said that she is trying to find out the particulars regarding striping Town roads.  She said that the road markings on Mill Pond, Parry and Waterville Roads are fading.  She is trying to find out the requirements for re-striping roads.  She asked the Town Engineer about it, and he said to talk to the Town Attorney.  The Town Attorney told her to talk to the Town Engineer.  Supervisor Jones made a motion to table this item until Chairman Rupp gets her questions answered.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Casper and carried.

Under correspondence, Chairman Rupp announced that the Town received a State recycling grant in the amount of $2931.00.

There was no public comment.

Supervisor Jones made a motion to approve the minutes as amended.  Supervisor Wiedenman seconded the motion and it carried.

Supervisor Wiedenman may a motion to pay bills as listed, in addition to payroll and associated withholding checks for L Geyman and M Klein, in addition to payments to We Energies and Cardmember Services when their bills arrive.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried.
Supervisor Jones made a motion to adjourn.  His motion was seconded by Supervisor Casper and carried.
