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Chairman Rupp called the meeting of the Ottawa Plan Commission to order.  Chairman Rupp then notified everyone in attendance that although there was a quorum of Town Board members on the Plan Commission, they would only take action on Plan Commission agenda items.

Roll call attendance was taken, and Commissioners Hausser, Mundschau, Weber and Kershek were present along with Supervisors Graham and Jones.

A preliminary CSM for Gary and Gwen Health was presented by Town Planner Sandy Scherer.  She explained that the Town and County recently amended the 29 acre parcel from Governmental and Institutional category to the Agricultural 10 Acre Density category (Town) on the CDP.  The Primary Environmental Corridor (PEC), Isolated Natural Resource Area (INRA), and Other Open Lands to be Preserved categories were not amended.  Therefore, the Conceptual CSM complies with the Town and County CDP’s in the event the property is used for residential purposes in the future.  

Lad Lake conveyed the subject 29 acres to Heath in 2016.  The conveyance was subject to the recipient of said conveyance (Heath) proceeding with the following processes within the timeline discussed with the Town Planner, and to be completed no later than one year from the date of the conveyance meeting unless the Town Plan Commission granted an extension upon just cause. The processes included, but were not necessarily limited to, submittal of a 2017 County Comprehensive Development Plan amendment request, followed by a zoning change request, and finally the consideration of a Certified Survey Map. The CDP amendment and the zoning amendment processes have been finalized and so the subject CSM request has now been submitted.  A six month extension was granted by the Town to complete the CSM process.  The subject parcel is currently vacant except for some recreational trails.
Planner Scherer read through her Planner Report and Recommendations.  Commissioner Kershek asked if there were any trails involved with the property.  Planner Scherer clarified that there was no Ice Age Trail corridor proposed on the Heath property.  Planner Scherer also explained that the County amended the zoning classification from P-1 Public and Institutional to A-T Agricultural Transition District for the Heath’s as part of their comprehensive amendment process this past summer, noting that the Heath’s would have to apply in the future if they want to change zoning on the parcel.
Item #31, of the Planner’s report said that the Town’s Land Division and Development Ordinance requires a line 2’ above the 100 year floodplain be shown on the CSM.  Given the topography to the east of the floodplain line shown on the CSM, it is felt this requirement is unnecessary and that a waiver should be considered.
Ruekert and Mielke’s report was reviewed.  Commissioner Kershek suggested that since the Plan Commission is unsure of the intended end use for the 29-acre parcel, the land owner and Town Engineer or Building Inspector will work things out later in regard to access to the site.
Commissioner Kershek made a motion to approve the Preliminary CSM as presented, and to approve waivers for #2, 4, 5, and 6 from Ruekert and Mielke’s letter dated December 19, 2017, and #31 from Planner Scherer’s Report and Recommendations dated January 8, 2018. Commissioner Kershek’s motion also included that approval is subject to all conditions contained in the Planner and Engineer’s reports.  His motion was seconded by Commissioner Hausser and carried unanimously.
John Siepmann was present with a Conceptual CSM for property owned by Marion Igl.  Planner Scherer’s report explained that this is a re-division of an existing CSM into a two-lot CSM, consisting of a 10.8 acre parcel and a 27.7 acre parcel (plus a 0.7 outlot on the north side of CTH Z).  Both lots would have access to CTH Z.  Both lots are intended to be sold.  Planner Scherer read through her report.  
Planner Scherer suggested that the Plan Commissioners hold off on the approval of any waivers for now.  Commissioner Kershek said that he saw no major problems. As this is a Conceptual CSM, no vote was taken.
The zoning violations pending with Waukesha County were reviewed.
There was no correspondence.
There was no public comment.
Commissioner Mundschau made a motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on December 4, 2017, as presented.  His motion was seconded by Commissioner Kershek and carried unanimously.
Supervisor Jones made a motion to adjourn.  His motion was seconded by Commissioner Weber and carried unanimously.
