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The Ottawa Plan Commission reconvened a public hearing for the request of Adam Craft, S35 W38049 Dolmar Park Road, Dousman, WI, to conduct Land Altering Activities for a pond and berming on his property.  Planner Scherer read her memorandum.  Planner Scherer stated that Mr. Craft agreed to add a safety shelf, and would have the plan revised by January 17, 2020, for Waukesha County Plan Commission meeting.  Supervisor Jones stated that he had an opposite opinion, and does not think the safety shelf should be a requirement.  Planner Scherer responded that this condition has been required by others in the past.  Commissioner Kershek also stated that the last ponds constructed in Ottawa were required to have a safety shelf.  Supervisor Graham stated that the petitioner already agreed to the safety shelf, so this isn’t an issue.  Commissioner Mundschau made a motion to close the public hearing.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Kershek and carried unanimously.  



Chairman Rupp called the regular meeting of the Ottawa Plan Commission to order. Roll call attendance was taken and Commissioners Hausser, Kershek and Mundschau as well as Supervisors Graham and Jones were present. 

The first item on the Agenda was to remove the decision from the table for Adam Craft – Land Altering Activities Conditional Use for a pond and berming.  Commissioner Mundschau made a motion to remove this item from the table.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Kershek and carried unanimously.

The next item on the Agenda was for discussion and Action for Adam Craft – Conditional Use for Land Altering Activities for a pond and berming.  Planner Scherer read from her memo.  Commissioner Kershek made a motion that since Mr. Craft has already agreed to a safety shelf, and that we have required this in the past and that the pond will still be usable as intended with the shelf, that we recommend approval of the Conditional Use based on the planners conditions and providing the Town Planner with the revised plan by January 17, 2020.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Graham.  Commissioner Kershek and Supervisor Graham voted aye.  Commissioner Hausser, Mundschau, Supervisor Jones and Chairman Rupp voted nay.  The motion failed 2-4.

Supervisor Jones stated that we have no ordinance requiring the safety shelf, and made a motion to recommend approval of the CU based on Mr. Craft’s original design and the Planner’s conditions with the exception of the safety shelf being only a recommendation and not a requirement.  Commissioner Hausser seconded the motion.  Commissioners Hausser, Mundschau, Supervisor Jones and Chairman Rupp voted aye.  Commissioner Kershek and Supervisor Graham voted nay.  The motion carried 4-2.

The next item on the Agenda was for Badger Kart Club – Annual Report and consideration of the 2020 racing schedule.  George Sieracki was present on behalf of BKC and presented the schedule for the club.  There have been no complaints in the past year.  BKC should contact the County EHD for the use of the grill and the County LRD before doing any paving.  Traffic should be diverted south on Gramling when the bridge is repaired.  Supervisor Graham made a motion to approve the schedule and Annual Report.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Jones and carried unanimously.

The next item on the Agenda was for Discussion and Action for the draft amendments to the Waukesha County zoning ordinances.  Planner Scherer read from her memorandum.  There was some discussion regarding having the Town Chairman draft a letter to the Park and Planning Commission regarding the animal ordinance amendments – specifically the recreational chicken section.  The Plan Commission will recommend to the Town Board that this letter state that the Town of Ottawa would prefer the lot size to be a minimum of one acre rather than 20,000 square feet.

After review by the Plan Commission, Chairman Rupp accepted the list of pending zoning violations.

There was no correspondence.

There was no public comment.  

Supervisor Graham made a motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on December 2, 2019, Commissioner Mundschau seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Commissioner Kershek made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hausser and it carried unanimously.
